How te Decorate It With Autumn 
Lesvss and Sprs/s of. Bittersweet.. 
Even with "money to' bum." the 

most appropriate Thanksglvinie deco­
rations are those that can largely be 
had.for the gathering.- Autumn leaves, 
festboiis of ears of com. their husks 
turned back and braided together, 
cocklebur baskets that the children 
tan make and flll with sprays of bit­
tersweet, barberries or mountain ash. 
strings of borse chestnuts glossy and 
brown. Intermingled with ropes of yel­
low kernels of com or popcorn. Red 
Vlrglnta creeper inakes beautiful dec­
orations, as also cattails and gronps of 
bell peppers in all stages of ripeness, 
from deep sbming green to Snniing 
scarlet 

For a centerpiece on the dihner 
table a popular design consists of a 
large yellow pumpkin or bronze green 
Hubbard squash, the stem, end cut off, 
the contents scooped, out and the edges 
cnt in fancy shape or finish as a has-, 
ket with handles, line with waxed pa­
per and fill witb rosy checked apples, 
purple grapes, golden oranges, ruddy 
pears with^sprays of autumn leaves 
and green or crimsoning vines trailing 
gracefully over the outside. 

A tall crystal- vase with a bunch of 
fluffy yellow chrysanthemums makes 
a beautiful centerpiece, especially 
when, standing on a copper tray or one 
of tbe reflectors, now so, popular for up 
to date table decorations. 
..Where there are small children an 

effective centerpiece can be worked 
out by filling a cardboard box or tray 
with sand, covering all, or a portion, 
'with moss, then building from paste­
board a miniature bara and outbuild­
ings. Place a rail fence of twig? 
around the edge, cover all with mu­
cilage'and .spriiikle with powdered 
alum or epsom salts to represent boar-
frost In the barnyard have a tiny 
Straw pile, a toy wagon and other farm 
Implements with candy fowls and ani­
mals grouped reaiistlcaily about 

For Tlianksgiyhig favors let thechil­
dren make toy animals from potatoes, 
lemons., gourds, beets and nuts with 
twigs .or toothpicks for legs. Strange 
indeed are the Ilttle "beastles" that, 
can.De'thns'cnnnlhgly contrived. 

I fyou have fine brass or sliver can­
dlesticks for yonr table use them, of 
course, but if yon have not very effec­
tive ones can be made from redand 
green apples.-8weet potatoes or a crook 
necked gourd. Imitating an old Bb-
man lamp., If yon have any old fami­
ly pieces of pewter Thanksgiving- is 
the time to bring them out though the 
proud possessor of pewter nowadays 
is more tban thankful to display them 
on every occasion. 

Indian baskets are also appropriate 
furnishings' for the Thanksgiving ta­
ble, utilizing them for passing frait 
nuts and popcorn.

CLEANING WHITE SILK. 

How Paint Staini and Grease Spots 
Can Be Easily Removed. 

Grease marks on white silk can often 
be successfully removed by mwtia of 
dry magnesia rabbed over the spot 
while In the case of colored silk sim-
shades fuller's earth is a good medium, 
and pure soap and water can be safely 
employed In the case of whjte silk 
parasols. J 

Stains of paint can easily be removed 
by means of spirits of wine, applied 
with a piece of flannel. Spirits of tur­
pentine represent however, a stronger 
remedy, which is necessary If the 
marks have not beeh recently made. 

Stale breadcrambs sifted with a lit­
tle powdered blue are one of the best 
mediums for cleaning white silk. The 
crumbs must however, be stale and 
the powdered blue properly : mixed 
with them. If they are then rubbed 
with the palms of 'the hands lightly 
over the material all 'sarface dirt 
should be removed. .This may, be tried 
with'excellent eCreccoh'the-ibems of 
ball skirts of white 8iik,oir satiiL 

Paint spots can usually be removed 
easily wllh turpentine. .Should there 
be none at hand, however, the: old 
fashioned remedy of Irotilng over 
brown paper should be tried. . To do 
this an Iron Is made hot aind a sheet 
of thick brown paper Is laid on the top 
of the stained material and the. iron 
pressed over It. This has the effect 
of softening the stain, which Is aft­
erward scraped away with a blnnt 
kulfe.

