ed over the years 1814 to 1818. 

_It is doubtful if a complete list of 
t e a c h e r s of th is school wi l l ever be 
made, for the old records of the 
s c h o o l s of Groton are rather brief and 
some of the loose shee t s or books are 
undoubtedly lost . 

I have been able to secure recently 
an a lmos t comple te list of teachers 
and pupils from 1851 to the present 
date and the extended list of pupils 
is interest ing as showing the names 
of fami l ies l iving in the community 
neighborhood during that period. 

F o r many years it w a s the custom 
to have a woman teacher in the sum­
mer term and a man teacher in the 
winter when . t h e big boys attended 
and h e w a s supposed to be able to 
thrash all whom he Judged tojaeed it.

G'anie Law Violations. 
Two buck deer were Tuesday found 

dead on the Edgarton farm, having 
been shot through the heart with a 
rifle: The discovery Was made by 
Game Warden, Albert H. Sherman, 
who immediately notified Game Ward-
-ii, Forest Hooper. A thorougli in­
vestigation was then made. One deer 
weighed about 220 pounds, the other 
was somewhat smaller, and were 
about 1-0 yards apart when found. 
One had been dead about three days, 
and the other, as near as could be 
judged, had .been killed about- two 
weeks ago. They were both brought 
to Forest Hooper's tin shop in Shir­
ley where they were dressed and dis­
posed of. It is probably the work of 
men who use an automobile, as tracks 
were plainly evident near the spot 
where the deer were found. 

Shirley seems to be getting her full 
share of violaters of the game laws'. 
"as on January zz, the heads and car 
cass of five deer were found in an 
old well on the Stewart place by 
some wood choppers in the vicinity.-
Just how long the deer had been killed 
was difficult to determine and a 
thorough investigation revealed no 
clue as to when this occurred or who 
the offenders were. 

Deputy fish and game warden, .las. 
I. Mills of Ayer, was in town on 
Tuesday afternoon on a tour of in­
vestigation, but nothing tangible was 
discovered, as the matter still remains 
a mystery. However, Mr. Mills, in 
a conversation with the correspondent, 
of the "Oracle," told a very exciting 
experience he had Monday in the 
woods near the Edgarton farm. On 
hearing the sound of a rifle shot, he 
said he ran as fast as possible to 
where he had heard the shot and was 
just in time to observe two men with 
rifles jump hurriedly into an auto­
mobile, and the driver of the auto, 
who was waiting for them started off 
at a rapid pace and the three men 
and auto were soon lost to v'ew. 

Mr. Mills, on arriving at the spot 
where the auto had stopped, discover­
ed they had shot and carried off -with 
them a pheasant, as blood and feathers 
were seen upon the snow, and Mr. 
.Mills then recalled the fact that one 
of the men carried something beside 
his gun which he could not then dis­
cern plainly enough lo ascertain what 
it was. Mr. Mills followed the tracks 
to Shirley. He said they made their 
first stop at Haskins' hotel, and then 
traced them to the Brookside hoard­
ing house, where he found the three 
men had stopped for dinner. He said 
they then went up Harvard road, past 
the State Industrial school, and he 
lost track of them after thai, but he 
thinks he knows who they are, and 
from what he saw and the description 
he obtained, says they are old offend­
ers, as he had them convicted in 
Concord some time ago.
