To the Editor: 
I have placed in the public library 

four pamphlets issued by the agri­
cultural department at Washington 
upon the making and preservation of 
cider. These pamphlets tell of the 
most approved methods of making 
cider in this country and in Europe. 

A statement was made by one of 
the-experts of the department that if 
cider was made from sound apples, 
then passed through a milk separator 
and bottled in sterilized bottles, and 
placed in a cool place, not necessar­
ily cold storage, the cider would keep 
sweet until warm weather. A de­
tailed account of the process is given 
in these pamphlets. 

As a considerable quantity of cider 
is made in this town each year, it 
would seem as if it would pay to 
have it made by the best processes. 

If we expect to hold our own 
against the West and the South in 
obtaining the highest prides for our 
agricultural products we must change 
in a measure our methods of farming. 
When a boy of sixteen years, by fol­
lowing directions given by the agri­
cultural department for raising corn, 
can raise in a southern state more 
corn than has ever before been raised 
on an acre of ground anywhere in the 
United States, it seems probable that 
much can bo learned by the farmers 
.from the bulletins issued by the agri­
cultural department. 

I commend these bulletins to the 
farmers of Groton.

By the direct nomination law of 

1911, all candidates for state offices. 
for membership in state or town com­
mittees, or for delegate to the state 
convention must be nominated by pe­
tition. Any Littleton man who wish­
es to be a member of the republican 
town committee or delegate to the 
republican state convention must sub­
mit to the registrars of voters in 
Littleton, on or before August 2<\, a 
nomination paper signed by at bast 
five voters. Also, every candidate 
for senator from this district must 
secure at least ninety signers to his 
nomination papers; for representa­
tive, 30 signers; for county commis­
sioner, 2")0; for councillor, 2.i0; for 
member of the republican state com­
mittee, 90. 

After a nomination paper has heen 
certified by the registrars. It must be 
filed with the secretary of the com­
monwealth, State House, Boston, on 
or before August 29. Blank nomina­
tion papers may be obtained from the 
secretary ot the commonwealth! or 
the town clerk. 

There will be no party caucuses 
this fall. Instead a general primary 
election for all parties will be held on 
September 26.

Fatiil Accident. 

Fred L. Flagg was, run over and 
killed at South Lancaster on Monday 
evening by a Clinton bound electric 
car ot the Worcester Consolidated 
Street Railway Company. The body 
was so badly mangled that it was 
hard to identify it, except for the 
fact that two papers were found in 
his pockets which led to the supposi­
tion that he might bo a resident of 
this town. It was also noticed that 
the left thumb and a finger on the 
li.-ft hand were missing as. a result 
01 a former accident. With these 
facts word was sent here asking for 
information as to the identity of the 
dead man which brought the reply 
that the victim of the accident was 
Fred L. Flagg of this town. 

lust how the sad accident happen­
ed it is not known. The car, which 
is supposed to have caused the acci­
dent, was in charge of motorman 
Robert Wright and conductor Peter 
Faubert and was said to be. running 
about fifteen miles an hour at. the 
time tlie body was struck. It is also 
(laimed that the search light on the 
iiead end of the electric car was not 
in working order and this prevented 
the motorman getting a good view of 
the track in front of the car. 

When the car reached a point near 
the blacksmith shop of Thomas H. 
Lynch, at 11.Us o'clock, the motorman 
felt a slight jar and a rocking motion 
of the car. The car was stopped and 
an Investigation -was made, "bnt ev­
erything appeared all right. So the 
car proceeded to Clinton. On the re­
turn trip the body was discovered. 
Motorman Wright saw a man's hat 
lying ln the track, stopped the car and 
got off. The body was lying between 
the rails and badly mangled. 

Medical examiner George L. Tobey 
of Clinton was summoned and viewed 
the body, after which the remains 
were taken In charge by a Clinton un­
dertaker. The street Is poorly lighted 
where tho accident happened. Dr. 
Tobey thinks that the wheels of the 
car did not pass oyer the body, but 
that it was caught, and dragged along. 
This theory seems probable as tho 
body was found some distance from 
where tho hat was discovered. 

Mr. Flagg is survived by a wife and 
four small children, two sisters, Mrs. 
Winifred Flagg Slmonds of Lowell, 
Mrs. Kitty Irish ot Everett and his 
parents, Mr. and Mrs. Eugene A. 
Flagg of Townsend. 

