These raids were made
last week Friday night, the officers
being so distributed that all the places
were visited at the same time,

both of Ayer, and Arthur Bassett, of
Shirley, there was found a keg of ale,
forty-eight bottles *of beer in two
cases, eleven quart bottles and two
empty kegs. . i

At Parilla's house the ralding party
consisted of Constables John M. Wal-
Jace, of Ayer, and Fred Reed and A.
H."Hopkins, of Littleton. There was
found about six gallons of ale in fifty-
two ‘bottles and four empty qudrt
whiskey bottles. o .

At Innella’s place, which was visit-
ed by Constable Lyman J. Taylor, of
Ayer, and Chief Dowling and Officer
Fletcher, of Groton, the goods seized
consisted of about twenty-six gallons
of ale in two kegs and eighty-six bot-
tles, one empty keg, one bottling
Hose. .

Chief Beatty and Constable James
H., O'Connell, of Ayer, and Chief
Thomas .C. Burrlll,  of Shirley, found
at Reallo's about nineteen gallons of
ale In two kegs and thirty-six bottles,
about two quarts of whiskey In one
Jar and one bottle, forty-seven empty
beer bottles, one beer glass and one
whiskey glass. .

After making these ralds Chief
Beatty cncountered a partly loaded
automobile .truck belonging to M. A,
Hanigan & Co., of Fitchburg, the said
load consisting of consignments  of
wet goods for Ayer residents. . The
chlef ordered the liquors taken to the
police station where the chauffeur of
the truck,.Antonio "Mafeo, and his
‘helper, . Michael , Onners, both of
Fitchpurg, were ‘placed. under arrest,
They were afterward releagsed in $200
‘ball for thelr appearance in coutt on
Monday morning.

.For some time past there have been
several liquor dealers In Fitchburg en-
gaged in doing business in Ayer, make-
ing the deliveries' of orders by auto-
mobile. A ‘few-days hefore the seiz-
ure of the goods above-mentioned the
selectmen of Ayer sént notlces to all
the parties engaged in this business
to cease bringing thelr goods into this
town or evil consequences..to them
would surely follow.” The M. A, Han-
igan Company evidently deeided . to
take a chance of delivering its large
stock of goods for the weck-end.
