Has a Good Rccord.

He
was given. a .certlficate signed by the
king in recognition of the event which
he still has In his possession and
which he cherishes as " most vatu-
able token. Mr. Anno served in the
army from- 1885 to 1888, and retired
with the rank of sergeant. .

gaged In working at his trade of a
barber, both a8 an employee-and later
as - owner-of -the- buslness.

the plaintiff claims he made to the
defendant, -

According to the uncontroverted
testimony the defendant invited the
plaintiff to come to his farm in Shir-
ley either in February or March of
last year, the understanding being
that -the defendant was to lease a
certain plece of land of about two
acres for the scason to the-plaintiff,
for’ which the litter was to pay -$15
The plaintiff, after getting settled in
his new home, purchased a cow, and
after keeping the animal for awhile,
sold it to the defendant for $45. The
$100 was borrowed some time before
this trangnction took place, -

The plalntiff, in cross examination,
stated that he and his family had oc-
cupied a -room in the defendant's
house during the six months that he
remained there; for which he was to
pay one dollar a week. He also ad-
mitted that he hought eggs, milk and
other goods from the defendant which
were always pafd for every week. He
also sald that all the grain that he
bought while in possession -of the
cow and for his chickens was also
paid for, The plaintiff's story was
fully sustained by his wife. )

The defendant admitted going to
Boston and asking the.defendant to
come and live with him, stating that
he would leaske him & certain piece
of land upon which "he might raise
garden prodiice. He claimed that the
plaintiff was indebted to him for fer-
tilizer and for rent of his room since
last September, When.the plaintiff
left it. The reason for charging rent
