The repid development of the ice
cream business within the past few
years and the {ncreased call from city
trade, hotels and restaurants has cre-
ated a large demand for sweet cream.

For these trades it 18 desirable that
the cream should test about 207 per |
cent, but often the test mZy#ary up.

| to 40 per cent, . depending greatly

-upon the method of operating the
hand separator. - When selling cream
to ‘creameries, the price {s quoted per
pound of butterfat, but for ice cream
and hotel purposes It is customary to.
pay by the gallon.. As a consequence
many dairymen are at a loss to know
which is the most profituble way to
dispose of their cream. The follow-
ing general rules may serve to de-
termine the relative market price per
pounds of butterfat. or gallon of
cream: , .
To find the valué of a gallon of
cream when butterfat s a certain
.price per pound, -multiply the percent.
age of fat by 8 (the number of pounds
in a gallon) and the product by the
price per pound. At 30 cents per pound
for fat, 20 per cent cream would be
worth 48 cents per gallon; 25 per. cent
cream, 69 cents per gallon; 20 per cent
cream, 72 cents per gallon; 40 per cent
cream, 96 cents per gallon. At 25 cents
per pound for fat, 20 per cent cream
would be worth 53 cents per gallon,
and 8o on. . )
" To find the price per pound for but-
terfat when the price per gallon of
cream ls known, divide the price per
gallon by eight times the per cent of
fat. At 40 cents per gallon, 20 per
cent cream® would be worth 25 cents
per pound of fat. At $1 per gallon, 40
per cent cream would be worth 3114
cents per pound of fat,

A week or ten days after the hen
has been given her clutch of eggs
sprinkle them and the whole of the

nest and the straw for a little dis-
tance around it with the sulphur when
the hen is off. :
The night following dust the hen
herselt by lantern light. Disturb her

.just enough to make her bristle her

feathers and then dust sulphur well
down to thelr roots. This treatment
will not injure the hen in the least,
nor the chickens when they are
hatched.

The chickens should be dusted once
or twice after they are hatched. One
cupful of sulphur will be enough for
both applications. Tobacco, snuff,
grease and carbolic powder, etc,, are
not equal to sulphur for killing lice.
The dust bath for laying hens should
have a quarter of a pound of sulphur
well mixed through the dust.

The brooder and the coops before
being used should be fumigated and
the boxes given a coat of hot lime
wash.

FOWLS REOUIRE SOME SHADE

Easy Matter to Grow Something Along
Side of House to Provide Pro-
tection From Sun.

Fowls that are deprived of shade In
summer often fall victims to sunstroke
and diarrhea from overheating. Some
shade should be provided. The house
fs always too hot for their comfort if
it is their only defense against the
flerce rays of the summer sun, It is
an easy matter to grow something
against the west and south side to
provide extra protection. ’

A house that has vines or tall plants
growing against one end and partially
shading the roof will be several de-
grees cooler than one bare to the sun.
Boards collect and radiate a lot more
heat than green growing things. It
makes little difference what you use.
Castor beans grown under the protec-
tion of a slatted crate until too big
for the fowls. .to destroy will prove
good shade. Big branches broken
from trees will help on very hot days.

It you can do nothing better lay
some branches or stones on the roof
ot the house and spread old carpet
or horse blankets over them. It wiil
greatly reduce the heat inside the
house during the heat of the day. Shut
out the sun and allow some opening
on the side away from the sun for
free circulation of air. The fowls
will seek their shelter during the hot
part of the day and show their appre-
clation by greater. vigor and health
when the trying period is over.

Many so-called cases of cholera in
hot weather are -nothing more tban in-
digestion from the ravages of hot
weather during which they had in-
adequate protection against the heat,

DISEASE IS SPREAD BY RATS

tion ot Plague Germs,

That the migratory habits of ro-
dents have a bearing apon the spread
of disease is not generally known, put
the United States public hecalth serv:
“fce. as a result of experiments con-
ductqd fn plague epidemic work at
New Orleans, asserts that such is the
case. This I8 but another illustration
that the fleld of preventive medicine
ig especially broad, and investigators
thercin must be thoroughly familiar
with the lite history and habits of
‘Hies, mosquitoes, ticks aod even ro-
dents,

