There -w'lU be no "war gardens" tUa 
year, but "victory gardens", will take 
their place, and under the new name 
the need ia doable that ot last yeair, 
If' Mr. Hoover Is to get the 1,400,000 
tons of food he haa asked for. The 
slogan "Food will -win the war" has 
been transmuted Into "Food is the 
beat antidote for^ Bolshevik poison," 
and Tlcto i j gardens in the United 
States the coming summer will help 
to feed the hungry millions ot Europe, 
as well as to solve-the problem ot an 
ade<iaa,te. supply ot green vegetables, 
at low cost tor many families ot mod­
erate means. ; 

As reported, tlie average value of 
last year's war garden crops -was bnt 
one. dollar, bu^ this ot course Included 
many near and some to&l failures, ac­
counted for by poor^ soil, lack of fer­
tilizers, and oftentimes. ignorance or 
lack of interest or energy on the part 
ot cultivators.

"The educational problem ot our 
thrift campaign," said Prof. T. N. 
Carver of Harvard, who heads the 
Burean of Education bf the War Sav-

; ings Committee of New England, "is, 
ot coarse, Uiat ot getting the real e o 
nomic principles involved Into, the 
minds ot the people who have got to 
do the economizing, and through'these 
people to get these principles trans­
lated into action. ;,.', , 

"It is impossible to summarize the 
economic situation produced by the 
War In any other terms than terms of 
man-power. We cannot do It In terms 
ot dollars and cents, nor lii terms of 
material goods, because the price or 
the value' of a given thing In terms ot 
money changes trom time to time. It 
looks sometimes as tt^ough • we had 
more goods in war time than we ever 
had, and that there was no Scarcity 
ot goods, because, in terms ot money, 
at these Inflated prices, the statistics 
of wealth tire Increasing, 

"We cannot estimate the losses and 
gains of the war in any other, terms 
Chan terms of man-power. In order, 
then, to release enough man-power for 
the flghting and the war industries 
which were supplying- the flghting 
forces, we had to save man-power In 
many ways, that is, we had to utilize 
sotirces of man-power which had not-
been utilized before, and save on 
things which we could do without, 
thus saving in the quantity of man­
power necessary to supply the wanta 
of the non-flghtlng population, 

"Now in this period ot reconstruc­
tion we are going to hare the same 
problem precisely. It we can spare, 
during the next decade, as much man­
power from the normal courses ot pro­
duction as we have spared In war 
time for the war and' the war indus­
tries, and manage to put the man­
power thus saved to work rebuilding 
what was destroyed. In a few yeara 
we shall have restored all that was de­
stroyed, 

"I do not know how to And the 
needed sources ot man-power other 
than this: utilizing what would other­
wise go to waste, and releasing men 
from Industries which are not neces­
sary in order to save that man-power 
to do the work of reconstruction."

Early plaimln]g. will enable 
one to take advantage of "between-
season" sales, when standard m&te-
rlals ot good grade, always correct in 
style and taste, may often be . ptir-. 
chased at reduced prices, 'While tor 
general -wear economy demands the 
l>e8t the purse can buy, tor garments 
only occasldnally wom, cheaper ar­
ticles, if carefully chosen, are often 
satisfactory. Harmony ot color with 
the general tone of the wardrobe is 
essential If expense is to bo restricted. 

If a woman has time and ability, It 
is economy to make some of her own, 
clothes, especially wash gowns and 
underwear. Articles ot this sort, of 
simple styles and good, material, are 
very expensive when ready-made, and 
much inferior and unsatisfactory cloth 
is camouflaged by quantities of cheap 
trimmings to make It attractive to 
thoughtless buyers. 

Simplicity is the keynote of present 
fashions, and radical changes in de­
sign are not indicated. By careful 
planning and wise purt^iiaslng one may 
still buy War Savings Stamps and al­
so be well dressed.

Other cahlegranis state that not 
more than one quarter pf the Armeni­
an population In Asia Minor has sur­
vived the ,d^K>rtations ahd massacres. 

The relief woilters of the American 
Committee for Relief in the Near East 
are now on their way to Turkey*on 
three transports, which also are carry­
ing supplies of tooid, medicine, cloth-
Itig, farm Implements and portable 
hospitals. 

Massachusetts has been asked by 
the American Committee tor Relief to 
contribute $1,500,000 to the national 
fund of $30,000,000 In order to flnance 
the rescue work. The committee tm-
dertook the task at the request of the 
United States State Department and 
the governments of the European Al­
lies. The campaign in Massachusetts 
is tinder the direction of a committee 
headed by Dr. Charles W. Eliot, presi­
dent eiheritus of Harvard University, 
Among men who accepted appoint­
ments to this committee recently are 
United States Senator-elect David I.

