When I see the French troops pass-
ing and realize that they are: going to
sleep in outhouses and sheds anad
bdrns on a little plle of straw, it they
are fortunate.enough-to get it, I think
how comfortable I am, because I have
plenty of warm blankets and a cot to
sleep on.

I have scen our own: boys tramping
through hére in a pouring rain;, and
when the order was given to halt for
a few mlnutes T have seen them throw
themsehes flat-'down in the mud and
stickiness of & plece -of -ploughed
ground by the roadside to rest. Those
same fellows Jiad to sleep alongside of
fuming manure piles in sheds and
barns, and sleep in wet clothes at,
that. I don't have to do that, ‘I have
a snap in comparison. I‘have seen no
Harvard boys. "I have written to every-
Harvard boy in France whose address
or whose company I knew. I received
only. two replies—one - from Adin
and’ one from - Rev. Mr.
Morse's son.

I do not think our boys are hiking:
much this weather,- but the French
are. A few weeks ago our boys came
through by the thousands., Ordinari-
Iy 1. see no Americans, for as you
know I am with the French, and there
are no. Amerlcans In this neighbor-
hood When I first came here among
the poliug, for weeks I ‘gaw . none
of our boys. When I did see one I
‘felt like htigging him, but I didn't
hecause he saw plenty of his own kind
-and so he didn’t feel'ns I did. Later
on our troops. passed through-. this
place and. often our foyer was full of
them, and they looked good to me I
can assure you. We also had many.
German' -and  Austrian ' prisoners

2000 in a lot. Some of them were a
sorry looking lot, especially the Aus-
trians. These fellows would fight like
dogzs for a bit of bread, and they
would kneel down and drink out of a
mud puddle, by the side of the road.

I am not very distant from the Ar-
gonne, or from the whole line from
Rheims to St. Mihiel for that matter,
so this was a sort of shipping or dis-
persing point for prisoners and I saw
them by the thousands.. We have a
prison camp here with about 500 Ger-
mans n {t, They work about the
camp in the -gardens, doing repairs,
cleaning up and various odd, jobs.

Things now are very qulet. Betore
the armistice was signed there was al-
ways something to keep you interest-
ed. A few Boch planes and French
planes by the hundreds—big bomifng
planes on the way to the front, be-
sides even the thunder and pounding
of the guns at the front had a certaln
fascination and brought a certain ex-
citement. Now it is dead quiet and
we can have our shutters open at
night without fear of airplanes,”which
seemed very strange at first. I have
never been in but one real air raid,
and that wasn't a bad one, but I never
actually cared to be {n another.

Afr raids are much worse than the
long range shells from Big Berthas,
with which I had a week's -experience
%n Paris. I have seen nothing of the
actual fighting for which I'am exceed-
ingly sorry. but I was ordered here,
and in spite of requests tn go to the
front I was ordered to stay, so stay I
had to. One minds, or rather one
nbe s «rders here or something ix do-

me around In his military trips I have
had the opportunity to sce some in-
teresting places. I am very glad to
hive seen Chateau Thierry, Dormans,
Eperuay and  especially Rhelms or
Relms us it 'is sometimes spelled, I
brought away a plece of a shell that
helped to wreck the cathedral, and. a
blt of stone from the cuthedral ftsclf.
The town, with 14,000 houses, s ‘com-
pletely wrecked, and the country
around that scction is a sight-—merely
u desert. Onec comes upon‘towh after
town just a pile of stones. The
sround is torn ln countlesy plnccs by
shells.

I visited the trench and
outsYoutside of Rheims, where the
Boch had heen for four years. There,
are, I+ suppose, almost hundreds of
miles of trenches running in every di.
-rection, "and barbed ‘wire without
measure. It i3 a bad looking.place to’
say the least. No words can describe
the deyolation. One sces great shell
holes and ruing that were once houses
miles and miles away, from the actual
battle ground. The Boch alrplanes
went in every direction and w herever
they went there is ruin,

The activities that go on back of the
lines have always been Intcresting to
me. The miovement of the troops, the
Jong, long tralns of war materlal of
every description, the mitrailleuse
and cannon, wagons, carts, and equip-
ment of all sorts and kinds, the ranks
of -marching men and horses, etc.
Well, that for the most part is over,
aithough the change. of troops o!i‘ll
goes on.

