Notwithstanding the unfavorable 
skies ot Frldaj morning, preparations 
wero early under way by all the vari­
ous committees ot the Grange for the 
annual talr which was held thW year 
in the town hall the more '•ftrople 
space pro\lng none too much for the 
excellent line ot exhibits. As far tis 
the departments went, - embracing 
fruit, vegetables and canned ''goods. 
With a flne display ot flowers- not 
shown for exhibits for prizes, the fair 
would compare favorably. -With our 
former town fairs In dayS'pa;sti.^-The 
absence ot needIcwork,„of which lit­
tle was shown, might be; detrimental 
to the interest ot many,- aiid except' a 
few pens ot poultry and pigeons, there 
was nothing to interest-the.fariner.in 
the stock line .-.x.

Green and Miss Frazier, left nothing

Notice to Property Owners 

You are hereby required on or be­
fore Jajiuury 1, IDJO. to destroy tho 
gypsy ana brown tail moths on your 
property In this town. 
. This notiilcatiun is in accordance witb 

Chapter 351. Acts of litOS. as amended 
by Chapter 2Cs. Acts of 1906. which 
requires cities and towns to destroy 
the eggs, caterpillars, pupa; and nests 
of the gypsy and brown tail moths un­
der heavy penalty for faiiur.; to c o m ­
ply with the provisions of the law. 

If a property owner falls to destroy 
such eggs. caterpll'Kirs, pupte and 
nests, then the city or town is required 
to destroy the same, and the cost ot 
the work In whole or in part, accord­
ing to the value of the land, is assess­
ed upon and becomes a lien' on the 
land, (.See Section 6, Chapter 381, be­
low.) • . . 

The selectmen ask owners'and t en ­
ants to co-operate with the town in lt» 
work on highways and other public 
grounds by doing eltective; work on . 
their premises. Citizens who have 
cleaned their premises pt the moths, 
but find their trees cndangcre.d by the 
neglect of owners ot adjoining estates 
should make cdraplalnt to the select­
men. The Infestation of a residential 
neighborhood by the neglect of a fe'w 
will not be tolerated. 

The eggs of the gypsy moth should 
be. destroyed at' once with creosote. 
They should never be scraped off tho 

•object on which they .are laid. Care­
ful search should be made for gypsy 
moth egg clusters, not only on treea 
but ^Iso on house walls, stone walls, 
fences und In rubbish heaps, etc. 
Trees In which cavities ocCur and 
which It Is not desirable to cut should 
have the cavities tinned or cemented. 
This Is Important. The present and 
future cost of combating this Inscet 
can be greatly reduced by cutting and 
burning worthless brush, hollow trees. 
etc. A few trees well cared tor aro 
more valu-able to the property-owner 
and the community than a largo nu ia -
.ber ot neglected trees. • 

The nests of the brdwn tall moth 
should bo cut frotn tho trees, carefully 
collected and burned In a stove or fur­
nace. • 

Full Instructions as to best methods 
of work against thc moths may be ob-
talnec] from the Local Superintendent, 
Geoi^e C. Maynard. or from thc State 
Forester, .State Ho-dse. Boston. 

Work done by contractors should 
bo insjjected and approved U> tho 
Local Superintendent before payment 
for the same is made.

Robert N. Wallace.- The Employees 
Union was represented by E. P. Gray, 
its president -Among those whd ap­
peared In opposition to the petition 
were Councilmen Fellows and Shee­
han of Fitchburg,'CoiincUIor Gavin, 
J. ,M. Kinsman and Atty. James H; P. 
Dyer of Leominster, John Wooldredge, 
Ernest K. Proctdr, E. G. Carswell, C. 
A, Woodward and Mr. Litchfleld ot 
Lunenburg, and Selectman Robert H. 
J..Holden of Shirley. ''. 

. Mr. Wallace gave an outline ot the 
financial situation of the company and 
explained what they desire to have 
granted. A ten-cent cash tare Is ask 
ed for, with tickets to be sold In' strips 
of six tor flfty cents. It Is proposed 
to eliminate the Lunenburg zone bê  
tween Shirley and Fitchburg and to 
issue ten-trip tickets for $1.25, which 
shall be good between the W. N. &' P. 
crossing In Ayer and the President 
.Suspender factory Iri Shirley. Mr. 
Wallace stated than an increase In 
revenue was necessary on account of 
a recerit Increase In wages ot em­
ployees, and also on account o f . the 
decrease In traffic from Camp Devens. 

Mr. Sheehan, of Fitchburg, advo­
cated a straight eight-cent fare as 
the solution ot thc problem.

The' houso Was -b j i l l t In 174;; by 
Daniel Ad,im», who came to Townsend 
from Concord (now Lincoln), when he 
was twenty-two years ' of age. The 
farm then Included what is now known 
a s the Ar tbur Barber and Mrs. Abble 
Barber farms and the late 1). O. Evans 
fa_rm. The deed was dated Novem­
ber 3, 1742, "In the sixteenth year of 
His Majesty's reign, George the Sec-
,ond," th i r ty- three years before thc 
revolutionary war, and when George 
Washington Was ten years old. 

In 1743, to th l s (now home, young 
Daniel brought his first bride, 'Zeziuh 
Brooks, of Concord. ..Mr. Adams was 
mnrr ied three times anil was thc fath­
er of sixteen children,. the largest fam­
ily ever known In town. He was a 
man of much influence In town, served 
on the board of selectman, town clerk 
for twelve years, a n d represented 
Towhsend in the general court. There 
a r e twenty-eight lines of poetry on the 
large slate gravestone erected at the 
east side of the old burying ground to 
perpetuate his memory. His g rand­
son, Daniel Adams, Jr., was the au thor 
of t h e Adams Arithmetic, Monitorial 
Reader and a treatise on geography. 

There have been three generations 
of Adams reared In this old home­
stead, the oldest Mlving descendant in 
direct line being Mrs. Elizabeth Adams 
Hildreth, aged elShfy-slx years, who' 
up to within a few years lived In 
Townsend, but who now resides in 
Water town with he r youngest sister. 
Mrs. Sarah Adams Howard . The 
youngest descendant Is littlo Miss 
Dorothy Eastman;, the two-w;(>ek8-old 
daughter of Mr. and Mrs. Ar thu r G. 
Eastmat i , of North Providence, , the 
fa ther b'eing the son of the late Mrs. 
Amanda "Adams Eas tman . 

One of the large elm trees in front 
of the old homestead was planted by 
Brooks Adams, the fa ther of the above 
n a m e d sisters, ninety-three yca'rs ago, 
when he was seventeen years old. Up­
on h l ^ death, no son of his succeed­
ing, t h e homestead went out- of the 
possession of the Adams family. After­
ward It was sold and occupied by the 
Farnswor th family, and la ter purchas­
ed by the present owner, George Har t ­
ford, Jr., who .aims to keep the his­
toric old place as nearly possible like 
the original. 

At the close of Mrs. Har t ford 's 
sketch Mrs. Abbie A. Barber read thc 
suggestive poem, en t l t l sd ' "The old 
house by the elm."
