Death. • ~ ' ' ! 
John Marshall Eaton, M. D., died at 

his late residence on Thursday, Octo­
ber 21, after several years of falling 
health and increasing, weakness inci­
dent to advanced age. 

Dr. Eaton was born In Alexandria, N. 
H., May 13, 1832, where Ws father, the 
late J. S. Eaton, M. D., was a practic­
ing physician. Dr. John M. Eaton was 
educated at the New Hampsbire acad-
emy and Thetford academy, where tbe 
latffTItram-Orcutt, D. D., was princi­
pal. He attended medical lectures for 
two years at Woodstock, 'Vt., aad then 
entered Harvard .Medical college from 
which he was graduated in June, 
1856. His first practice was at South 
Deerfield, continuing until 1861, whep 
he was enlisted in the civil war 
as assistant surgeon to oath United 
States colored infantry, stationed in 
Corinth, .Miss., serving until the au­
tumn of 1S64, when he was honorably 
discharged on account of having con­
tracted malaria. Dr. Eaton has long 
been a member ot Post 22, G. A. R. 

In-the spring o£ 1865 he resumed his 
practice in South Deerfleld for five 
years, but desiring a larger field, he 
sold his practice and purchased the 
medical business and good will of the 
late Charles Warren In Milford, where 
he practiced his professlda'for thlrtj--
flve years, when on account of 111 
health, sequel ot army life and In­
creasing years, he grave up Ws life 
work and retired to Harvard, to spend 
his few remaining years In rest and 
quiet. 

Especially well known was the doc­
tor's skill as a surgeon, which before 
hospital days.made his services In Mil­
ford and surrounding towns invalua­
ble. He served as medical examiner 
ot the .Milford district for ten years. 
By nature Dr. Eaton was very genial 
and companionable, and in the sick 
room he was especially tender and 
sympathetic, which greatly endeared 
him to all his patients.

Prior to the en­
actment of the Pure Food Law borax 
and boron compounds w-ere used on 
meat, flsh. fowl, sausage, ovaters, etc.. 
consequently such food, which rapidly 
becomes contaminated, was kept In a 
hygienic , healthful condition. 

The Pure Pood Law compels truth­
ful labels on all articles, packages or 
containers of food. A truthful label, 
however: upon meat. flsh. fowl, sausage, 
oysters , etc.. will not prevent them 
from spoil ing, so that conditions are 
favorable for the propagation of poi­
sonous germs, Thus, while the Pure 
Food Law compels truthful labels. It 
does not. on account of prohibiting 
preservat ives . Insure that food will 
reach the consumer In a pure, health­
ful condition; neither does the label 
prevent perishable articles of food trom 
deteriorating, when in the consumer's 
hands, so as to become a menace to 
health and life. 

The authorit ies should realize the 
nbove facts and amend the laws so as 
to permit the use of modern, non-
Irtlurlous preservatives on all articles 
or food that favor the propagation of 
poisonous germs.

Ttiey Are Made In Attempt to 
Becloud Real Issues 

SOME FACTS ABOUT THE MAN 

Bccartie One of New England's Most 
Successful Business Men After Mak­
ing Own Start In Life—Doing What 
He Can to Change Laws Which Hurt 
Massachusetts—Jlefuses to Bow to 
Republican Machine 

It seems a pity that political cam­
paigns cannot be carried on fairly and 
honestly Instead of being turned into 
a bitter warfare of personal abuse. 

But Instead of discussing Issues and 
principles the attempt is always made 
In late years to becloud these Issues in 
a torrent of personal abuse, misrepre­
sentations and absolutely malicious 
misstatements. 

Take for example the attacks upon 
Kugene N. Foss. The Republican 
press aild the Republican leaders pic­
ture him as a very wealthy man, 
obessed by an Inordinate desire for 
iiotoriety, who has sought offlce 
througb lavish expenditures and, fail­
ing to obtain success In the Republi­
can party, has gone over and bought 
a place oa the Democratic ticket 
where he will once more be In the 
limelight and where he hopes, by 
financing the Democratic campaign, 
he can by some hook or crook, land 
In an office. 

He Is laughed at, sneered at and 
misrepresented. Called an easy mark 
for designing men who need some one 
to open a barrel and let them dip their 
arms down to the shoulders into real 
truly money. "Foss has a biig for of­
fice," says one man, and the next one 
laughingly agrees with him. 

