IVestford Water Company. 
The annual meeting of the stock­

holders of tbe Westford Water Com­
pany was held last week Saturday af­
ternoon and elected the following of­
ficers: Charles O. Prescott, t reas. and 
c lerk; Harwood L. Wright, auditor; 
George T. Day, Sherman H. Fletcher, 
Jul ian A. Cameron, John C. Abbot and 
Charles .0.

During the paat week 'Waiehlngton 
has had more than i ts usual compli­
ment ot congresses, for. besides the 
chronic congress, or the o n e ' we al­
waya have with ua on the hlll, there 
haa been here a'congress of governors 
of the states and the Civic Federation 
congress. Inasmuch as one of these 
congresses was composed of the gov­
ernors of the'states, It Is not necessary 
to add that It was a distinguished 
gathering, but the congress of Civic 
Federation was also composed of dls-
tlngnlahed men whose names are fa­
miliar to readers throughout the Unit­
ed States. Both of them were address­
ed by tho president and by Senator 
Root, and other distinguished men, 
while members and senators attended' 
their meeUngs. They were entertain­
ed at the 'White House, r.t clubs and by 
residents of the city. When President 
Taft appeared on the stage at the first 
meeting of the congress ot Civic Fed­
eration, ho was received with enthus­
iastic applause and made a happy, ex­
temporaneous address. But the most 
significant Incident of the meeting was 
on the following day when Gifford Pin­
chot was announced to address the 
federation on the subject of conserva­
tion. There can be no doubt that In 
this distinguished representative as­
semblage, he and the cause ho repre­
sents is tho one- nearest the heart et 
the people at the present time. His 
address was admirable In that it was 
free from personalities. He said In 
substance: "A plague on both our 
houses. Forget investigations, or at 
least put them aside for the present 
and let us imss legislation to prevent 
the piracy of pational resources and 
to enable us to secure them for all the 
people and for posterity." 

It will j iot be news to you that the 
national government and congress 
have been impressed with the force 
and the Importance of the wide-spread 
movement to reduce the cost of the 
necessaries of life. This is, indeed, a 
vital question, and it appears to be 
permeating every nook and corner of 
the country. There will be investiga­
tions by the secretary of agriculture 
and his many fleld experts, by con­
gress, and by learned and unlearned 
throughout the country, and after in­
vestigation has dono its perfect work 
it win probably be found that everv 
body knew in the beginning the real 
causes of the rise in, ihe cost of food­
stuffs. Meanwhije, it the people of the 
country have nerve enough to con­
tinue the boycott of meats, the price 
of this almost unnecessary article of 
diet will come down while there will 
be great, and in some instances, as-
tonisbing improvement in health and 
relief from rheumatism and other uric 
acid diseases. There is no doubt what­
ever tbat the people of this country 
are the most wasteful of all peoples 
in the matter of food. They oat too 
much, they throw away what would 
support an equal number of people of 
India, China or Japan, and there is not 
the least exaggeration in the state­
ment that the <x>st of what the average 
man in America eats in one day, 
would keep an inhabitant of China or 
India in food for two weeks. This is 
a temperate statement. I know it to 
be true from personal observation on 
the spot.

- Whether one.favors .or disapproves 
female suffrage, there can scarcely be 
but one answer to the question of a 
suffragette who points to congress and 
asks: "Could any body of women 
waste more time in words?" Congress 
with more work laid out than could 
bo accomplished in a whole year of 
daily sessions has as yet not even 
begun on one of the important items 
of its lengthy program. Everything 
waits while the insurgents surge and 
Speaker Cannon smokes and sits tight 
in the chair from, which they would 
pry him loose. The Ballinger-Pinchot 
case which was to be "investigated" 
has not had a preliminary airing, and 
knowing congress it is safe to predict 
that when it is introduced we will 
have a repetition ot the Brownsville 
investigation, the taking of endless 
testimony, the examination of innu­
merable witnesses until the public will 
have forgotten the original Issue. The 
immigration committee hoped to spring 
a sensation on the public by its Intro­
duction of the 'White Slave ^111, and a 
tew representatives have worked 
themselves into a fine fury over it, 
but the public, so far as one can Judge 
it f-rom the capital, shows no accelera­
tion ot pulse. Southern members em­
brace the opportunity to saw the air 
and pow-wrow about "the disgrace ' to 
our glorious womankind," but cooler-
blooded statesmen and, smart New 

•York millionaires lounge about and 
think reflectively upon subject not one-
half of which can be told. 

