Rev. John Calvin Kimball, who died
last week Thursday at the home of his
daughter in Greentield, has the clear
and friendly remembrance of all who
knew him when he was minister of our
old First Parish Unitarian church sev-
eral years ago. By the townspeople he
will ever be remembered for his ex-
ample of plain vigorous New kngland
living, both from teinperament and
from free choice. His was the cour-
ageous living of all that was best in
that solid type of life that the world
has long known and admired as New
Eunugland.

The boycot of the beef trust is now
practically at an end, and the net result
to date seems to ‘be merely an object
iesson to the people, showing them
how completely they are.at the mercy

The price we are to pay for our’

with the trust and 1s a matter of ex-
pediency only.-

1f they choose to double present:
prices they can do it at any time with-:
out a shadow of doubt.

If this fact that has been so clearly
demonstrated shall cause the common
people to really think it will be well
worth the trouble of demonstration.

We should face the facts and ponder
deeply as to whither we are tending.

If the beef trust were the only com-
bination of capital, with the power
to oppress the people, it would not be
so serious a matter, but it is only one
of many that can at will oppress us
in a greater or less degree.

How many of us realize what
would happen if John D. Rockfeller
and the select band of financial buc-
caneers associated with him should
think expedient to turn their stocks,
bonds and other securities into the
win of the realm. By such action they
could Instantly and any day start such
a panic as the world has never known.

By simply exchanging securities
into cash they could at once absorb
the surplus money of the whole coun-
try, ferce all the banks to call in loans
when there would be no money avail-
able for their debtors to pay the loans.
Under such conditions all depositors
in savings banks would want their
money at once and, of course, would
have no chance of getting it.’

Chaos would thus reign in the finan-
cial world, stocks would depreciate,
fortunes on paper would vanish and
the holders of the cash could buy back
their stocks and bonds for a fraction
of their face value and increase their
wealth accordingly.

This sort of thing is done every
day on a small scale, and it is not
because of any regard for the people
that it is not done in a wholesale way.

Though they openly disregard the
rights of the people, these gentlemen
have a wholesome regard for their
own welfare, and they realize that it
is easier to start a panic than to stop
one when it reaches a point where it
is dangerous.

A general financial cataclasm, such
‘as these gentlemen could easily in-
augurate might end in a revolution
that might be injurious to their physi-
cal welfare, so they may well hesitate
to start the ball in motion.

In spite of the peace that seems to
hover over us, this dangerous power
is still in the hands of a few men, and
they use better judgment to hoid this
power as a club to gain their ends
than they would to use it to wreck the
country and buy up the ruins.

Is it any wonder the "Standard oil”
does not pay twenty-nine million dol-
lar fines when a hint as to -what it
might be advisable to do if that virtu-
ous concern was oppressed, might well
cause even honest and well-meaning
executive officers to hesitate.

A strict regard for the law is not
a. characteristic virtue of the trusts,
except as it applies to those of humble
station, but we notice not many trust
magnates are doing time in our penal
institutions.

We have a beautiful example of the
power of corporate capital in our own
state in the New Haven railroad,
which seems to do its own sweet will
regardless of laws, legislatures or
courts. . . .

The trouble is general and deep-
seated, and I doubt if any case can be
found short of a complete overturn
and reorganization of our methods of
doing business.

The trusts will probably “continue
to squeeze the public for more and
more profits till the people finally
wake up and overturn the whole sys-
tem for one of co-operative produc-
tion for use instead of profit.

are left to found, seventy-five years
hence, a hospital for: Worcester and
in
Brookline, by the will, filed February
21, of Thomas H. Dodge, the philan-
thropist, who died in Worcester re-
cently, aged eighty-eighth. ’

To his widow, Cora J. B. Dodge,
more than forty years his junior, and
until two years ugo his secretary,
Mr. Dodge directs that enough be paid
in addition to her dower right in the
estate, to make her total legacy
$150,000.

