George Henry Prescott, one of the
oldest and most respected residents of
this village, passed away Thursday
evening, March 10, after a short ill-
ness, aged seventy-one ' years, ten
months and ten days. Mr. Prescott
was a veteran of the Civil war, and
he enlisted in 1862 in Co. D, thirty-
fifth regiment of Massachusetts volun-
teers and was wounded by a bursting
shell in the battle of Fredericksburg
and Antietam and Snow Mountain.
The regiment was also engaged in the
battles of Campbell’'s Station and
Knoxvilie, Tenn., Jackson, and seige
und capture of Vicksburg, Miss., and
in 1564 ordered to join the army of
the Potomuce, with which it participat-

The subject of changing the
name of the lodge had been talked
among the brethren considerable and
there was a good deal of dissatisfaction !
in the name of “Excelsior,” as at that'
time it was very commonly attached
to merchandise of questionable quality,
and the brethren wanted to select a
name that meant something to be lived
up to, instead of the reverse, and they
finally settled on the name of Caleb
Butler for the name of the new lodge.

Town Statistics.

The following report may be of in-
terest to the townspeople, as showing
the work of the past year, which has
just been completed by the town's
officials:

Total cash receipts for the year in-
cluding balance March 1,°1909, were $56,-
217.23." Total orders paid were $54,305.-
$6, leaving a cash balance February 28,
1910, of $1,911.37.

There are two items due the town
for accounts recefvable amounting to
$1.346.34, and there are - uncollected
taxes amounting to $8,006.42. The
temporary loans agalinst taxes are
$6,000, as agalnst 36,600 last year.
Town notes outstanding, not including
temporary loans against taxes of $8,-
308.34, as compared to $10,025, last year.
The town has unpaid bills amounting to
$168,30, . :

The balance sheet will show that
there Is an excess of about $2,500 in
excess of current revenue, over current
expenses, which would seem to indicate
that the 'selectmen showed good dis-
cretlon in the use of funds for the
current year.

The income from the town farm this
past year was $1.268.27. The expenses
were $2,420.52, which leaves the net cost
for the support of the poor for the
year $1,152.26.

It is interesting to compare the ex-
penses of the town for the flnancial
year just closed with the expenses of
ten years ago. when the total orders
drawn were only $24,784.78, thus show-
{ng the town has kept pace with “the
fndividual In the Increased cost of
malintenance. -
