Among ‘the wills filed in the Mid-
dlesex county court at East Cam-
bridge, one day last week, was that
left by Mrs. Mary M. S. Spaulding of
this town. She died January 10, 1910,
and was the widow of Dr. Miles
Spaulding.

Much curiosity has been~ felt and
expressed by .the townspeople about
the bequests made. It is stated that
no complete inventoiy of the proper-
ty left has been made, but it is estim-
ated at $100,000. It is sald that there
.are no individual legacies.

The will is dated, October 14, 1903,
and the bequests include $5000 to the
trustees of the New England hospital
for women and children in Boston, the
income to be used for a free bed in
memory of her mother. :

Five thousand dollars {s left to the
‘Massachusetts General bhospital . in
trust for the Mary Stickney fund, the
‘fncome to be used for a free bed in
memory of her mother; 53000 to the
Boston University trustees, ‘the in-
come to be used for a scholarship for
women -of good health, morals and
mental ability; $3000, the income ot
which is to be used for young women
medical students; $2000, the income
to be used for the purchase of books
for the law library, the labels on each
boolt to bear the name of Stephen
Stichney, father of Mrs. Spaulding.

To the American Sunday school un-
ten, Philadelphia, $5000 is given in
trust, to be known as the Dr. Miles
Spaulding fund, the income to be ex-
pended- like the ‘“John Ceesar fund.”
To the Perkins institution for the
blind $5000 is given, the inzome to he
used in the purchase of books fer the
blind, and to. be known 24 the ‘Deaco
Stephen Stickney fund. '

The Boston Seamen’s Friend socie-
ty and the American Seamen’s Friend
snciety of New York each receive $500,
the income to be used to buy.clothes
for shipwrecked sailors, and the fund
in each case to be known as the Miss
Mehitabel Stickney fund.

Five thousand dollars in trust and
$500 in trust goes.to the Boston home
for. incurables, the income to be used
for buying Christmas presents for the
inmates; $1000 is given the Massa-
chusetts society for the prevention of
cruelty to animals; $1000 {s given the
Bible Readers’ home and school, under
the direction of the Bohemian board
of Cleveland, O.; the income to be used
for a bible reader’s salary.

The City Missionary society of Bos-
ton receives $1,000, the income from-

worthy aged poor; Bates college, Lew-
iston, Maine, receives $5,000, and Wil-
ltams college, Williamstown, the same
amount, the income in each case to
be used to buy scientific books and
references, the fund being in memory
of Stephen and Mary Stickney, -
Two-thirds of the residue of the es-
tate goes to the American Missionary
association of New York, and one-half
of this is for the American board’ of
commissioners of foreign missions.
The income from the first named
amount is to be spent for mountain
work in Southern border states “in
grateful recognition of their loyalty
and devotion to our common beloved
country during the war of the rebel-
lion.” The second is for “worthy and
promising missions.” .
Dr. Samuel W. Fletcher of Pepperell
and George T. Stevens of this town
are mentioned as executors. Frank
A. Torrey, Esq., is settling the estate.

' Through the solemn stillness of the
closing Sabbath of March 27, 1910,
there was echoed one of the saddest
messages ever borne on. the air of
Littleton, ~ It was the news of Col.

Herbert J. Harwood’s death in Boston..

(All hearts turned in.profound sym-
pathy to the bereft home on that fine
ancestral estate where the widow, the
mother, and the children have employ-
ed every means that love and skill
could apply for the restoration of
health, To that home it turns with
assurance of unfversal love and es-
teem for its lost captain, of sympathy
and consolation to the family whose
afliction is shared by the entire com-
munity and the hosts of Mr. Harwood's
friends in his large world outside of
this town. .

The painful communication of
death foltowed closely the news of a
sinking spell experienced Sunday fore-
uoon, which came as a great shock.
Mr. Harwood underwent a second
operation Thursday, which the sur-
geon thought was accompanied by no
serious conditions, but his strength
proved insuflicient to bear the contin-
ued strain which had been sapping his
vitality since the first weeks of his
illness in the late fall of 1909. At
five o’'clock in the evening his ever
obedient spirit yielded to the call to
higher service, where the reward is
never withheld, oL

Herbert Joseph Harwood, son of

| the late Col. Joseph Alfred and Lucy
| Hartwell Harwood was born in Little-

ton, September 6, 1854. His early
education was received in Littleton
schools which he attended from 1860
to 1869,

After a year at Lancaster, (Mass.)
academy, he went to Phillips-Exeter
?ggg'emy, from which he graduated in

In 1877 he graduated from Harvard
college where he made the Phi Beta
Kappa soclety through his high schol-

arship.

