It is with regret
that all the Groton people and many in
nearby towns will hear that this beau-
tiful growth of wcod is to be cut
down. There is not a native born
Grotonian of middl+ or farther ad-
vanced age but remembers this grove
as far back as memory reaches. In-
deed it is altogether probable that the
Indian’s moccasined foot passed
through these woods when the forest
was vounger and larger, for “This is
the forest primeval.” This was in form-
er davs a favorite resort for picnick-
ers.  Many a Sunday school or other
gatherings met here for an outing in
those days when a body of water was
not considered necessary for the day's
pleasure. But the giant old oaks and
chestnuts that have never felt the
axe have been attacked by the moth
enemy. 80 that three or four of the
largest oaks are already dead from
their work.

The installation ceremonies were
conducted in a very beautiful and im-
pressive manner by W, S. Gardner of
Lowell, Deputy Grand Master of the
Grand Lodge of Massachusetts, as-
sisted by J. A. Goodwin, Frank Sal-
mon, William North and George Bed-
low of the same place. OQur enter-
prising neighbor, B. F. Taft, was in-
stalled Master of the lodge, for the
year ensuing, by an- obligation and
charge from the Deputy Grand Master,
which ought (0 convince everyone that
they were in earnest, and that they
considered their duties as' Masons and
good citizens, syvnonymous and of
sufficient importance to be in ear-
nest in doing them. All of the of-
ficers in succession, according to their
grade, tcok upon themselves the sol-
emn obligations to faithfully fulfill
the duties of the offices to which they
had been elected, and all in turn
received from the hand of the Deputy
Grand Master, the badge of their of-
fice, with charges to fidelity and to
preserve the ancient landmarks of the
order.

Renewals of Subscriptions.

3. A reasonable time will be al-
lowed publishers to secure renewals
of subscriptions, but unless subscrip-
tions are expressly renewed after the
term for which they are pafd, within
the following periods—dailies within
three months, triweeklies within six
months, semiweeklies within nine
months, wecklles Withln One Year,
semi-monthlies within three months,
monthlfes within four months, bi-
monthlies within six months, quarter-
lies within six months—they shall not
be counted in the legitimate list of
subscribers, and copies mailed on ac-
count thereof shall not be accepted
for mailing at the second class post-
age rate of one cent a pound, but may
be mafled at transient second class
postage -rate of One cent for each
onnce or fraction thereof, prepaid by
stamps_ affixed..

During the forty years that we have
published this paper we are not aware
that we have lost a dollar during that
time in money enclosed for subscrip-
tons.”

APPOINTMENTS ARE HELD UP

Active Contests Congress In
NInth, Tenth and Eleventh Districts
—Republicans May Redeem the Lat-
ter District as Well as Tenth

For

"The refection by the civil service
corgnission of former Mayor George
collector of the city
of Boston is causing a great deal ot
comment, and Mayor Fitzgerald is
trying to use it as an argument why
he should be given unlimited power to
make appointments. It is' extremely
easy to condemn an official or commis-
sfon when it has done some act which
runs counter to the wishes of - some
politician. The more thoughtful part
of the community Is inc¢lined to ask
the reason why this limitation was put
upon the action of the mayor of Bos-
ton. They believe there can be only
one reply to that query, and that Is
that Mr. Fitzgerald, during his first
term of office, so conducted himselt
as to cause the decent pedple of the
city to rise up in righteous indigna-
tion, and demand a new charter.
That charter, which was favored by
leading Democrats of Boston even

more strongly than by Republicans, |

compelled the state civil service com-
mission to review certain appoint-
ments in the gift of the mayor and use
the veto power upon those found unfit,
What [s Fitzgerald’'s Motive?

it is evident to most level headed
people that the mayor by making se-
lections which the board cannot ap-
prove is trying to create political cap-
ftal and to force an amendment of the
charter so as to give him a free hand
in appointments. Thus far {t is felt
that he has merely been paying his
political debts in the appointments he
has made, largely, as many think,
without regard to the best interests ot
the city.

