Tlie Gold Proliiem Affiiln. 

An. extract from an article by ex-
Governor, 'SV. L. Douglas in the Sun­
day Post gives his ideas as to the 
cause of the Avidespread unrest ac­
knowledged to exist in this and Eu-

""ropean countries by all thinking men. 
This unrest, Mr. Douglas attributes 

very largely to the greatly increased 
cost ot living, which Increase he flg­
ures at a little less than thirty per­
cent in England, thirty percent in 
Germany, and in the L'nited States 
fully sixty percent, since 1896. He 
says, "These facts as to prices Indicate 
a wofld-wide cause,!' accounting for 
the thirty percent and a local cause 
accounting for tho extra thirty per­
cent noted In the United States.. 

The local cause accountable for the 
last thirty percent he believes to be 
our protective tariff in which belief 
he may be right or wrong. It is not 
my iJurpose to discuss this part of the 
proposition. 

As to the world-wide cause, he says, 
"I am flrmly convinced that the gen­
eral cause is found in gold depreci­
ation. In fact it is dilllcplt to con­
ceive of any other .world-wide cause 
in times of peace.'' He then goes 
on to state that the. annual output ot 
golQ is now about $4.50,000,000. 

-While that in round numbers looks 
like a big sum. when we consider it 
is the output ot a world-wide indus­
try, it is not so very much.. Could the 
output of the domestic hen the world 
over be computed it would beat that 
record to a frazzle. 

Figure it up and you will flnd it 
amounts to a yearly production of the j 
metal amounting to approximately { 
•thirty cents per capita for the world's! 
population. j 

An argument like that by a gent le- ' 
man less distinguished would seem I 
strained, by a schoolboy it would ' 
seem ridiculous. If a world output; 
ot thirt.v cents per capita increases: 
the cost ot living thirty percent,: 
what would an output of a dollar! 

per'wiplta do? I believe, if we take 
a gdCd thorough look we' can flnd 
another world-wide cause of high 
prices. I think the passing of the 
competitive stage ot evolution in pro­
duction has more, to do with the in­
crease in prices than the over pi-o-
ductlon of gold. Mr. Douglas thinks 
the cost of producing gold is cheapen­
ing more rapidly than other com­
modities, but I doubt it. 

One can hardly name a manufac­
tured article that cannot be produced 
at much less labor cost than forty 
years ago. The great improvement in 
machinery in all lines while greatly 
cheapening production does not cor­
respondingly lessen the price to the 
consumer. 

In my younger days I worked tor a 
time in an axe factory and the last 
time I visited the shop one machino 
operated by two 'men was doing the 
work thirty-six men used to do when 
I worked there. 

The same thing Is going on iu a 
greater or less degree in all line's oi 
manufacture and. every improved ma­
chine put in lessens the cost of pro­
ducing or it would not be installed. 
Prices can 'be maintained by the elim­
ination of coiripetition as they would 
be in no other way. The tendency on 
all sides is toward cooperation. Then 
the old idea that a net.profit of six 
percent on invested capital is a fair 
return is a back number. 

.Vow, there .is no such thing as a 
reasonable profit, but the motto of the 
beet trust during the late boycott, "get 
every cent possible," is the motto ot 
organized business the world over. 

While these are great times for 
the owners of the machines, they are 
"nothing to brag of tor the men who 
work them. 

Though wages in many lines have 
apparently increa.sod (luite materially 
in the past tew years, they have not, 
and cannot under the present system, 
keep pace with the increase in the 
cost of the necessaries of life. 

We will have to look further than 
that thirty cent yearly output of gold 
for the cause ot our troubles and fur­
ther still for the remedy. V. T. E.
