From The Call, Xew Vork city, Sat­
urday, July 2: 

Rev, Edwin Evans has, by request. 
resigned the pastorate of the Church 
of the Messiah, Universalist, at Fort 
Plain, N. Y. In other words, a dif­
ference of views relative lo what to 
and what not to preach and how to 
preach It has cost I'astor Evans his po­
sition. • 

HlB resignation was to have taken 
effect on October 1, but the church 
f. ustees having been tipped to the ef­
lect that Paslor Evans planned ihe 
passing out of some short arm jabs, 
uiiper cuts, right swInKS, etc , tomor-
low morning, demanded that the res­
ignation go In force forthwith, and as 
a result the local Universalist church 
will be silent as the tomb tomorrow. 
Evans was to have" preached on "Pun 
damental and progre8sl\»e democracy.' 
and he announced wth smiles that 
didn't look good to his opponents that 
the sermon would be appropriate to 
the Fourth of July, There will be 
nothlns doing In the fireworks lino, 
however, In thc local Universalist 
church tomorrow. 

Pastor Evans came here from Ayer, 
Mass,, about six months ago, and he 
had hardly been here long enough to 
hang up his hat before the staid and 
conservative inhabitants of this Mo­
hawk Valley village realUed that a 
verbal firebrand was among them. He 
vetoed, the singing . by the choir of 
words that didn't conform to his views 
of theology, he blue penciled teachings 
In the Sunday school that dealt with 
what he considers to be ecclesiastical 
Impossibilities, and from his pulpit he 
liiBlstcd tbat there are too many 
churches that are weak and tottering 
and that strength would be gained If 
the narrow - viewed church-goers 
would forget many useless, silly Ideas. 

. "One can scarcely help feeling that 
God himself must be grievously dis­
pleased with the sectarian strife anddls-
appolnted with the little practical re­
ligion manifested In the common life 
and enormous , waste of energy and 
mcney." 

In tendering his resignation Evans 
said: 

"The untimely relinquishment of 
ministerial duties Is chlelly, if not 
whollv, due to my unwillingness to 
recite" a creed and other antiquated 
theological phrases, which unfortu­
nately con.'ftltute a part of the religious 
exercises, but which I regard as un­
true and not binding upon a Universa­
list minister. Having detected a fall­
ing oft In the congregation and su.s-
pected the reason, 1 intended to resign 
a-, the end ot the year If a change did 
not take place. 

-Being convinced that religious 
cant is the worst form of Irrellglon, 
I would rather resign the ministry al­
together lhan to blaspheme the name 
of God under the pretense of worship 
or profess to believe as true what I 
know to be untrue, , , ^ 

"On retiring from the duties of the 
L'niversalist church I think of starting 
an Independent religious movement In 
some city of a distinctly socialistic 
nature lo meet the needs of the un­
churched thousands and to champion 
the economic rights of the vast num­
ber of poor, depressed souls who nave 
no Evmpathy. but much contempt for 
present religious Institutions.--

Mr. H a t ­
field has given an interview to a rep­
resentative ot this newspaper In which 
he expresses himself frankly a s "fol­
lows : 

"I .have made a pretty thorough 
tour of the state and find a much bet­
ter situation than existed a few w e e k s 
a g o . Republicans are awakening to 
the fact that a hard fight is ahead of 
us next fall and they a r e taking steps 
to ge t In condition for the campaign.

The cot ton 
t a k i n g s of the northern mil ls for the 
n i n e m o n t h s of the s e a s o n , 1 ,905,204 
b a l e s , w e r e 24 percent below the flg­
u r e s of the preceding season , -while 
t h o s e o f tho southern mi l l s , 2 , 4 2 0 , -
354 b a l e s , show a loss of slightly over 
4 percent . The monthly wool ' r e ­
c e i p t s at Boston for May, 11,991,907 
p o u n d s , are regarded a s an even more 
unfavorable condit ion of trade, being 
t h e l owes t monthly receipts for the 
year a n d . l e s s than one- th ird the May, 
1909, rece ip t s . 

According to the same bulletin 
there w a s a decreased activity in the 
buildings trades all over the country 
tor. that m o n t h . T h e comparative 
values of building permits granted by 
104 municipal authorit ies were 7 6 , -
255',637, a decrease ot over 17 per­
cent from M a y , ' 1 9 0 9 , and nearly 16 
percent from the month ot April . 

If such a condition Is the result of 
a fear that Democrats may elect the 
next congres s , many thoughtful p e o ­
ple are wondering If It Is not proper 
to inquire what the actual effect ot a 
Democrat ic congress would' be upon 
c o m m e r c e , industry and labor. .
