Smoke Experiment. 
The Boston and Maine railroad is ex­

perimenting with a smoke consuming 
device which is expected to work well. 
Engine 644, which has been undergo­
ing repairs a l the Keene shops, has 
been fitted •with the Schleyder smoke 
arresting scheme, a German inven­
tion tor which much Is claimed, both 
us a smoke burner and in the point 
of economy in fuel consumption, ' 

The device consists of a tube flve 
int-hes in diameter, which taps the 
smoke arch, underneath the slack, at 
a point just below the deflecting net­
tings where the draft fs downward. 
Here it has an enlarged opening to 
which a vticuum is applied by a steartt 
jet locaied elsewhere in the five inch 
tube. Gases and cinders are thus 
drawn into the tube. This tube runs 
back to the rear of the flre box and up 
through the grates just below the flre 
box door, where the gases or smoke 
and cinders collected are discharged, 
mixed with steani, and in a condition 
to at once ignite on coming in contact 
with the flre.

last week that six ot our school teach-^ 
ers have resigned their positions, and 
the fact that at least one other teach­
er has also resigned, making a majori­
ty of the whole number employed, 
leads one to Inquire into the causes 
of such wholesale resigning. And an 
inquirer will probably be told that the 
teachers who resigrned did so because 
they were offered larger salaries else­
where. I am Informed, however, that 
such is not the real reason, or, at all 
events, not the only, nof even the con­
trolling reason in some of the cases 

When a teacher, born in this to-.vn 
and living here wlth'her family all l.er 
life, after teaching in our schools tor 
twelve years, bands in her resignaiion 
and accepts a position elsewlirc 
which will oblige her to live .may 
from home, it is obvious that any in­
crease in~Balary she may obtain vill 
be offset by. increased living exi"- ^--s, 
to say nothing of the loss of '•:• e 
comforts and surroundings.

But if the real reason whicii ...cili­
ated the resigning teachers was not 
the Iiuestlon of salary, it is possible 
that steps may be taken to prevent a 
repetition of their acts. I am inform­
ed 'hat great dissatisfaction exists 
among the teachers because the scliool 
committee has no system of regulating 
salaries or promoting teachers from 
grade to grade; that leachers who 
have been here for years are paid less 
lhan those just hired; that teachers 
doing the same work are paid different 
salaries for no apparent reason; that 
a teacher of the seventh grade, who 
had taught here for years , was allow­
ed to go because her salary of $13.75 
per week could not be Increased while 
her successor was immediately paid 
$15.00 per week, which is now the 
established .salary in that grade and 
and also in the eighth grade, while 
one of the high school assist-ants gets 
but $11.25; that one of the lower grade 
teachers, whose work tor years has 
been warmly praised by difterent 
superintendents, applied for a vacancy 
in the seventh of eighth grades and 
her application was refused on the 
ground that only an experienced 
teacher in those grades .would be ac­
ceptable, although the same superin­
tendent who gave that reason had 
previously offered a vacancy in one 
of those grades to a still lower grade 
teacher of no experience in the high 
er grades. 

1 am also informed that .Mr. Ernest 
P. Carr, one ot the best men as wel! 
as one ot the best superintendents 
we have ever had, was allowed to go 
because his salary of $1650 could nol 
be increased, while his successor was 
immediately paid the $2,000 which 
would have kept Mr. Carr. 

And I think this is a good oppor­
tunity of saying publicly ^ha t I have 
always said withoul hesitation pri­
vately, that 1 believe the policy of the 
school committee in refusing to hire 
Ayer girls who are grtiduates of our 
State Xermal schools as teachers in 
our schools until they have tauglit 
elsewhere is entirely wrong in prin­
ciple and entirely unjust to our girls 
and to the iiarents who htive made so 
many sacrifices to giye them an edu­
cation. 

The rule of the committee is bii.sed 
principally upon the theory that it is 
undesirable to employ our own girl..-
because they may prove incompeteii', 
and then it would be likely to creat-
trouble if they were discharged. 

This rule, like many olher rui-s. 
has not been impartially observed. : :' 
its working is seen in the fact t 
although many of our girls have i -
graduated from pur normal s' : 
and have been and are succ- -• 
teachers elsewhere, only two 
employed here last year and i • 
of them w ill be here next ye:»r. 

