How to Care For Fine Dishes and

: Dolicate Glassware. . ]

Ordinary everyday china may - be
washed first in hot soapsuds, then fn a
clear rinsing water, and dried with
soft, clean dish towels. A housekeeper
should watch her maid carefully to
see If her wmethods of dishwashing
are approved. She should provide her
mald with a hand mop. a balf dozen
good dishcloths, a soapsuds maker—|
that 1s, a small receptacle to bold the

thaken in the hot water, will create a

pans, one for washing and one for
rinsing. The maid must learn, and
she usually does by bitter experlence,
that to put delicate glassware Iinto
scalding hot water means death and
destruction to the glaussware. The
same thing will happen if hot tea-is
poured Into a cold and brittle teacup.
This causes sudden expansion, and
the plece cracks elther under the glaze
or quite through it. It is a simple
‘matter eifther to warm the cups by
pouring in a little warm water or by
putting them {n a warm oven for a
moment or. better still, by pouring
the tea over a silver spoon'resting on
the cup.

The heaviest cut glass cracks under
a change of temperature. An ice cream
dish of this costly ware was once split
in half while the mold of ice cream
was being helped. . Inquiry at the fac-
tory disclosed the fact that the sudden
fal of temperature, combined with the
pressure {n cutting the ice cream, had
caused the accident. Had the dish
been set in the refrigerator a little
while before the ice cream had been
served it would never have split In
halt. In washing cut glass, therefore,
place it in warm water first before put-
ting it in the hot soapsuds.

*When cleansing delicate and costly
china strong soaps and soap powders
should be avoided. They will surely
eat into the gllding and decorations.
Elther ammonia or borax is safer. In
arranging bandsome china on the
shelves soft mats should be placed be-
tween the plates to avoid scratches and’
nicks. The cups should be hung by
their handles from hooks. This is
much safer than plling them up on the
shelves. Platters should rest length-
wise In-a groove on the back of the
shelf.

In washing handsome glass and chl-
na there should always be an exceed-
ingly soft cloth to be used for a polish-

The following section'is taken from
the latest revision of postal laws of
the official order of the Postmaster

Renewals of Subscriptions.

3. A reasonable time will be al-
lowed publishers to secure renewals
of subscriptions, but unless subscrip-
tions are expressly renewed after the
term for which they are paid, within
the following periods—dailies within
three months, triweeklies within six
months, semiweeklies within nine
months, weeklies Within One Year,
semi-monthlies within three months,
monthlies within four months, bi-
monthlies within six months, quarter-
lfes within six months—they shall not
be counted in the legitimate list of
subscribers, and copies malled on ac-
count thereof shall not be accepted
for mailing at the second class post-
age rate of one cent a pound, but may
be mailed at transient second class
postage rate of One cent for each
ounce or fraction thereof, prepaid by
stamps affixed.

Thinks He WIll Be Renominated in
Ninth District—Sharp Contest In
Tenth as Well as Eleventh

The State and Congressional cam-
paigns are opening early. Not for gev-
eral years has there been such politi-
cal activity on the Republican side at
such an early date as is apparent this
year. It {8 evident that the leaders in-
tend to leave no stone unturned which
may aid in the success of the Republi-
can ticket this fall. The public speak-
ing  started out with a great rally in
Somerville several weeks ago, when
4,000 people listened to Senator Lodge,
Congressman Nicholas Longworth of
Ohlo, Congressman Samuel W. McCall
of Massachusetts, Gov. Draper and
others. Since then the politigal clubs
have kept the ball in motion with din-

Joers at the seaside at which Senator

Lodge, Gov. Draper, and others have
discussed the {ssues before the people.
Last week Senator Lodge talked to

.{the Norfolk club at Nantasket Beach.

One of the significant things about
these occasions s the great public in-
terest so evidently apparent.

One of the features of the Norfolk
club -dinner was the declaration of
Speaker Joseph Walker, of Brookline,
for the re-election of Senator Henry
Cabot Lodge. As speaker of the
Massachusetts House Mr. Walker is an
influential figure in Massachusetts poli-
tics, and it is generally considered that
he will be a potent factor in the sen-
atorial contest by reason of that posi-

Ption.

The Republican leaders felt very
much encouraged by the improvement
in the general situation so far as they
are able to observe it. Coming in
contact with persons from all sectiops
of the Commonwealth they are hear-
ing encouraging reports as to the out-
look and they propose to make the best
canvass they know how in order to
elect the party candidates, both State
and Congressional.

Keiiher Feels Sure of Winning

Congressman John A. Kelther in the
Ninth district feels very sure that he
will be able to secure a Democratic
renomination. He ‘has been looking
over the tield ever since the adjourn-
ment of congress and says the further
he investigates the better he is satisfied
that he will be successful in his at-
tempt to be returned. There are sev-
eral candidates in the field against
him, among them being <Councillor
Willlam F. Murray of Charlestown
and Recpresentative David B. Shaw
from the same locality. ~While Mayor
Fitzgerald is bitterly opposed to Kel-
iher on account of the fact that the
latter was a Storrow man in the last
city campaign, it is not altogether
clear which of the varfous candi-
dates against Keliher he would like to
sec successful. Last year, when Mr.
Murray was a candidate. for the gov-
ernor's council against Lawrence H.
Sullivan, the mayor. was understood
to be with Murray, although Sullivan
claimed he had promised his support
to him. Whether the mavor will
stick with the man he supported last
yvear remains to be seen.

The friends of Mr. Kelther claim
that he is much ‘stronger this year than
he was two vears ago, but at that
time he bad to fight the greater part
of the big politicians in his district
and still won out by a substantial ma-
jority In the caucuses. They believe
he will do even better this year and
that he will go back to congress
handily.

The district is Democratic by more
than two to one, so that the regular
candidate is almost certain to be
elected, even if there are independent
candidates in the fleld. The Republi-
cans usually make a nomination, but in
such a Democratic stronghold and with
such a hopeless contest a number of
Republicans usually take little inter-
est in the fight. Mr. Keliher has
generally received quite a number of
Republican votes.

The Tenth District Fight

In the Tenth district the fight for the
Democratic nomination seems to be
narrowing down to Congressman
O'Connell and Councillor Curley. The
friends of Mr. O'Connell feel sure
that he fs geing to be the regular
nominee. It is said by friends of the
congressman that Mavor Fitzgerald
hags promised %his support. Mr.
D'Cennell hag always been a Fitzger-
ald man in all the fights which the
mayor has made. Those most convers-
ant with the situnation think it proba-
ble that O'Connell will be renominat-
ed, notwithstanding the fact that he
13 not as popular as he has been In the
past. Former City Clerk J.
Galvin is an aspirant for the Republia.
can nomination. He made the fight
two years ago, but O’Connell won by
four votes. It {s possidle that gome
other candidate may be in the fiéld for
the Republican nomination, for the
district s considered debatable ground
under favorable conditions.

Peters Wants a Renomination

The contest In the Eleventh district
for the Democratic nomination {8 more
or. less unchanged. Congregsman
Andrew J. Peters feels quite confident
that he will be able to win the nom-
 {nation notwithstandlng that he . has