A Milllou for the Heirs. 
After years of waiting, the various 

grandchildren and great-grandchildren 
of Capt. Christopher Grant, one of the 
best remembered of the old .Marble-^ 
head skippers .engaged In the West 
Indian trade early In the last cen­
tury, now have hopes of obtaining, 
as his heirs, tbe spoliation money 
long ago paid over to the United States 
government by France to offset the 
capture and looting of Capt. Grant's 
three schooners by French privateers.

Obitunrj-. 
Col. Wra. F. Spalding pf Maiden 

whose death occurred last Weel^ Sat­
urday, was a printer, a member of 
the grand army and an ex-alderman. 
His death was caused by'' an acute 
attack of heart disease in his sixty-
ninth year. He was born in.Pepperell 
in IS 12 and was the elder ot two chil­
dren of Eli and Harriet Spaulding. 

He was left an orphan at an early 
age and after the death of his father 
he was taken by his grandfather, Al­
pheus Eastman, with whom he lived 
in Hollis. He was educated in the dis­
trict and high schools ot that place 
and at Appleton academy. New Ip­
swich. He began his business life as 
a clerk in a grocery store in Xashua 
and at the outbreak of the war he en­
listed in the "th N'ew Hampshire reg­
iment and was assigned to Co. H 
of Hollis. September 27, 1861, He was 
soon raised to sergeancy and after the 
di.sastrous assault on Fort Wagner he 
\ias made first lieutenant and as­
signed to Co, E, July IT, 1863; He 
was engaged in some sixteen battles 
and was wounded in the assault upon 
Flirt Wagner, During the siege he 
liad charge of the company whieh 
inonnted tho large 200-pounder Parrot 
gun on .Morris island and which be­
came famous and known as the 
"Swamp angel," which \vas the first 
gun tliat threw shot into the city of 
Charleston, setting Hre to the 'City in 
many places, creating great consterna­
tion in the rebel city. The Tth and 
Sth infantry was a part of the brig­
ade that charged Fort Wagner with 
the "colored" .54th .Massachusetts 
which was commanded by Col. Robert 
G. Shaw and the brigade was under 
the command of .-Acting Brigadier-
General Putnam of the 7ih Xew 
Hampshire, when both commanders 
were killed and a great number of the 
brigade were killed, wounded and 
cantured. 

Immediately on being made first 
lieutenant, Oilone! Spalding was given 
the command of bis company and was 
in a fair way to captaincy when the 
close of the war came. He has re­
sided in ,Malden the greater part of 
the time since. He was a conductor 
on the Old Consolidated r^ l road be­
tween ,Mal(len and Boston and fllled 
other ))ositions of trust. For about 
a dozen years past he has been In 
the printing business in Maiden. 

The colonel was prominent in Odd 
Fellows' circles, being a past offlcer 
in all branches in Maiden. He also 
commanded the 2d Massachusetts 
regiment of Patr iarchs Militant, there­
by securing the title of colonel which 
his triends always called him, though 
he preferred to be called a-plain com­
rade. He was past commander of 
Post 40, G. A. R., and was marshal 
of all the Memorial day parades. He 
was a leader in the post glee club and 
was quite a musician, being a good 
singer and a flne companion. He 
represented ward one In both branches 
of the Maiden city councils. Col. 
Spalding was also a member of Mt. 
Vernon lodge of Masons and the 7th 
N, H..regiment association. He was 
twice married and Is survived by an 
aunt In Nashua and .'a grandson, Wm. 
t". Spalding of 'Walpole. His only son 
Pred, having died last year In New 
York. ,