Mr. Flagg camo from Townsend a 
few years ago and for a time was em­
ployed 6iT tho Boston-and Maine. ralL-
road. Later he worked as a teamster, 
his last employment being with. Sam­
uel J. Andrew. He was a native, of 
Townsend, where he was born .on Oc­
tober 7, 1872. . . , . 

The funeral was on Thursday morn­
ing from his late home on Park s t ree t 

Rev. Thomas L. Fisher of Leominster, 
formerly vicar of St. Andrew's church 
here, performed the services at the 
house. The body was brought to 
Townsend on the 1.37 train .on Thurs­
day, where, the interment took place.

Miss Nichol's part of the music 
served to introduce a novelty of much 
interest . This was two groups of 
Neapolitan dialect songs as they are 
sung today in Naples and tlie" sur­
rounding districts. Miss Nichols, w h o 
appeared at the concert in native c o s ­
tumes made for her at Soreiito, I taly , 
is an admirable master of vocal art 
and her correct rendering of the 
songs w a s a del ight to both eye and 
ear. With the finish of artistic ski l l 
she overcame with ease the difficul­
t ies of enunciat ion In the rendering of 
the texts , whi l e g iv ing to the s o n g s 
the musica l coloring of their nat ive 
surroundings . 

Of an espec ia l ly dashing effect w a s 
the final song of her last g r o u p s — 
Costa's "Tho French girls." with i ts 
ca tch ing and gay refrains in which at 
Miss Nichol 's request tho audience 
joined. T h e accompaniments to the 
s o n g s a s played by Miss MacKaye 
were an art is t ic nnd able support to 
their render ing as a whole. Miss 
Pray w o n enthusiast ic applause for 
hersel f from her l isteners as a p lay ­
er of the viol in , and she was obl iged 
to add an encore number t o / h e r 
group . . In her performance she g a v e 
ev idence of musical taste of a high 
order. S h e p lays with consummate 
ease and her facile and excel lent s ty l e 
i s c o n s p i c u o u s for its e legant p h r a s ­
ing and exce l l en t rhythm. More than 
this she p o s s e s s e s a quality u n c o m ­

mon to moist viol inists . She plays 
beautifully in tune. Her se lect ions 
were p ieces by Ambrosio and Bohm; 

Miss Coffen afforded a delightful 
surprise with her singing, in that re­
gardless of her extreme youth she 
disclosed a voice not only of remark­
able range, but of a rich and noble 
Quality,—while her repose of manner 
and exce l l ence of vocal s ty le .were 
those that characterize the mature 
singer. The . sustained singing in her 
rendering of GoUz's "M611sande in 
the wood," w a s of exijulste beauty a s 
was that in an encore song she gave . 
The accompaniments to Miss Coffen's 
songs and also those of Miss Pray, 
were ski l l ful ly and del ightful ly play­
ed by Miss Farnsworth. 

Wes ley Weyinan was heard, in a 
group of Chopin tHudes and later on 
the program lie played numbers by 
Arensky and Rubinstein. Mr. W e y -
man's reading of the Chopin p ieces 
w e r e distinguished b.v a musical e lo 
quence a lways remarkable for Its. 
beauty of tone. He displayed a finger 
technic swift and sure, a wonderful 
variety of touch and tonal co lors , 
while his playing throughout w a s of 
commanding power marked by good 
taste , brill iancy and dash of s tyle .

Sentenced. 
Richard Cooper and Frank Daley 

were arraigned in the district court 
at Ayer las t Saturday morning in 
connect ion with the theft of twenty-
six dol lars from the office of the Sam­
son Cordage works on the night of 
July 26. T h e c ircumstances a t tending 
the case were taken into considera­
tion and the .charge of breaking and 
entering w a s dropped and the s imple 
charge of larceny w a s preferred. 
Judge Warren H. Atwood sentenced 
them to s ix months in the house of 
correction at Bast Cambridge. John 
M. Maloney appeared as counsel for 
the accused men. 

The c a s e has attracted considerable 
at tent ion, a s both young men were 
w e l l - k n o w n in Shirley. Richard 
Cooper, s ing l e , w a s employed In the 
finishing room of the Samson Cordage 
works and Frank Daley, married, 
w a s employed at the Brooks farm. 
Both' y o u n g men on the night of the 
break had been to Fitchburg and re­
turned h o m e on the last car, intoxi­
cated, and whi le in this condition, it 
i s c la imed, conceived the Idea of 
breaking into the office of the Sam­
son Cordage ^'orks, both being familiar 
with the grounds and office. 