Severai hundred captured rats were
marked for purposes of identification
by naving their ears punched, care be-
ing taken not to render them conspic-
tious, as felow rodents wage relent-
fess warfare upon those which appear
different from their kind.  They were
then relcased in the heart of tho eclty,
and allowed to shift for themselves.
Trapping was carried on in all sec
tions, and each rat was.labeled as to
the locality caught. Fully one-quarter
of- the rats made widespread excur-
sions, that {s, they were recaptured at
points from oncto ‘four miles - from
_wheré they'iveré liberated. In one in-
stance a rat traveled 19 blocks, cross:
fng one of the widest =nd busiest
streets In the city, where there was
no subterranean passage and was re-
taken within 60 hours from the time
ot its liberation. From-the experi-
ments it {s concluded that the semi-
domesticated rat has migratory hdb-
its similar to wild animals, and that
these habits are influenced by abun-
dance or scarcity of food, fucility for
harborage, or the presence of natural

enemies. It {8 also believed that cer-
tain inexplicable instincts tend to.
‘make the rat a wanderer. That in

! this instance the “homing” instinct
' wag not responsible for the migration
" of rodents explains many facts con-
| nected with the dissemination of
¢ plague; it will also doubtless prove
enlightening to those who have at-
! nomic reasons. The Indiap plague
commission was of the opinion that
rats seldom  journeyed from one sec-
tion of the city to another, bat the
conclusion of the public health ofit-
cials is quite the opposite. As a meas-
ure of the success of trapping opera-
tions, it is interesting to hote that
over one-half of the rodents liberated
were recaptured within a month,

WILL INSIST ON COURTESY

Rallro‘ad_ Managers Have SBystematio
Rules for the Governance of
Thelr Employees. :

“Courtesy meetings,” it appears, are
to be organized by one of the great
rajlroad systems of the country. It is
felt that rudeness and boorishness on
the part of conductors, brakemen, por-
ters, clerks and other employees of a
carrier are neither essential nor un-
avoidable, and that neither strenuosity
nor efficiency requires the sacrifice of
‘good manners,

It “safety first” is a good glogan
“courtesy second” is just as. good.
Time was in this country when busy
and - energetic men agssumed: tacitly
that in trade and commerce manners
were of no consequence. So long as

mere words matter? Why waste pre-
cious moments—which any sta;lstlclan
.could multiply into staggering periods
of time and enormous losses of money
—on “pleasé” and “thank you?”’  Why
not leave all such empty and useless
formalities to the absurdly ceremoni-
ous Latins and show the world that
business can bo transacted in a down.
right and swift mannmer? )
These notions have been relegated
to .the limbo of crude {gnorance.
There has been a veritable rediscov-
ery of manners in business. Efficiency
is being separated from brusque dis-
courtesy. Statisticlans to the con-
trary notwithstanding, a billion “thank
yous” will not “waste’ a single sec-
ond. Manners may take time, "but
they bring money instead of taking it.
Politeness and affability pay—and pay
on trains and .cars as in dry goods
stores and restaurants. Public utili-
ties need not be places of public exhi-
bitions of vulgarity and rudeness.

MET ALL DEMANDS OF WAR,

German Rallroads Have Been Superb-
ly Handled Since the Beginning
of the Conflict. -

Since the beginning of the war all
German rallways have been controlled
by the military authorities, through
the military controllers that are at-
tached to each line, even in time of
peace. In conquered territory the
railways are operated directly by the
military authorities with the aid of
rallway men who have Jjoined the
army. )

Mov¥ents of troops are usually
made on short notive and they camnot
be accomplished punctually unless the
military controllers have complete
command. This is the essential differ-
enco between conditions in war and
in peace. .

The first care of these officials is to
provide the required trains at the
proper time and place, the second to
assure the safe operation of these
trains on short headway. The prob-
lem of fceding men and horses on the
journey also requires much fore-
thought and preparation. These ob-
jects are accomplished very satisfac-
torily, despite tho fact that a large pro-
portion of the railway employees, and
even of the rolling stock, is at the
front.

All this 18 done, according to the
Berlin Lokal-Anzeiger, without seri-
ously interfering wiht ordinmary pas.
senger trafiic, even with the fast
trains, but freight traffic is subordi-
pated to military neceds.—Sclentific
American.