Tassels are the almost - tmlversal 
flnlsh to the smaller handbags. When 
a bag reaches that larger size that 
puts it In the class of a shopping bag. 
It Is not tasseled at th'e bottom. But 
the handbag almost always swings a 
tassel, of strands of chenlle, of heavy 
twisted silk, of beads, either of steel, 
of Jet or of colored glass, or else a 
combination of wooden beads and 
heavy strands of silk.

Field Service Bulletin published, every 
week in Paris, t'rahcc, Knd was writ­
ten by Bussell^Davey Green, a'former 
pupil In Pepperell high school and also 
a student at Lawrence academy,"^ Gro­
ton, and Is well-known In .b'oth towns; 

In the summer of .1917, when serv­
ing as a volunteer ambulancler'i'n the 
French army, f was for a- t ime In -the 
Uttle village of^Bpulp^s,e,'.some";; six 
kilometers from, the renpwhed..clty of 
Rhelms. In spite of the. fact thot the 
city was constantly under bombard­
ment I was detcrnjioed to visit the 
crowning place of thft.;French kings. 
One;^ warm August afternoon I; set 
forth and after.a long,walk over oho 
Of the, great mllltaiw' roads dating b.ack 
to the time of Ctesar.-I-came suddenly 
upon the plain and saw before me the 
^reat towers of the., cathedral. . The 
peaceful Vesle flows near the city and 
ail about the buttressed towers of the 
old cathedral were' battered Walls. 
They were the former hom.es of men, 
but now lie shell-torn and In rtilns. 

How changed the times, how savage 
the age" in which w-e live when con­
trasted %vlth the accomplishments of 
the centuries past, when men unfa­
miliar with modern psychology and In­
vention of,slaughter Spent their lives 
conAructlng massive monuments to 
God, their Maker, and Guide. Oh. 
that these times that trouble men's 
minds and souls m.ay pass a-way and 
the spirit of peace again return upon 
earth. 

I paused in my meditation and .look­
ed back Into other times when Rhelms 
first fell under royal favor. On Christ­
mas day. 49fi. "Clorls the Powerful." 
progenitor of the French line of kings 
and ruler of Gaul came under the all 
cPnquering force and sway ot Roman 
Christianity, and in his enthusiasm w.as 
baptized with gfrat; pomp and cere­
mony by St, Renlgnus, Bishop of 
Rhelms, in an ancient cathedral upon 
the ruins of which the present struc­
ture stands. The very soil used in this 
historic baptism was belleyed by the 
early Francs to have Ijeen brought 
?rom heaven by a d6ve, , 

Favor after favor was bestowed up­
on this ancient center of Roman civi­
lization In France, Its -wealth was re­
nowned throughout all Europe In the 
course of the middle ages. In the 
twelfth century the French, kings 
chose this city and Its fereat cathedral 
aa the place for their crowning; we 
know- from then to ' the djays .^f the 
groat Napoleon practically the entire 
line of French kings /were crow-ned 
here and frequently were'annotnted by 
the pope himself. -, , ' 

We entered through the Cardinal's 
Garden; close to the palace, now a 
heap of ruins, but in.,former'days the 
rendezvous of kings ,and mighty dy­
nasties of church and stater The yard 
was piled high w-lth battered rock and 
fallen masonry, ail of which had been 
carefully .saved for the restoration of 
the great cathedral when the trouble 
of w a r h.as p a s s e d a w a y , .j'. 

What curiosity .and awe Clovls' 
would have experienced cpuld he have, 
seen us w-lth our steel F'renclv'helmets 
on an.l our gas masks flung across our 
.shoulders, accompanied by French of­
ficers .'ind a loquacious guide, wander­
ing about among the rtilned naves and 
transept*, " - , ' " , , - ; , 

As w-e pa,s«e(i "nolsclossly from clois­
ter to cloister, I gazed.,atithe shatter­
ed beauty about me. , A g a i n ! Saw In 
panoramic vision thoseJ)bwerful and 
stirring events that had take'ii place 
on this very spot, thV sack Of the city 
In 406 hy the vandals fth4-Huns, the 
biiptlsm ot Clovls, the gteat corona­
tions, the attack on this.great toWn In 
1360. the. English u k i n g Itossesslon In 
1420. only later to bo ezpellc'd by J.ean 
of Arc. and used ns thOCTO'Wtiitig place 
of Charles Vil. her iilttgi. - .•-

In my musings t thoaght I heard 
the great organ, now, Q\tlt« and shell-
torn, burst forth Into iai 'ITeat ' tri-. 
umphal march as the Ikln<r' and his 
brilliant retinue cnteredi-'an'd prpceed-
ed to the altar of iilabistwr atid-gold. 
The standard of Fr.anco, Whiijh, like 
the maid of Orleans bore 41oft aiT'she 
led the great throngs^ still -Standi'In