Next -month I have another fur-
lough. ' I have asked permission to go
to Algeria, but I zam rather doubtful
of recelving {t. If not, I shall go to
Nlce. and Marsellles, and the Cote
d’Azure. 1 dread the voyage, or rath-
ér the travel, for traveling in -France
now' is extremely disagreeabdle.

I do not -know when I shall be able
to return to Amerlca. - Work here at
this time is fmpeortant. I think, per-
haps; people at home feelthatnow the
fighting .is over we can come back at
once, but the fact is-that this is the
‘most difficult period of all. “Everyone
fs homesick and weary and biue. Pos-
sibly the weather has something to do
with this feeling,.but mostly it is the
relaxation, from the-strain of the war.
“Y" men .are .very greatly needed in
the Y hiuts and foyers. ‘I shall come.
honté the very moment I can honor-
ably " leave, but I shall not quit just
beciuse’ I am homesick. There are
‘others as homesick as I am.. T sup-
pose I am likely to be home anywhere
from ‘the first of June to the first of
September, but the latter date is far
the most likely I think. When I do
go T want to go with a free conscience
so I am just sticking by my. Job and
saying nothing, :

This is a very lonesome place, just
a lttle cluster of houses, with not
even a store, and of course the camp.

Organie
matter as supplied by stubble, sods,
-and manures, tends to make clay soils
more friable, more retentive of molis-
ture and more fertile. To secure this
effect. the organic matter must be
more or less decomposed In - the
soil.

™ ‘%iieh of this town was read from
"Lic pulpit two months ago, and who

wa« dismissed by a church council on
t'ebruary 28, has recelved two unani.
mous calls; one to the Congregational
“hirch in Upton and the other from
‘he Congregational church in East
l.ongmeadow, a suburb of Springfield,
about five miles dlgtant.  Mr. Lewis
has acecepted the latter and will com-
mence his .pastoral duties there at
once. He also intenda-to remove his
houschold there as soon as certain
improvements are made in the per-
sonage. In one sense Mr. Lewis is re-
turning to a section not unfamiliar, as
his former pastorate Dbefore coming
to Pepperell was in-Huntington, which
is in the same church-assoclation.
As a young preacher, one of his firat
pastorates was in South Dakotr. Fol-
lowing that he joined & :party of
friends and traveled into the far cast-
ern countries of the old world, taking
a trip of nearly a yearn, in which time
he made the complete teip around the
rlobe. Settling once more in the
United States, he assumed pastorates
in Mill River, among:the Berkshires,
in Troy. N. Y., and was for more than
alx years the pastor in _Huntlnmon.
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‘previous to_coming to Pepperell. His
pastorate here. dates  back.to.June,
1914, and. in these four and a half
years he has made a large place for’
himself in 'the hearts of his people.
The term ‘‘pastor” applies to him first,
last and always, with all the term im-
plies in {ts . largest iinterpretation.

While
giving his series of illustrated lectures
at his own church he took particular
pains during one season to repeat the

MINE BORNING FOR 60 YEARS'

Recently occurred the sixtleth an.
niversary of the fire at Summit hill in
the . state 'of Pennsylvania. Over
$1,000,000 has been spent to confine
this mine fire. It Is now hoped to
save tens of thausands of tons of the
very best anthracite out of the fire
area before it shall be consumed. The
plan is to strip or remove, the top of
the mountain that overlies the burn-
ing section and take away veins of
coal” that lie in the path of the fire.
The area to be stripped is 400 yards
wide and a mile jong. The average
stripping depth is 40 feet. .

The Summit Hill ire was caused by
the flaring lamp in a miner’s cap as
he was going out at the end of his
day's work. The tlame ignited an oll-
soaked timber and the next morning
the tunnel entrance was the mouth of
a roaring furnace. . Despite all efforts
the fire has never been extinguishd,