Ho has been held up as a dreamer, 
an office-seeker, an "angel" to finance 
political campaigns, a turn-coat, "at 
last Foss has gotten Into the party 
where he belongs." The Foss that 
the Itepublican machine holds up to 
public gaze Is all these things and 
more.- They even use harsher terras 
In describing this man, and the Re­
publican machine man's conception of 
Eugene N. Foss Is a composite photo­
graph of an easy mark, a dlsappolnt-
•ed and disgruntled offlce seeker, a 
jnan craving notoriety, and a Demo­
crat who has at last been run to earth 
and unmasked. 

That is the picture. Xot a flatter­
ing one. It must be admitted. But, 
nevertheless, present it to ten Repub­
lican machine men, and nine of the 
ten will at once recognize it as the 
Eugene N. Foss they have had held 
"up to them. 

Even such a paper as the Boston 
Transcript, reliable in everything but 
its politics, doesn't hesitate to mal;e 
absolutely false statements about Jlr. 
Foss. It speaVis of him as living in 
Cohasset to escajie paying taxes in the 
city of Boston, this statement boinq 
made to offset Jlr. Foss' declaration 
that .-in income tax was the most 
equitable form of taxation, in that it 
levied taxes in proportion to the abil­
ity to pay. 

Mr. Fo3s has a beautiful s;immer 
hnme at Cohasset overlooking the blue 
waters of the .-Atlantic, but it is not and 
never has been his legal residence. Hij 
home is in .lamaica Plain, he has for 
years and years been an actual and 
bona fide resident of Boston and he is 
today. He has never sought to avoid 
the ])ayment of taxes of any descrip­
tion that have been fairly assessed to 
him. And although this fact could 
be easily obtainc-d by inquiry at the 
city hall in Boston, The Tr'ansorlpt 
has not hesitated to deliberately state, 
editorially and otherwise, that which 
It linew to be false because of its dls-
lil<e for Mr. Foss. 

I>et us now look at the real Eugene 
N. Foss. Starting in life with his 
own way to make, we find one of the 
most surres?ftil l)uslnoss men in all 
New Kncland. owing all that he has 
to his own exertions and his business 
nhilliy. We find a man who has 
built lip vast enterprises in this com­
monwealth, who is even now- engaged 
In starting a big industry in East Bos­
ton which will employ thousands moro 
Massachusetts people. When his big 
works at Jamaica Plain burned, he 
was told by business associates that 
he must not think of rebuilding In 
Massachusetts, as the tariff l&ws were 
a handicap to him so far from his 
supply of raw materials. "Build In 
Pittsburg," he was told, "be near 
your base of supply; save your 
freights on your raw material. Tfou 
can't have free coal or free Iron and 
hence you should get next the base 
of supply." 

Then It was that the real Eugene N. 
. Foss showed up. "1 have men who 

have been In my employ for a quarter 
of a century. They own their own 
homes, they are educating their 
children, their associations are here 
and they are rooted to the soil of Mas­
sachusetts by church, social and 
many ties. I can't and I won't uproot 
them, take them ott to Pennsylvania 
and transplant them, at their time of 
life. Into a new, and to them strange 
country. If the l avs of the United 
States handicap manufacture in .Mas­
sachusetts, I ath going to do what I 
can to change those laws." -

And the busy man of affairs turned 
to-poUtics, n6t from a desire for of­

fice, not for ptK-sonal gain, not for a 
craving for natorlety, but animated 
by a high purpose to beneflt the pub­
lic. 
. "He couldn't get elected to offlce In 
the Republican party In spite of hls 
barrel, so he's gone over to the 
Democrats." 

Yes'.' 
Is there any sane man or woman la 

fills whole commonwealth who doesn't 
know this to be untrue? If it had 
been simply an offlce that he sought, 
he^ould have bought it and 'paid for 
It with much less money than he has 
expended. If he had gone to Senator 
Lodge as the head of the Republican 
machine, aud said: '1 want to go to 
congress. 1 am going to be 'regu­
lar,' I have no ideas of my own but I 
will follow the leadership of the Re­
publican machine and I wlil give my 
check for $50,000 to the party treas­
ury," would he have been turned 
down? 

But when Foss ran for offlce he ran 
on a platform of principles, each and 
every one of which were tor the best 
interests of Massachusetts, but which 
the Republican machine opposed for 
reasons perfectly obvious to thinking 
men today. So Foss' was knifed, 
was refused help, "had to carry on his 
own campaign, and preferred to lose 
rather than to abandon Issues that In 
his Judgment and the Judgment of 
thousands of others, meant a restora­
tion of industries here that bave been 
driven away from Massachusetts. 