In searching for an explanation of 
the general ineffectiveness of congress, 
too much stress cannot be laid upon 
the obvious fact that that body has 
become a huge social center and that 
the congressional session Is regarded 
more seriously as a social season than 
a period set aside for the transaction 
of national business. Everyone is fa­
miliar with.the fact that the majority 
of members are engaged In grinding 
their own axes and that many are the 
tools of corporations tha t have elected 
them, but aside from this It Is clear 
tha t soclal ambitions sap the energ>' 
and -spirit of practically all of them. 
Washington has become a center of 
.fashion and extraragance. The social 
pace is set by a. yearly Increasing col­
ony of millionaires with notbing to do 
but amuse themselves. Congressmen 
Whose sole income is their salary are 
endeavoring to ,keep up and spending 
al l their money and much ot their 
energy In the effort. In any other city 
they would not attempt It, but having 
jiftr.e a.yague social position accorded 
t h « n ' h y reaaon of their oflice, they

:'StateBmen, have various ways - of 
making themselves famous.' Repre­
sentative Benjamin Howell of New 
Jersey has chosen to do it by introduc­
ing a bin which, he alleges, will r e ­
duce the postal deficit, provide a pen-
jsion fund for • the postal employes, 
and put half a cent a postal card Intp 
the pockets of somebody, all and one 
at the same time. But this is no t all. 
Pos.tal deficits and pension fiinds, to 
say nothing,of rake-offs, are material 
things. Mr. Howell would authorize 
the postmaster general to use in a 
souvenir postal card, to be issued by 
the government, a copyrighted epi; 
gram which reads as follows: 

Words are but the wings of thought. 
which fly from mind to mind. 

And wiser they to always say things 
thoughtfully and kind. 

This ennobling sentiment is to be 
printed on the reverse side of the 
card, with a Colonial silhouette border 
of suitable design. Illustrative of tho 
dress and customs of t he people of 
Colonial times. The bill provides that 
the revenue from the sale ot- such 
cards, at two cents, each, after paying 
tho cost thereof, including royalty, 
shall be diverted, one-half to the post­
olllce department to reduce the deficit 
caused by the transportat ion ot maga­
zines and other second-class mail mat­
ter, the other half to provide a pension 
fund for postal employes, "to be dis­
bursed as the heads of the divisions 
in the postoflice department, in a spir i t 
ot equity and Justice, shall recom­
mend." The bill is now in the coin­
mittee on postofflce and post, roads, 
heading straight tor a pigeon-hole. 

The senate committee on irrigation 
will report a bill providing for a $30,-
000,000 bond issue to complete irriga­
tion projects. The bill is to be in line 
with President Taft 's recommenda­
tions. 

The fortifications appropriation, bill 
was reported to the senate today/ It 
carries $5,817,200, a net increase of 
$200,000 over the bill a s it was passed 
by the house. The increase is tor am­
munition tor sea coas t .cannons used 
in the insular possessions, making a 
total of $500,000 to be expended for 
that purpose. As reported the bill 
appropriates $2,332,911 less than' is, 
carried by the law tor the current fis­
cal year. 

The land grants of the northwest 
which flgured conspicuously in a 
sharp controversy between Senator 
Tillman and President Roosevelt were 
.January 24 the subject of discussion 
in the senate. A resolution introduced 
by Senator Chamberlain calling on the 
attorney general to state whether he 
had instituted the suit which two years 
ago his department was directed to 
bring to determine the rights of the 
government In connection with the 
grant, was adopted. The lands In­
volved are Included in grants to the 
California and Oregon Railroad Co., 
and to tbe old military "wagon road 
from Coos Bay to Roseburg, Or., and 
they are said to be extremely valuable 
on account ot their timber. They com­
prise about 3,000,000 acres.

How to Make Thom Thrive by Obaorv> 
Ing Simple Rules. 

The be«t exposure for bouse plants 
In the wliiter Is, as a general thing, a 
southern one. The . next best is an 
eastern one. Some plants can be 
grown in western windows, but they 
never do as weTl as In the other expo­
sures, chiefly because of the Intense 
Jbeat of the afternoon sun. If care Is 
token, hcwever, to shade the glass 
during the hottest part of the day It 
Is possible to grow plants well under 
these conditions. 

A fetv plants do well in a north win­
dow. The lack of suushine prevents 
the production of flowers. But many 
foliage plants thrive. They require 
much less water because evaporatldn, 
due to absense of sunshine, takes place 
in such a location more slowly. Give 
only the amount of water needed to 
keep the soil moist. More will cause 
a sourUis of the soil, a condition sel­
dom met 'With when plants are fully 
exposed to sunshine. In a northem 
location tbe soil aronnd the roots 
should be turned over at least once a 
week to allow the sun to reach it and. 
a^ It were, purify It. Some plants, like 
the geraniums and carnations, can 
hardly get too much sunshine. 