A large bequest was anticipated by
the Oddfellows, of which order Mr.
Dodge had long been a distinguished
member, but the.only bequest of this
kind is one of $500 to the Oddfellows’
home in Manchester, the income to
be used for an annual band concert,
Uniform bequests of $300 each are
made to relatives scattered over New
England.

For the hospital, $30,000 and half
the residue of the estate is left in
trust to the Worcester Trust Company,
to be used with its accumulations.
About $122,000 will be available in all
for the hospital trust fund, which
is not to be used until the expiration
of seventy-five vears. It is figured
that at four percent the fund will
then amount to $2,300,000.

The Brookline academy, likewise, is
to be established solely for-the bene-
fit of the next generation but one.
Fifteen thousand dollars, together
with the second half of the residuary
estate, is left for this project, with the
Worcester Trust Company. It is figur-
ed that when this fund becomes avail-
able it will have grown by compound
interest to about $1,300,000.

Brookline is the birthplace of Mr.
Dodge’s first wife. The academy will
be established as a memorial to her.

Mr. Dodge was widely known as an
nventor. Most of his fortune he made
from his connection with the Wash-
burn and Moen wire mills, now part
of the United States Steel Corporation.
For many years he was a patent at-
torney, and at one time he was an
officer in the patent office at Washing-
ton. His business activities for nearly
a score of years were slight.

Several ‘of the prominent citizens of
Brookiine have anticipated— that Mr.
Dodge would remember his wife's
native town with a town library or
town hall in memory of his wife.
Nevertheless, we are glad that Brook-
line has prospects in the far-away fu-
ture.

He has lately completed a large ice
plant for a Mr. Abbott of Georgetown,
which is a great success, as in design
it is a departure from any heretofore
counstructed, but gives perfect satis-
faction, as they have harvested their
ice this vear at a big saving of time
and money.

Mr. Crawford for a number of years
has advocated the uselessness of cov-
erng the ice wth hay, as it is expen-
sive and makes a dirty litter to be
washed away before marketing. He
has convinced some of the ice people
of this fact and has put up two plants
after this plan, and it keeps the ice
better, cleaner, and with less shrink-
age, which is a great saving. There is
another improvement he is trying to
fmpress upon their minds and that is
that it is unnecessary to have two
walls built to hold sawdust and shav-
ings when one wall properly con-
structed without sawdust, which rots
the timbers, will keep the ice as well
and even better and the building will
last much longer, - It is expensive
building new houses every few years,
and it might be well for the ice com-
panies to think about this.

SNOWSHOES FOR HOVI‘RSES. :

Mrs. George Westinghouse, Provides
Protection For Helpless Equines,

From the royal household of the
king of Wurttemberg at Stuttgart there
catpe recently a cable order for a full
set of horse overshoes to be furnished
for the stables of the king. The cable
went to Plttsburg, the explanation be-
ing Mrs. George Westinghouse's inter-
est in the horse overshoes. A repre-
sentative of Mr. Westingbouse turned
the message over to a manufacturer of
these overshoes,

Mrs. Westinghouse some time ago
gave to the Humane socfety. of Pitts-
burg a supply of overshoes to keep
horses from slipping on the ice and
snow. A newspaper notice to this
effect appears to have reached the
king. .

Mrs. Westinghouse is accredited with
first having made the manufacture of
the horse overshoe possible. She. sup-
plied funds for an fnventor who had
an jdea for fastening chains under the
frog of each horseshoe, giving the

HOUSE DECORATION. .

How to Paper tho Walls In an Attrac..

tive Manner.

So many mistakes are made in the
papering of walls that perhaps a few
hints will not be out of place, as
spring will soon be here, when re-
palrs are being made everywhere.

Never paper the walls of a small
room with large figures. No matter
Low pretty they are, the whole effect
is likely to be crowded and very home:
ly. If the room faces north, use &
warm tone, never & blue or a gray or
a green. Yellow is admirable in a
dark room, and bright rose makes even
a plain, dreary room look rich and in-
viting. :

The fashion in dining rooms at pres-
ent dispenses entirely with plctures,
The walls are elther covered with tap-
estry paper or done in paneled effects.
Walnscoting is very much tbe fashjon
tor those that can afford it.