From November, 1877, to August,
1878, he worked in the mill of the Mon-
tague Paper Co., Turner's Falls to get
a knowlédge of the business.’

In August of 1878 he entered the
employ of J. A. & N, Harwood, man-
ufacturers of fibre chair seats, and
remained 'in the employ of this and
other firms that manufactured chair
seats and assembly chairs until Jan-
uary 1, 1899, when he went into bus-
iness for himself as a chair manu-
facturer. ) :

He ‘had been until his death a di-
rector of the National Fibre Board Co.

October 15, 1879, Mr. Harwood was
married at Lancaster, Mass., to Miss
Emilie Augusta Green. To them were
born nine children, eight of whom sur-
vive their father and reside at his
home. '

In 1882 he was Assistant Adjutant
General, with the rank of Lieuten-
ant Colonel on the staff of Governor
John D. Long.

In 1899 he became a member of
Massachusetts House of Representa-
tives, serving on the committee of
Education.

For twenty-one years he was trustee
of the Reuben Hoar library. From
1893 to 1906 he served on the school
board, acting as its chairman during
the latter years of that period.

At the time of his death he was
a trustee of the Bromfield school, Har-
vard; president of the Littleton His-
torical society, which position he has
held ever since it was founded in 1894.

Deacon of the First Congregational
(Unitarian) church, which he has also
served as scribe, member of the parish
committee, and in other capacities,
member of the New England Historic
Genealogical society, member of the
Essex Institute, member of the Phi
Beta Kappa society of Harvard col-
lege and a member of the National
Geographic society.

He has written various articles on
the history of Littleton, including
o historical sketch of Littleton, pub-
lished in, 1890.

Various other historical works have
come at different times from his pen.

His native town, the homMme of his
ancestors, Col. Harwood passionately
loved. Its traditions to him was sa-
cred. For their preservation he has
given of his time, his strength and
his intelligence as no other citizen has
ever .given. To his searching after
historical truth and the presentation
of it in attractive form to his towns-
people he has devoted a very large
part of his life. For its valuable rec-
ords the town owes Col. Harwood a
debt of gratitude that it can never pay.

His patriotism found expression
likewise through his interest in the
present and future of this town. Its
institutions had a large place in his
heart.

The church, the schools, the library,
the lyceum, the historical society, the
town meeting—all have felt keenly
the power of his intellect, and the
strength of his patriotic heart in his
unceasing devotion to their highest
welfare.

To the last moment of his life he
sought the good of this community.
Through the press he recently plead
for the care of our trees, at the recent
town meeting came a message, one of
the last he ever penned, concerning
the great work on the publication of
town records just completed and su-
pervised in large measure by himself.

Consistent in all things Col. Har-
wood combined with other admirable
traits thoso quatities that constitute
the ideal husband, parent, and son, and
he gave to his family and his home
the samo warmth of affection, the same
unstinted devotion that his town en-
joyed from his harge heart.

In business as in public life Col.
Harwood was upright and honest in
all things; thorough in Investigation,
deliberate in judgment, and courteous
in his dealings,

From- social circles he had with-
drawn somewhat i{n recent years
through fnereasing deafness. He was
cordially welcome at whatever social
function he graced and always en-
joyed the favor of his numerous
friends.

"Col.- Harwood was a gentleman in

every sense of the word. No situation
no combination of éircumstances ever
tempted bim to be otherwise. Cul-
tured, refined, digrmfied, modest, cour-
teous and unselfish he made the at-
mosphere about him wholesome and
delightful, and no one of appreciative

bresence even for s short time with-
out sensing the greathess of the ‘man.
" Funeral services were held from
Col. Harwood's late resldence, Wednes-
day afternoon, '
Brown officiated, reading the beautiful
poem “It Singeth low in Every Heart,”
and appropriate passages of scripture,
offering prayer, and paying the high-
est tribute to the memory of this dis-
tinguished citizen. Mrs. Hartwell, Mrs,
Priest and Mrs. Webber sang “0O-light
that maketh all things new,” and
“Nearer my God to thee,” the latter
an - arrangement that formed part of
the service at the late Col. J. A. Woods’
funeral.

Beautiful in the extreme were the
many floral tributes. Most emphatic
wasg the esteem expressed for the de-
ceased “through the presence of the
large company of fellow townspeople,
college, business, and society associ-
ates. )

The interment was at Westlawn
cemetery, under direction of Wm. H.
Davis,” undertaker. The four oldest
'sons, Josiah A., Richard, Herbert and
Jonathan Harwood. laid the body in
its final resting place.