A great many people. regardless ot
their political afiiliations, believe his
appointment of former Mayor Hibbard
was intended as the payment of a po-
litical obligation to man whose candi-
dacy resulted possibly in his own elec-
tion. There are many who believe
.that Hibbard was not personally
{n the combination to elect Mr. Fitz-
gerald mayor. Nearly - everybody,
however, believes that those behind
his candidacy had a very definite un-
derstanding with Mr. Fitzgerald. Very
likely Hibbard had the qualifications to
fill the positior to which he was ap-
pointed. His physical condition,
however, which it is understood had
been known to the board for some
days, was such as to preclude his giv-
Ing the city the service to which it Is
entitled. It is difficult to see how the
commission could have acted differ-
ently under the circumstances.
Governor Draper Growing in Strength

There are plenty of indications that
Governor Draperis growing in strength
with the people and that the situation
from a Republican standpoint is much
better than it was a .fey weeks ago.
For one thing, the report of the com-
mission to investigate the Increase In
the cost of living has shown up the
dishonesty of the Democratic party
in its attempt to place the responsibil-
ty for this condition upon the Repub-
lican tariff law. DBesides that, the
straightforward and manly attitude ot
the governor is appealing strongly to
the citizens, regardless of thefr politi-
cal affillations. Everybody likes a
fearless and conscientious man,
whether he be an official or a private
citizen, and Governor Draper’s frank,
outspoken attitude on every question
which has come to him is character-
Istic of his whole makeup. There is
juite a general opinfon abroad that he
will be much stronger at the polls this
fall than he was in 1909.

Three Sharp Congressional Contests

There are three congressional dis-
tricts located almost wholly In the
city of Boston within the limits of
which there is already a sharp con-
test for the Democratic nomination.
Two of them, the Ninth and Tenth,
have been considered solldly Demo-
cratic, while the third, the Eleventh,
although it has been carried by a
Democrat at the last two congres-
sfonal elections, was formed on the
supposition that it was Republican,
and which would very likely be so un-
der ordinary circumstances.

In the Tenth district Congressman
Joseph F. O’Connell seeks a renom-
Ination, but is opposed principally by
Councilor Curley, one of Mayor Fitz-
gerald’s advisors in the city council.
Mr. Curley has proved himself to be an
adept in political manipnlation, but it
fs quite a question whether he Is more
than a match for Congressman O'Con-
nell and his eflicient political organ-
lzation. Mr. O'Connell stands well with
Mayor Fitzgerald and expects the sup-
port of that official in his campaign.
It is possible that he may receive it.
If there should be a very bitter con-
test over the Democratic nomination
there is quite a possibility that the Re-
publican nominee, if he be a strong
figure, might be able to carry the dis-
trict. Two years ago former City
Clerk 'J. Mitchell Galvin came within
four votes of defeating Mr. O'Connell
and there was so much doubt about a
number of ballots that the contest
was taken to Vfashington and but re-
cently decided in favor of the sitting
congressman.
Fitzgerald Against Mr. Peters
In the Eleventh" dfstrict Congress-
man Andrew J. Peters will "be op-
posed by ex-Senator Thomas H.
Dowd, who will have the ardent sup-
port of the Fitzgerald machine and a
considerable part of the Democratic
organization. Dowd i{s a well-known
lawyer who has been a consistent
Democrat through thick and thin.

-Peters 1s 'a Democrat of the old school

who has not hestitated to oppose
Democrats whom he thought to be un-
fit to hold public positions which they
were seeking. He was agalnst Fitz-
gerald two vears ago and this year as
well. He was unfortunate in sup-
porting one Democrat seeking a judi-
cial 'position for which the voters of
Suffolk county later declared him un-
fit. Taken as a whole, however, his
political. career has been such as to
commend him, enough Republicans in
the district to elect him, although itis
regarded as Republican by from one
to three thousand in a normal vote.
If the Fitzgerald machine falls to de-
feat him for the nomination Mr. Peters
may be defeated by a Republican can-
didate through the defection of Demo-
cratic votes. In such a case, the Fitz-
gerald men may feel that the only way
to get rid of Peters is by casting their
votes for a Republican. That would
leave the coast entirely clear for a
machine candidate two years hence.