Every graduate of our 
schools is required to teacii 
n^onths during her cour.se ., • 
recommended by the principai 
school as capable of teachint:

CARE OF KID GLOVES. 

How to Mend Them arid Keep Them 
From Stiffening. 

If when kid gloves are worn the 
hands become very hot and cause the 
gloves to .stiffen and shrink. I-"rench 
chalk wjll prove a good remedy. The 
gloves should be put ou and the tips 
of the fingers dipped In French chalk 
and rubbed gently one against the 
other, then finally rubbed with a soft 
duster. A little French chalk should 
also be put in each flnger. 

It Is a good plan when wearing rings 
uuder gloves to turn them with the 
stones toward the palm of tho hand. 
This not ouly prevents marks, but is 
more comfortable thau when the rings 
are worn the right way up. 

Kid gloves should be removed by 
turnlug them over the hand and after­
ward turned right side out. blown iuto. 
the creases smoothed out aud flnally 
put away in a glove box. 

Nothing looks more untidy than to 
soo any <pne wearing a pair of gloves 
ivith the finger tips protruding or the 
seams burst. So if you spy even a tin.v 
holo mend it without delay and wil!) 
fine cotton the same color as the Ui-i. 
Never uso silk, as it cuts. Don't breal; 
off the cotton, l.iut cut it^or you will 
draw thc stitches t<)0 tigCtly t-jgethei 
and mako the seam uneven. 

Wlion tho linger seam is split insert 
a finger into the glove and draw the 
edges together so that thoy just meet 
and no more. A ridge spoils tho look 
of tho gloves aiul feels uiicomlortalilo.

General Campaign Opened Against 

Vahey—With Vahey Named Cam­

paign Fund Might Be Smal l—Nomi­

nation of Foss Would Mean Big 

Campaign Fund 

There Is just as much uncertainty 
today regarding the Democratic nomi­
nation for governor as there was one 
month ago. Former Senator James 
H. Vahey of Watertown seems still a 
determined candidate for the nomina­
tion. To all suggestions of men 
high In authority that he stand aside 
and allow the nomination of Con­
gressman Eugene N, Foss, Mr. 
Vahey has returned an invariable re­
fusal. Mr. Vahey's friends say thai 
If Mr. Foss wants the nomination he 
must come out and get it. Nobody Is 
going to offer It to him on a golden 
platter. 

Mr. Foss has evidently come to the 
conclusion that there is no use in his 
appearing not to want the nomina­
tion any longer, tor he has finally de­
clared himself a candidate. This 
declaration does not remove any of thc 
uncertainty as to who wi!! be the 
nominee ot the Democratic party, bui 
it malvcs the situation less difTiculi tc 
understand than 11 bas been hereto­
fore. The position of Mr. Foss toi 
the three or tour weeks before he an­
nounced himself as a candidate was 
confusing to those who were not in 
the secret. He at first declared that 
he. would not run against Mr. Valiej 
under any circumstances. .Notwith­
standing this, all the big guns of the 
Democratic state cominittee and prac­
tically all the prominent politicians in 
Boston shouted for him. When any­
one mentioned the fact that Mr. Vahey 
had run twice and proved a good can­
didate, the Democratic leaders de­
clared that while this might be so, he 
could not be elected. They claimed 
that Mr. Foss might be more succe.ss­
ful .-ind said they believed he ijrob-
ably would be. To those who wore 
merely on the outside, Mr. Foss 
seemed, like Caesar, to be pushing 
aside a kingly crown. Those who were 
on the inside, however, said he ex­
pected it to be forced upon bim and 
that in that sense he would not run 
against "Jim" Vahey. It Is probable 
that .Mr. Foss hoped to assume the at­
titude of a man forced to accept a 
nomination against his will, and 
therefore forced against his will to 
push Mr. Vahey to the wall. 