Chief of police Goodwin w a s also 
on t h e car with Cooper and Daley 
arid k n e w they left the car at the 
Phcenlx cross ing , which leads direct­
l y to the Samson Cordage works . The 
next morning , superintendent Charles 
H. Weare , jr., of the Samson Cordage 
Works, upon arrival at the office, dis­
covered that his desk had been broken 
open and that three enve lopes , each 
conta in ing money belonging respec ­
t ive ly to Fredonian lodge of Odd Fe l -
lo'vre, the Shirley cornet band and to 
Mr. Weare himself had been taken. 

Mr. Weore , previous to this t ime 
Had missed money from his desk and 
had very adroit ly s ince then marked 
all h is money by writ ing his Initials 
on each bill so that the mbney coiild 
b e eas i ly Identified. Thi s p lan , as 
subsequent events demonstrated, 
worked admirably, a s when Da ley arid 
Cooper w e r e arrested and searched, 
some of the marked money w a s found 
on the person of each. 

At first t h e y denied any connect ion 
with the break, but the ev idence be­
ing so overwhe lming ly aga ins t them,

T h i s will be the first or­
ganization of the democrats in Shirley 
for about fifteen years and much 
credit is due. Mr. . .Flynn, who has 
worked hard to get the desired re­
sults a long th i s line. The nomina­
tion papers are all signed and every­
thing is ready for the caucuses on 
September 26. 

The republ icans are well pleased 
with this turn of events in polit ics as 
they say each citizen will now be com­
pelled to declare himself.

6harp Protest In Eastern Part of 

Commonwealth—Far Reaching Leg-* 

Islatfon Enacted, This Session, In­

cluding $9,000,000 Boston Harbor 

•Bill 

The' veto of the Ellis milk bill by 
Governor Fass has aroused a storm of 
protest In this section of the com­
monwealth. The bill was a combina­
tion and modification of one framed by 
a. legislative recess committee of 1910 
and another proposed by the ' Milk 
Consumers' association. Both bills 
aimed to protect the public health, 
as well as the Massachusetts producer 
of mlik.' It has been fully recognized 
not only by the dairy bureau but also 
by the members of committees which 
have considered this matter that milk 
production i>; primarily a health ques­
tion and must be considered accord­
ingly. Some members of the com­
mittee, however, believed and de­
clared that as the problem of milk-In­
spection Is primarily a health prob­
lem, the proper place for Its admin­
istration ls with the health authori­
ties. 

The view taken by the members of 
the dairy, bureau after carefully study­
ing the matter, did not meet with the 
approval of the farmers or milk pro­
ducers, for at the hearing at the state 
house there seemed to be as much 
opposition to the bill proposed by 
them as to that proposed by tbe Milk 
Consumers' association, thus putting 
the farmers apparently In the attitude 
of opposing any further legislation 
looking to the protection of the pub­
lic health, an attitude which would 
be honestly repudiated by a large* ma­
jority of them as individuals. 

How the Governor Changed 

That this bill met with the approval 
of the governor cannot be questioned. 
Not only was his personal assurance 
given to this effect; but his message 
to the legislature accompanying the 
report of his expert. Dr. Chapln, 
recommended legislation almost ex­
actly In line with it. 

The bill went through the legisla­
ture so nearly unanimously that not 
even a rising vote was called for, 
while the senate passed it by a vote of 
16 to 6. 

Friends of the bill think lt is ex­
ceedingly unfortunate that political 
expediency should have induced the' 
governor at the last moment to veto 
it and-the house to refuse to pass It 
over the veto. 

With the report made by Dr. P. H. 
Mullowney, Inspector for the Boston 
board of health, showing that the con­
ditions surrounding the production of 
milk for the Boston market are from 
two to four and one-half times as bad 
in other states (which supply two-
thirds of the milk for Boston con­
sumption) as in our own state, it does 
not seem likely that consumers will 
be satisfied until laws are passed 
controlling this production, and that 
when the producers in this state who 
do their own thinking also realize 
what this means to them, they will 
gladly co-operate Instead of opposing 
such legislation. 

The Appointment of Mipard 
The appointment of Asa R. Mlnard 

by Governor Foss to the position of 
supervisor of small loans under the 
act passed this year has caused a 
great deal of criticism. The act Is 
designed to prevent the high handed 
operations of loan sharks in this state 
and a strong man was needed to start 
the work. It ls very evident that Mr. 
Mlnard ls not regarded as such by 
those who know him best and lt seems 
apparent to many that his appoint­
ment was dictated wholly by political 
consideration. Mr. Mlnard has 
posed as the organizer of the Pro­
gressive Republicans In 1909, a body 

/of men who-supported Eugene N. 
Foss In his candidacy for lieutenant 
governor largely because of his ad­
vocacy of reciprocity with Canada. 