Chroniclers relate, that in the early 
days of the revolution, when the entire 
populatlon.went mad and pillage and 
sack were eyery day, occurrences, the 
sacred vessels', we're, shattered,, but 
fragments have, again be'en pieced to­
gether and restoredrs The Interior Is 
tar more" almple'than the ornate ^ ex­
terior; the gothlc framework of the 
portals Is; jichly embellished in the 
many niches and statues.' Ancient 
tapestry adorns the w'alls,̂  while In the 
northerly transept Is a clpck W-ith :me-
chanlcal figures dating, well, back-into 
the sixteenth .century.; -Beneath;, us,. 
;we were told; were the ancient vaults 
of the church, -vyhlch^coatalned some; 
most costly rpUquari^s, church, plate, a 
chalice and.oionstrances of-the t'ivolfth 
centvrj' an.d many, of theanctent ves-' 
sels which-had-b'ee'rt used;lri the-coro-
iiatldns of the French-kings, .\-,̂ ;' :.;y 

].Once inoro.ln the; square before the 
great cathedral I stood and looked up-
.pn Its miijestic facade. Its, maghliTcent 
towers stoindlng there in; death-like 
BtUIhess which was only broken by the 
occasional shriek o f a German shell 
froin across the lines, and .which burst 
with a crash upon some innocent land-i 
nfark on the other aide of the city, 
Our.Trench guide told us . that this 
t ime, it was . npt the cathedral /of 
Bhelms which was-being shelled, but 
•the old bacllla of Notre Daine,, . ' - , 

.There before mc was the superbi 
western facade, perhaps the ' niost 
b.eautiful structure created in the mid­
dle ages, adorned with .three cxiitiislt,e' 
recessed portals covered with a'„multl-
tude .of statues, many of which hcid 
.suffered" from the ravages of time even, 
be.fore" the great: missies of "kultur'; 
had splintered them. 1 . 

In the tymphanlum 'of the carved 
portals are crowded many master-
plePes of Gothic architecture repre-^ 
senting the last jndgment-with Christ 
In the act of benediction, while the 
valuting arches ondl gables above are 
lelaborately and profusely ordorned 
with, carvings and figures, the patient 
work of hands now long since dust. 
-The mosslve buttressed towers seem to 
hold up the heavens as Atlas the an-' 
clent wtis thought to hold the very 
heaivens on his shoulders. The frot­
ated w'ork, the rose -window now ,crack.-
'ed ond broken, but bespeak the power 
and beauty that m u s t .have existed In 
the cultured minds of.ttie early archi­
tects of the' middle ages.; -The great 
towers, though;' sadly splintered, -still 
remind one of = their ancient'- glory. 
Colossal figures of saints,, perfect in 
symmetry and,, in harmonic accord, 
with the great structure are clustered 
about the tovferai; 

Already one hears that plants are un­
der way to restore, this ancient shrine, 
unequalled architecturely In Europe, 
and to Its doors future generations, 
when on travel or pilgrimage In 
France, will alwa>a turn their foot­
steps to this shrine in the central plains 
beside the river Vesle. 

Died from Wound.s. 
Miss Katherlne M. Fenneily, of this 

tow-n, has received official notice from 
the Canadian, government that her 
father. Private Thonias'Fennelly, Ca­
nadian Mounted Rifles, died of wounds 
on November 7. Private Fenneily en­
listed In Boston on Juiy 17. 1917, train­
ing at Hamilton and Toronto, Canada, 
going overseas In February, 191S, and 
was at Wltlcy Camp, Surrey, Engltind, 
until.June, arriving in'France about 
the 17th. He w-as a veteran of the 
Boer war, having served eighteen 
months in the English army, being 
wounded once. Private Fenneily was 
a resident of this town a number of 
years and will be remembered by 
many, moving from hore" to Fitchburg, 
and later to Boston. 

Private Fenneily was forty-two years 
of ago, being born In Brooklyn, -N, Y., 
October 51, 1876, the second son of the 
late Timothy Fenneily, of Brooklyn, 
his mother having died when he Was 
quite young. He Is survived by a 
widow and flve children, a brother, 
two sisters and a step-mother. 

-Miss Fenneily received a letter dated 
November 3, which did not arrive until 
ten days after the notice of his death 
was received; he was then on active 
service and spoke of having haversack 
and Iron ration shot away in one of 
the "zazzies," of the many , cruelties 
and destructions by the Oermans, of 
the official report thot -war was draw­
ing to a final decision In bur favor, of 
the report that the Canadian troops 
would all be bock tn Canada by April 
and added "I'll see you i n May and 
tell you a whole lot I am not permitted 
to -.vrite."