He has advocated a. downward re­
vision of the tariff, and while he him­
self as a manufacturer 'would suffer a 
reduction In his protection, he was 
big enough to see that in the end busi­
ness conditions -would be vastly Im­
proved. He saw the constant tend­
ency towards the higher cost of liv­
ing. His close contact with wage earn­
ers made him Wonder how the aver­
age man could make both ends meet. 
Personally It makes absolutely no 
difference to him whether he pays 25 
cents a pound for butter or a dollar 
a pound, whether eggs are 46 cents a 
dozen or 26 cents a dozen, and wheth­
er meats are high or low, nor what 
the cost of cloth and gcxsd clothing 
is. But he realized that this was not 
true of 95 percent of the people, and 
that this carnival of high prices meant 
privation and distress. Tho people 
had been promised tariff revision 
downward to lighten their burdens 
and' they found instead that the cost 
of food, of clothing, of every neces­
sity was at once heavily increased on 
the passage of the Payne-Aldrich bill. 
The Republican party In Massachu­
setts was absolutelj' controlled by 
Senator Lodge, who pushed this bill 
through and who declared that the 
"consumer was a myth." No hope 
for redress there. By using tho only 
weapon at hand that could be made 
effective, he accepted the Democratic 
nomination for lieutenant governor in 
the full knowledge that if elected this 
fail, the whole nation would take It as 
a rebuke to the Republicans for the 
Pa\-ne-Aldrich bill, and that such ac­
tion on JIassachusetts' pan, with the 
irreat middle west In open revolt 
ri.qainst the party for its violation of 
its I ledges, would force the Repub­
lican leaders to modify those sched­
ules now unjustly and unnecessarily 
placed on all that enters into the ne­
cessities of life, so that these in­
tolerable conditions would not longer 
prevail and the people could once 
more lind it easier to make the week­
ly income pay the household bills. 

It is not the offlce he is after and 
never has been. He Is a big business 
man. who believes in investing his 
money at home, in building up New 
Kngland and particularly JIassachu­
setts industries. If he craved notorie­
ty the history of his life in the busi­
ness world would make him a domi­
nant figure in business affairs.

How to Clean the Lace Varieties at 
Home and Save Money. 

Curtains sent out to the cleaners for 
washing cost a pretty penny that can 
be saved as well as not by doing them 
at bome. Shake and brush the cur­
tains to remove all .dust Make a good 
BUds of white soap, cold wnter and a 
little borax. Lay the curtains In It and 
let stand for several hours or over­
night If curtains blackened by a soft 
coal atmosphere are put Into warm 
water, as Is sometimes advised, tbey 
will be grimy to the end of their days, 
no mntter wbat Is done afterwnrd to 
bleach and clear them. 

Change thc cold Water onee or twice 
during the soaking process, working 
the curtains up and down In It and 
squeezing between the hands to get 
the dirt out Now put Into clean warm 
suds with ammonia or some of tbe 
wasblng Qnid added and squeeze and 
sop until the curtains are clean. Never 
wring curtains by baud. Simply 
squeeze, wblch does not stretch the 
mesh, or lay on a strip of cloth nnd 
put carefully tbrongh tbe wringer. 
Rinse In several waters to which a Ut­
tle borax bas been added, tben put 
through hot moderately thick starch. 
If cream colored, add a Ilttle strong 
cotfee. If you have a drying frame, 
and this Is a great-convenience, set In 
the air and pin the curtalus to It point 
by iK)lnt. drying two or three cnrtnlns 
on the frame at the same time. If you 
bave no frames, lay clean sheets on 
the floor of an unused room and pin 
the curtains on It sqnare and true, fas­
tening with a pin In each point, or If 
some must be skipped do so at regular 
Intervals. It Is a good Idea to attach 
In pairs, pinning the scallops of the 
two curtains together. 

To make starch for entrains take a 
large clean pan with no symptom of 
rust nnd put In It a half cupful or more 
of starch, according to the number of 
curtains to be starched. Add cold wa­
ter to mix to the consistency of thin 
cream, then pour In bolUiig water 
from the teakettle In a thin stream, 
stirring constantly to avoid lumping. 
Add a teaspoonful of kerosene or stir 
with a sperm candle kept for this pur­
pose and cook Until clear. 