Another thing plants require is ven­
tilation. A florist always has the fin­
est system of ventilation In bis houses. 
Of course It Is bard to get things down 
to such flne points In a private house, 
but we can, by raising and lowering 
windows, frequently change tbe at­
mosphere to all life. 

Another matter of Importance in 
plant growing is watering. Showering 
Is almost as necessary as root 'water­
ing. The leaves of the plant are cov­
ered with pores, and the plant breathes 
through tbem. If these pores become 
clogged with dust and dirt the plant 
surely suffers. Shon-ering. therefore, 
reinoves the dirt from the pores and, 
generally speaking. Insures a healthy 
platit. Where a plant falls to get this 
moisture the leaves turn yellow and 
fall off, and the plant takes on a sickly 
appearance. 

In the house during thc winter It Is 
a great benefit to plants to keep water 
evaporating on stoves, register or ra­
diators In rooms where artificial heat Is 
nsed. Whilo sweeping or dusting the 
room Indoors or tbe piazza outdoors It 
Is well to cover plant."? with a light 
thin clotb. Another thing to remember 
Is to remove all dying leaves ns soon 
as they turn yellow; also cut otf all 
flowers ns soon as tbey commence to 
fade and never throw them down 
among the. plants to decay. If a plant 
shows a tendency to grow tall and 
branchless cut It back a t least one-
third.

In reference to your issue of Decem­

ber 11,19Q9, concerning the hear ing ' to 
determine the 'cause of the l a c k ' p f 
water pressure at the flre which de­
stroyed the Haynes-Piper company 
vinegar tactory 'on November 30. We 
repeat and, call, the attention of' the 
citizens to the closing paragraph of 
the article: ••The facts thus presented 
at the hearing De<;,e'mber 8,1909, show­
ed quite conclusively t h a t it w a s ' o n 
account ot the four inch valve being 
open that there 'was no pressure of 
water for the firemen to use." Otlier 
newspaper reports, including Boston 
and Lowell, stated practically the samp 
thing that the "valve must have been 
opened, -thus letting the water go to 
waste and causing the low pressure 
which prevented the hose companies 
from being of much service." 

JIaliy of the citizens of the town 
have perhaps been led to believe by the 
publication bf only a portion of the 
unsworn testimony that the cause of 
the lack bf water pressure was due tb' 
the waste of water on account of thfe 
open four inch valve. We feel it our, 
duty to keep aloof from local politics, 
but at the same time say to the citizens 
that the four Inch valve was not open 
or opened before or during the'fire. 

During the first few minutes of the 
fire vphen the water was turned on thfe 
first line of hose from the hydrant on 
our premises and but one line of hosfe 
only, there was not enough force to 
throw a stream of water flfteen feet-
At this time the four inch valve waS 
nol open, peither -was any other i:alye 
in the water system open on our pr^pi-
ises and nejither was there any yalv^ 
open on the adjoining property of Levi 
W. Phelps, all of which are facts and 
contrary to some ot the "talk about 
town." 

If we are correctly Informed, no 
person testified that he saw water run­
ning out of the tour inch valve. Ohe 
McDonald, however, said that he' saw 
water running out of a pipe which pipe 
was, as a matter of fact, the two inch 
pipe below the valve connecting the 
meter. This was seen by several otbOr 
persons at the same time that McDon'-
ald saw It, about three hours after t t e 
fire broke out, some of whom • ha-vi 
made- affidavit to it. If any citize 
takes "exception to the foregoing ani 
wishes additional concliislve pi'oof 
that he may evidence by his own eyes, 
we Invite him to view the standpipe 
and four inch valve, to which has been 
unjustly contributed the cause of the 
lack of waler pressure, before it is re­
moved trom the ruins. 

The paint on the pipe is Intact and 
in a good state of preservation right up 
to the point in the v^lve where the gate 
waa closed. In fact, a sharp horizon­
tal line is w-ell defined in contrast with 
the painted and burned portion ot the 
valve below and, above the gate. The 
upper half of the valve and nipple is 
burned clean and rid of every particle 
ot paint which existed before the fire. 
Had tbe valve been open, the upper 
part of the valve and nipple would 
have shown no effects of the flre, hav­
ing been amply protected by the flow 
ot water. 