If the chalr covers and portieres are
of figured material they require a
plain paper, and vice versa. A plaip
paper is much better than a figured
one for showing off paintings and en-
gravings.

If the room is very high it is a good
plan to do away with the frieze and to
bring the celling tint down ob the side
walls at least eighteen inches, when
the molding can be placed at the top
of the wall paper proper. ’

The servants’ rooms and the kitchen
should be painted with a durable col-
or, so that they can be scrubbed thor-
oughly with soap and water.

It is dangerous to trust the eye in
matters of color; therefore the sam-
ples of upholstery materials should al-
ways be taken along when choosing
the paper, :

ASPARAGUS CULTIVATION.

Edible

How to Make a Bed of the
Young Shoots.
Asparagus Is a perennial herb cultl

vated for its edible young shoots. 1t is].

a rugged plant and will thrive undet
adverse conditions, but to obtain the
succulent stalks needed for culinary
purposes well drained, rich soil is ab-
solutely pecessary. The soll should be
well mixed with rotted manures con-
taining much pitrogen and potash.
Prepare the bed by plowing or spad-
ing deeply. beginning the work early
‘and looking after the drainage prob-
lem carefully. Plants at least one yeat
old should be obtained for this bed.
They can- be raised from seed, which is
sown outdoors in April {u driils one
foot apart, the seed being covered
about one-half inch. Plants suitable

for transplanting the following spring

may be easily grown this way, o1
roots may be obtained from one to
three years old. '

Set the plants in the permanent bed
in furrows eilghteen inches apart, the
plants being the same distance apart
In each furrow. Be careful to spread
the roots out naturally and set each
plant on a little mound of earth iu the
furrow. Cover at first to a depth of a
few Inches, gradually filling in as the
season advances. In the fall cut back
all the stocks to a level with the
ground for the winter.

In the second year loosen the soil by
shallow spading. When the first shoots
appear the rows may be hilled up
somewhat. Cut sparingly until the
third year, as the plants will be more
productive afterward.

How to Overcome Oily Hair.

A young woman who has tried all
sorts of remedies to keep the oil out ot
her hair says she gets best results by
using a shampoo made from pure ollve
oil soap in which a pinch of soda has
been . mixed. Cut a cake of soap into a
quart of boiiing water to make thick
jelly whep cold. This s bottled and
kept for future use. Before shampoo-
Ing take a couple of spoonfuls of this
jelly, mix it with a pinch of soda and
rub it well into the scalp. which bhas
first been wet with hot water. Anoth-
er way to apply the shampoo mixture
to the scalp Is to part the halr io
strands and rub it on with a tooth-
brush or small nailbrush. After the
scalp and long bair have been well
washed they should be rubbed vigor-
ously with the finger tips and thor
oughly rinsed.

How to Cook a Coon.

In preparing to cook a coon see that
the kernels have been thoroughly cut
out of the arm pits, groins and from
under the root of the tail after it has
been skinned. Coons’ kerpels are sfinl
lar to musk glands, The carcass should
be hung up In the frost for two or
three days to freeze by night and
thaw Ly day until properly tendered
and then parboiled and baked., Some
use a dressing of bread, sage and
onfons; others use oysters and crack-
ers; still others use sweet potatoes or

Jpersimmons. All use a basting rich ip

butter, red pepper and vinegar. A
coon beyond all other flesh absorbs
any other flavor put with bim, so
sweet herbs are occaslonally used.
Not too fat nor too lean, he makes a
finé repast for a hunter's supper.
—_—
How to Pack Blouses.

When carrying several blouses in a
suit case place them all on a padded
coat hanger so that the width of the
blouses will run aiong the length of
the sult case. In this way the crease
from folding will not come at the
waist line and will not be seen when
the blouse s worn. The hanger will
be found useful at the journey's end
since the blouses will be hung on it
during the visit.