On Wednesday the alarm was sound-
ed for a rubbish fire spreading, near
Groton school, but being subdued by
local help, a counter acting call was
given,

| Points
Mothers

The question to what extent parents
should deny themselves in order to
provide thelr children with luxuries is
flways a debatable oue, and yet it
bas to be faced at some time or other!
by every father and mother of a fam-
i1y,

It bas been .contended, with a great
deal of truth, that many of life's fail-
ures are the direct result of overindul-
gence on the parents’ part. 1t very
often happens that children who have
bad thelr every wish and whim grati-
fled at the expense of the old people
prove not only a grave menace to their
owm safety and well belng, but to the
world at Jarge or at least that part ot
it through which theéy move. .

What, - however, you parents can
give the children you bring into the

world i8 a very large part of your|

sympatby, counsel and love. Instead
of blessing them .with material gifts,
bestow upon them the precious benefits
of your wisdom, affection and advice.
Lay yourself out to study their tem-
peraments, make yourself acqualnted
with their weaknesses. and their vir-

-] tues—strengthen the one, encourage the

other. And, perbaps a greater gift
still, let your own life be to them the
perfect example—a life of endless con-
trol, of moderation, unselfishness and
devotion. How much better, how far
more blessed, than denying yourself
worldly luxuries in order that they
may derive passing pleasures from the
gifts you give them.

Stories That Frighten Children.
There are some stories on the order
of “Jack the Giant Killer” which it
were quite as well not to admit to
the pursery. Unless the story is of
a soothing nature it should not be re-
lated just before the child goes to bed.
This is not a good time for storles,
especlally with sensitive children. The
storles ure apt to awaken the imagina.
tion and leave the brain too active,
with the result that sleep is slow to
come and likely to be restless and dis-
turbed.

Stories that arouse fear should be
avofded. However, what will fright-
en one child will not affect another.
To the child who has never experi-
enced the sensation of fear. stories
seldom awaken that emotion, but if,
on the other hand, the child has been
rrightened it is necessary to be care-
ful not to stimulate that emotion, for
there is no other that has such a
blighting effect on a child.

Apother point to be considered is
the ending of the story. This should
always be pleasant.,

The Mother and the Boy.

A boy's heart is full and overflow:
ing. He needs some one who will lis-
ten to his confidences. If he is re
pelled and finds himself alone he be
comes fretful, indolent, or worse. His
affairs are not “nonsense.” A good
mother never says, “Run away; I am
busy.” She listens and encourages.
Important discoveries may be made
in these outpouripgs. She gives sym-
pathy, enters into his feelings and
sees things from bis point of view, If
he tells her of something which proves
that he s at fault she does not repri-
mand him at the time, because this
will check further confidences. She
gives her attention quietly, tells him
she is glad he has confided in her and
that she will talk of it again with
him. If a mother has insight she can
solve many problems. She is inter-
ested In her boy’s sports, collections,
his school and compapions. The
choice of his companions should not
be left to chance. It is well if they
are from families known to his par.
ents.

Let the Children Sileep.

“Insufiicient sleep.” says a physi-
cian, ““is one of the crying evils of the
day. Work and pleasure encroach
upon the hours of rest, and body arnd
mind deteriorate in consequence. Even
the children have their hours of sleep
shortened and suffer all their lives in
consequence. A child of ten or eleven
rarely gets more than eight or nine
hours’ sleep. whereas it should have
ten or eleven. Up to twenty at least
nine hours of sleep are needed, and an
average adult needs eight. There
may be an occasfonal Napoleon who
can get along with four hours’ sleep
a night, but 1f you happen to belong
to that class nature will tell you by
waking you up at the proper time,
and you don't need to interfere.”

Don’t Startle Children.
"_One very common cause of mervous-
ness in children is the delight which

'nurses and even mothers take in mak-

Ing some sudden nofse close to the
child’s ear. Nothing could be more
harmtul. Baby starts, all his little
perves are set quivering, his heart
beats rapidly, and when this excite-
ment subsides it leaves the brain ab-
normally active, while the body s lan-
guid and weakened. The next time a
loud noise startles him these symp-
toms are even more pronounced and
80 it goes on until baby becomes a lit-
tle bundle of nerves, frightened by the
least sound, and instead of his brain
and facultles developing they are be-
ing permanently weakencd by such in-