Don't Want Him Sidetractced 
There is a good deal of feeling in 

the Democratic jjarty against the side­
tracking ot Mr. Vahey. Undoubtedly 
a la;;,'e percent of the rank and file ol 
the party in the state would like to 
sec him renominated. Some of them 
say that of the three Democratic gov­
ernors of Massachusetts since the 
Civil war, not counting Benjamin F. 
Butier, one was a good enough gov­
ernor, but that the other two were o( 
ab.-iolutely no use to the Democratic 
party. The irood man is reckoned as 
William E. Russell. The two named 
as men who did nothing for the 
Democracy were William Gaston and 
William L. Douglas. There are a good 
many Democrats who would not like 
to see another such sit in the guber­
natorial chair on Beacon hill. They 
think that Mr, Vahey would not be 
that kind of a governor, and they are 
afraid that Mr. Foss iirol>abIy would 
be. 

Signs are not lacking, however, 
that the leading Democrats rii;ht 
around Boston have determined tc 
nominate Mr. FOBS and the i)lans for 
doing this are apparently complet.?. 
With a large amount of money at the 
disposal of the machine, this shonld 
not be an impossible task. To be 
sure. Mr. Vahey has a very large fol­
lowing, but his strength is with tbe 
rank and file rattier than with the 
leaders. There Is a good 'bni of talk 
among the Vahey men about what they 
will do to Mr. Foss in r.ise he forces 
Mr. Vahey out of the nmiiir.c. but the 
Democratic leaders believe that ail 
this feeling will subside ntte; the cain­
palgn has begun and enibusiasm 
manifests Itself. -Vs a matter of fact, 
the leaders count on being :iii!>' to hold 
the party in line through api.oals to 
party loyalty and regularity. Thej 
count on the strengtb of tbe party 
feeling which impels a m.nn to "voto 
the ticket" whether he likes its 
makeup or not. 

Vahey's Friends Are Vindictive 
Some of Mr. Vaheys friends are 

saying that if he is slaughtered there 
will be things doing in ilie state cam­
paign that are not on the schedule ol 
the party leaders, Thoy declare that 
It Mr. Vahey Is knocked out unfairly 
or by the unlimited use of money, thc 
Republican ticket will be successful 
by big majorities from top to bottom. 

It Is stated by men who certainly 
believe that they know what they aro 
talking about that already a state-wide 
campaign against Mr. Vahey's ambition 
to be renominated has been started 
in t.*ie quietest sort of way. It Is de'-
clared'thal men have been sent around 
tbe i tate attempting to conveit the 

Vaney iSien lo Mr sos s , ana m a t in 
lome' sections an almost complete r e - ' 
versal of Detaooratfc opinion so far a i 
leaders are concerned has beea ac­
complished. The whole scheme Is 
evidently being worked beneath the 
surface, and It cannot be denied that 
in some localities at least it seems to 
have been remarkably successful. It 
costs money to run this sort of a 
campaign and the_ friends of Mr. 
Vahey are already complaining that 
there appears to be a lot of it in cir­
culation tor this puri)ose. 
Roosevelt Will Speak In Massachusetts 

The news that former President 
Theodore Roosevelt wlli speak in 
Massachusetts during the full cam­
paign has pleased tbe party leaders 
Immensely. It Is a good many years 
siuce .Mr. Roosevelt made a political 
speecii in this state and he is a much 
better drawing card now than he was 
at tbat time. The leaders believe he 
will (ill the largest hall thoy are able 
to secure in Boston, and that even 
then pot all those who wish to hear 
bim will be able to do so. The sugges­
tion has been made that he speak on 
Boston common, but while this was 
spoken in jest, it ls» significant of the 
Immense following which he has 
among the jieople. It is said to be 
probable that he will be here In the 
height of the campaign, which will 
not formally open until after the state 
convention early in October. He will 
speak under t!ie auspices ot The Re­
publican Club of Massachusetts. 

bpeaker Joseph Walker of the Mas­
sachusetts house of representatives 
will again be a candidate for speaker. 
He has served two terms in that capa­
city already, and there is no opposi­
tion to his re-election. It he should 
retire after his service next year there 
are likely to be several candidates to 
succeed him, among the names now 
•mentioned being those ot Representa 
tives Grafton D. Cushing of Boston, 
Roger Wolcott ot Milton, Norman 
White ot Brookline and Charles L. 
Underhill of Somerville.