However, there were some who be­
lieved that Governor Foss meant what 
He said when in his Inaugural mes-
»ame he declared In favor of a busi­
ness administration. Even the Pro­
gressive* Republicans aro not satis-
fled with the selection of Mr. Mlnard. 
They take issue with the statement 
that he was one of the original Pro­
gressive Republicans. They Insist 
that he has no political activity and 
is unknown politically outside of tho 
city of Medford, where he resides. 
They also declare that a year ago last 

Tall, immediately after the nomination 
of Mr. Foss for lieutenant governor, 
James H. Stark, John MacGall, and 
others, called a conference at Young's 
hotel to launch the Independent Re­
publican movement known as the Pro­
gressive Republicans. They declare 
that Mr. Minard was not present and 
was not In the country at that time. 
He had, as they insist, moved to 
Canada some time previously, and It 
was after this meetingthat he.turned'. 
np saying that Mr. Foss had tele­
graphed him to come to Boston Ha 
suddenly appeared.on the scene and 

Last fait Mr. MlnarH attempted to 
get the Progressive Republicans agala 
to.take off their .coats for,Mr. Foss, 
but thev had become closer actjualnt-
ed .with that gentleman. and refused 
to do It. Thereupon Mr. Mlnard tried 
to orgauiee what he called the Pro­
gressive-Republican, league. The at­
tempt was not asuccess. Tho larger 
part of the original Independent Re-, 
publicans was composed of British 
American citizens, and It" has been 
Bought to create the Impression; that 
Mr. Mlnard -was a most Influential 
man among this element. Those who 
claim to know Insist that Mr. Mlnard 
has absolutely no business qualifica­
tions for the position to which he 
has been nominated by Governor 
Foss. ' 

Foss and Lefglslature Break Records 
The great and general court has fin­

ished Its work and. Been prorogued.' 
The session parallels that of 1888, 
having sat for 206 days. However, 
the record of this session' breaks all 
others in the number of matters con­
sidered, the number of messages from 
the governor, the number of vetoes, 
the number of bills passed over the 
governor's veto, the number of bills 
and resolves approved by the govern­
or, as well as in the number of bills 
and resolves which were permitted 
.by the governor to become law with­
out his approval. He has signed 719 
acts, 152 resolves, vetoed 19 acts and 
6 resolves, and allowed 28 acts and 5 
resolves to become law without his 
signature. In the closing hours of 
the session a redlstrlctlng .committee 
to sit during the recess was appoint-, 
ed consisting of Senators Blanchard 

.of Somerville, .Tolman of Goucester, 
Barries of Weymouth and Schoon-
maker of Ware, Republicans; Lo­
masney of Boston and Quiglejrof Hol­
yoke, Democrats; Representatives 
Woleott of Milton, Quinn of Plttsfleld, 
Haigls of Montague, Tufts of Wal­
tham, Stevens of Dracut, Wells of 
Haverhill and". Bean ' of Cambridge, 
Republicans; Dean of Wakefield, 
Hurlburt of Worcester, Brophy bf 
Boston, Conway of .Boston, Meaney 
of Blackstone, Parks of Fall River 
and Bartlett of Plymouth; Democrats. 

Big Measures Which Became Law 
Some of the important acts passed 

were these: An appropriation of $9,-
000,000 for the Improvement of Bos­
ton harbor; workingmen's compensa­
tion law by which workers may be 
compensated for accidents without the 
delay incidental to law suits; a law 
for the supervision of the small loan 
business; bills for new transit tun­
nels and subways and for the exten­
sion of the elevated leases and rentals 
of existing tunnels; providing for the 
direct nomination of all elective state 
officers; limiting the personal ex­
penses of candidates in. primaries and 
elections; anti-injunction act giving 
alleged violators of injunction de­
crees the right of trial by jury; the 
fifty-four-hour bill for women and 
children; measure for the consolida­
tion of the Boston Elevated and West 
End Street Railway; provision, for in­
crease of number of justices of the 
supreme and superior courts; authori­
ty for the Boston and Eastern Rail­
road company to proceed with con­
struction of the electric road from 
Boston to Beverly; measure increas­
ing the salaries of Boston primary 
school teachers..