How to Make a Divan Comfortable. 
Every one does not know tbat a 

wide divan Js made more comfortable 
by having nt Its back two huge hard 
pillows that will support the softer 
ones. It Is usual to heap up a great 
variety of these extra soft ones on a 
large divan so that any one sitting or 
reclining may arrange them according 
to one's comfort. These are needed. It 
Is true, but they also need a support. 
The wall Is usually too far back from 
tho front edge of the divan to serve. 
The two large pillows made of tbe ma­
terial which covers the divan are not 
only comfortable, but nrtlstlc. They 
may be stuffed with excelsior Into 
coarse muslin or ticking, then covered 
with tbe chosen fabdic. They look 
better with a heavy cord around the 
edging. If the end of the divan Is 
against the wall as well as Its side a 
third pillow may be used to give an 
added framework to tbe Ilttle pillows. 
This Is not an expensive trick, but If a 
housewife ever tries It she will never 
let the divan go without this part of 
Its equipment 

How to Toctor Sick Chickens. 
The following is an excellent remedy 

for sick chickens, says a chicken fan-
i-ler: Oue teaspoonful of permanganate 
of potash In one quart of water. Take 
other water away from tbem, and 
when they become thirsty they will be 
glad to drink this. It Is a cure-all. 
1 bad two hens tbat -were sick. They 
became very thin, and tbeir combs 
were very pale, and in time tbey died. 
Another hen started to go the same 
way, when 1 heard of this remedy. In 
two days' time there wns a slight Im­
provement, nnd before long she grew 
strong, nnd the color In her comb be­
came brighter. Since tben I bave bad 
no more trouble wltb sick chickens. 
Try It 

How to Mako a Good Filter. 
A homemade and economical filter 

that will filter the water satisfactorily 
Is made from a flowerpot and char­
coal. Take a large, clean flowerpot 
and put a sponge or a piece of clean 
moss over the hole In the bottom. Flll 
the flowerpot three-quarters full of 
equal parts of clean sand nnd char­
eoal. Over this lay n cloth large 
enough to bung over the sides of the 
pot. Pour' tbe water Into the cloth, 
and It will come out of the hole In the 
bottom of the pot clean nnd free from 
germs. 

How to Waih Dress Shieldi. 
Many think It Is Impossible to wash 

dress shields In other tban cold water. 
Tbey should flrst be dampened with-
cold water and covered with white 
soap rubbed Into tbe covering. Pnt 
tbem into n basin and ponr very warm 
water over them and let them stand 
nntll the water begins to cool, then 
Ecmb with a stiff brush. Blnse In cold 
water nnd let tbem gradually dry 
nway from artificial beat Do not at­
tempt to press them. 

How to Mend Rubber*. 
Thin spots in mbbers or wading 

boots cnn be mended nf bome by ap­
plying a cement made from 0 cents' 
worth of rubber dissolved In benzine 
or chloroform. Keep the bottle con­
taining the cement tightly corked. Wet 
first with benzine for an inch or more 
Aronnd the bole and scrape nntil clean 
and a new surface Is exposed, tben ap­
ply the rubber with a bmsh as quickly 
as possible that It may nbt harden.

There have beeu tuany men similarly 
Infected, but there have been few—a 
very few—who have worked out their 
Idea successful ly. 

Xbe man of oue Idea stopped beside 
a treucb und watched people placlug 
blankets on the water It contained, 
then tnking them up and wringing 
them over tubs. This w a s the early 
method used in gutberlng petroleum. 
T h e oil exuded from the soil and when 
collected In tbe trenches, be ing llgbter 
thnn water, rose to the surface , from 
which it wns either absorbed by the 
blankets or skimmed In dippers. T h e 
process bad been borrowed from the 
Indians, wbo used petroleum for lini­
m e n t , 

The man watching the work had 
seen It often before. Whence eame 
this oil? A vision of a great oll lake 
lying below the stratum of rock cov­
ered by the soil from which the petro­
leum exuded Slled bis mind. And why 
did it come up tbrougb the soil? Be­
cause of pressure. There w a s not 
room for the 611 lake In Its rock prison, 
and It w a s striving to get out. 

T h e n - c a m e tbe thought. I f be could 
bore a hole in tbe rock tbe oil would 
burst forth a s water from n h y d r a n t 

One morniog Iii the spring of 1857 
the man of one Idea started from N e w 
Haven , Conn., for the banks of Oil 
creek, Pennsylvania , wi th a thousand 
dollars In his p o c k e t furnished by 
Jbackers, to be used In dri l l ing tbat 
bole. Wl tb It he bought nu engine 
and hired an experienced driller. Tbe 
engine w a s long in coming, and tbe 
driller, convinced that his employer 
w a s a crank, dually refused to stand 
by him. T h e summer wore a w a y , the 
money w a s expended, and the enthu­
siast 's backers, losing faith In him, de­
clined to furnish more fuuds. 

Those w b o were col lect ing oil in 
blankets and sk imming It from tbe 
snrface of water went on w i t h their 
work regardless of tbe^ man of one 
Idea. T b e people l iving on OU creek, 
pass ing day after day his uncompleted 
preparations, considered blm a mono­
maniac—a man who w i s h e d to bore 
down into tbe earib to flnd a lake of 
oll. W b a t more absurd idea bnd ever 
got Into tbe brain of man? T h e sto­
ries o f Mnncbansen were no more Im­
probable. T h e children In the streets 
jeered blm. and their parents tapped 
their foreheads a s be passed. 