We feel that if the new system of 
piping, which we understand the water 
dcparlmf-nt has just decided to put In, 
had been iireviously Installed and laid 
out so as to give a circulation instead, 
of leavinf.- a dead end on the premises, 
that thc water pressure, even though 
the rese.-^voir may not have been full 
by three or four feet, as staled by one. 
of the wiitf-r commissioners a t the 
hearing, would have been ample to 
have given our property proper flre 
proleftlon This flre has shown con-
clusivelv that the existing six inch 
main will not supply the necessary 
pressure to four or more two and a 
half inch lines.

SELECTION OF SHEEP. 

Some Points on Choosing t h s - B e s t 
.Breeds Per. Crosses. 

An authority on t h e . breeding .of 
sheep for wool and , mutton expresses 
his opinion on the snbject In the fol­
lowing manner: T o develop a good 
floak of breeding sheep for wool and 
mutton begin w i t h the e w e s that are 
half Cotswold ahd half Merino and be 
sure that you se lect a buck that i s a 
full blooded Shropshire. In this cross 
you get a grade of sheep that is hard 
to surpass botb for wool and mutton. 
In an .experiment this method proved a 
good one A twin lamb sheared when

a little more than a year old s ix teen 
pounds of good wool, and 'n-ben a year 
and a half old tbe carcass weighed IGO 
pounds. 

If the sheep are get t ing too wrinkly 
ahd the wool too short I get e i ther a 
Cotswold, Oxford or Shropshire bnck, 
and if the fleece is gett ing too hairy 
and l ight In we ight I breed .back to 
the Merinos. 

Sheep like rape, but they should not 
be kept on rape alone. 
- During this thc cold period of the 
year, when tho pastures do not furnish 
enough feed to keep them thrifty and 
growing nicely, i t Is a good idea to be­
gin feeding corn and fodder, cowpeas 
and clover hay and somet imes thrash­
ed oats or sheep oats . 

Ten sheep will eat as much as one 
cow, and every farmer should a im to 
feed accordingly. 

Some breeders prefer to have lambs 
come in February. Altbougb It may 
require care to save tbem during cold 
weather , they wil l go through the win­
ter better and make better sheep than 
do late lambs. 

Freshening Cows. 
On a successful dairy farm, where a 

large number of co'ws are kept and 
milked, special attention Is g iven to 
t h e freshening and drying cows . Three 
w e e k s before a cow freshens. If this 
occurs during the winter feeding pe­
riod, tpe owner begins feeding about 
t w o pounds of wheat bran a day . ,No 
shorts are fed until after calving. Thi s 
feed Is gradually Increased until at 
ca lv ing t ime the cow Is receiving 
about four pounds of bran dally. 

After freshening the cow's grain ra­
tion is gradually Increased by adding 
shorts until the amount fed reaches 
a maximum of eight pounds for the 
best cows in the herd. In the case of 
the smallest milkers shorts are grad­
ual ly substituted for half the bran 
after the cow freshens, so that these 
c o w s get only four pounds of bran and 
shorts as a maximum grain feed. The 
average cow In the herd gets about 
s ix pounds of bran and shorts w h e n In 
full flow of milk In the winter. 

A n effort Is made to have each c o w 
dry from six to e ight weeks each year . 
T h e cows are milked regularly tw ice 
a day up to a week of the time they 
are to be turned dry. They are then 
milked once a day for three or four 
days , a small quantity of milk b,elng 
left In the udder each time. After this' 
they are turned out to pasture and are 
not milked again until the next period 
of lactation begins.—Journal of Agrl-
cultui-e. 

A Good Cure For Foot Rot. 
Stockmen baving trouble wi th foot 

rot in their sheep and unable to obtain 
a means of ridding U b e m of the dis­
ease will flnd that the fol lowing solu­
tion is beneficial: Mix thirty grains of 
corrosive sublimate in one pint of tur­
pentine and apply w i t h a s w a b after 
thoroughly paring the boofs. T h e ad­
vantages of this mixture are: First, 
cheapness (thc turpentine is the prin­
cipal expense); second, con'venience 
and safety in use (whUe corrosive 
subl imate is extremely poisonous if 
taken internally, it is not caust ic In 
the above mixture, and if It ge t s on the 
sound flesh of the sheep, even on the 
tender skin of the udder, i t does nb 
harm, or if the operator ge ts It on his 
hands It makes no trouble); third, the 
penetrat ing propcrtiea. of the turpen­
t i n e carry the germicide deeply Into the 
Alseased' tis.sues and insure, a prompt 
knd radical cure.