Tbe winter came on. and tbe man of 
one Idea found himself fac ing poverty. 
H i s funds botb for the purposes of 
working out bis dream and for sup­
porting bis family were exhausted. 
H i s children needed food and clotblng. 
but shopkeepers declined to g i v e cred­
it to one w h o w a s looking for a pe­
troleum lake In the bowel s of tbe 
eartb. 

A year passed, during w h i c h not a 
ray of hope came to the man of one 
Idea. Then In the spring of tS59 he 
succeeded In Infecting t w o others 
wl tb his delusion, and they provided 
him with n e w capital wltb w h i c h to 
continue his boring. He secured the 
services of a practical salt dril ler and 
his t w o sons, who possessed a com­
plete outfit of tools to be used In tbe 
work. 

No sooner had they begun to drill 
tban tbrougb tbe porous soil w a t e r 
poured Into their well, filling It with 
mud and Interfering with their work. 
T h e drill ceased to bore, but the brain 
of the man of one Idea worked on. H e 
mtist Invent some method of preserv­
ing bis wel l . Various exper iments he 
tried failed. Tben, securing some cnst 
iron piping, he drove It Into the ground 
that be might bore wltbln I t Thnt It 
w a s of cas t rather than wrought Iron 
Indicates tbe man's pinched resources. 
It would not stand the b l o w s neces­
sary to drive It Into the soil. After 
more delay better piping w a s secured 
and a section driven In. It stood the 
hammering, nnd. another section hav­
ing been welded to I t this w a s also 
pounded d o w n successfully. T h u s some 
s ixty feet of piping w a s Introduced 
and bedrock reached. 

The obstacle baving been removed, 
the drill wns .set to work. T h e man 
w a s nearing the attainment of his 
Idea. Ho drilled but t w o da.vs when 
the bit sfru^-k a crevice, and. being 
withdrnwn. It w a s found to be s&enr-
ed -with oll. This w a s on Saturday 
night, and operations were suspended 
to bo recommenced tbe fo l lowing Mon­
day. 

T h c chief driller, who lived In a 
sbanty near the well , early Sunday 
m o m i n g went on an errand to the der­
rick.house. There be snw n s ight that 
told the story of his employer's suc­
cess . T h e oll wns bubbling over the 
piping, running over the floor of the 
derrick nnd thence Into the ground. 

The flrst Idea that entered the mind 
of the discoverer wns thnt n fluid then 
worth n dollar a gallon wns running 
to waste , H n v i n g arranged for catch­
ing tbe flow, he went and announced 
bl9 discovery to the man of one Idea. 

And--whnt did tbts oozing of oil 
through nn Iron pipe inserted beneath 
the rock mean? It meant tbnt n n e w 
source of wealth hnd been opened to 
Ihe people of the earth dest ined to 
produce thousands of mill ions of dol­
lars, to g ive light and brat to myriads 
of pcoplV. to be manufactured into un­
limited prodncts. 

Th i s man of one Idea, w h o dri l led , 
the flrst oil well in f ennsylvanln, w a s ' 
Edward 'L. Drake. A bandsome tomb 
In Woodlawn cemetery. In Tl tusv ine . 
marks bis l a s t resting place.-

The alarm of ..fire is at all times 

dreaded, but j-ast what it means to tho 
wife who is alone, far from neighbors 
and miles from the fire departments, 
is best illustrated by the case of .Mrs. 
Rowe, wife of Louis Rowe, proprietor 
of Rowe's poultry farm and hatchery. 
Mrs. Rowe and child were alone 
awaiting Mr. Rowe's return from the 
village four miles away, where he had 
taken friends to the depot. She lit a 
fire in the fireplace, no doubt in antici­
pation of a cheerful blaze. This was 
about six p. m., Sunday night, and up­
on going outside she discovered the 
roof of the main house on flre. No 
doubt visions of a bome in ashes and 
worse came before her, but losing no 
time she used the "ever ready regu­
lar," the telephone, and notified cen­
tral of her trouble, and then set at 
work herself to throw water on the 
flre. In a few minutes she again call­
ed central and again announced her 
helplessness with dry wells and no as­
sistance. She was assured that In a 
few minutes help would arrive and It 
did. 

Operator E. P. McCord was on 
duty and by the 0. Q. D., he asked 
her to bang up her phone and he 
would do the rest, and quickly rang
