On the morning of July 20, a speciai
car decorated with pink and green
streamers, emblems of the order, left
Ayer, bound for a two days trip to
Amherst Agricultural college. Patrons

To the Edltor.

As my attention has been called to
a recent communication published in

_your paper on the school situation in
- Ayer, 1 wish to correct, if possible, a

mistaken impression given by it. My
decision to resign as superintendent
was reached without the knowledge
of the school committee or of any
member and the question of salary
did not directly enter it. While it is
true that if I could have felt sure at
the time of a large increase in salary
I should probably have -declined the
offer of my present position, I made
no advance or suggestion to any mem-
ber of the comnittee that an increase
would be expected, or that 1 was con-
sidering another offer. In fact, after
I had made my decislon, the secretary
of the joint committee, Mr. Brown, told
me repeatedly that if I would recon-
sider I could be sure of a substantial
increase. That was all he could do,

"and I did not feel at liberty to with-

draw my acceptance, having once
given it

1 have no reason to doubt that had
I remained at "Ayer the joint com-
mittee would have voted me as large
a salary as that paid my successor,
but it is hardly fair to make com-
parisons as the conditions are wholly
different. [ did not care to await the
outcome of the new district formation
with a very promising opening at
hand. :

If it is not presumptuous for an
outsider to make cominents on some
of the points made in the communica-
tion referred to, I desire to say a few
words. In many towns the school
comniittees avoid as far as possible
employing local teachers. They feel
that a girl who has grown up under
a school system and has acquired only
the broadening influence of a year or
two of outside schooling is too narrow

to give the best results without con-|.

siderable experience in other towns,

The schools of Ayer usually average|

from forty to fifty pupils. Is it fair
either to the children or the teacher
to allow a voung girl, with only three
months of more or léss theoretical
training, to assume the care of such a
school? Would the parents in Ayer
want to send their children there?

The usual school in a town of “New
Hampshire or Vermont,” open to such
a girl, numbers from fifteen or twenty-
‘five. One nat familiar with the work-
ings of a room, say in the Washington
street building, has no idea of the
skill required in making every move-
ment count, of securing the most en-
thusiastic response, a skill foreign to
a green teacher unless she be a prod-
igyv. It is the general experience of
school - committees and of teachers
themselves that, except in a city, a girl
does better work and meets with bet-
ter success if she teaches a school not
at her home.

The question of the increase in the
cost of schools is receiving attention
in all parts of the state. For Ayer the
answer is simple. The addition to
the Pleasant street building caused «
creat increase in expenditure for coal
and janitor service. In 1406  the
teachers bhelow the seventh grade re-
ceived not over eleven dollars a week,
and nearly all received ten dollars.
Now all receive at leust eleven dollars
and some twelve dollars. There is
also an additional high school teacher.

Aver like every town is rapidly com-
ing face to face with the question of
much larger salaries for the grades
to retain efficient teachers, but no one
can for a moment substantiate a
charge of misapplication of funds or
even of lack of care in expending
money by the school committee,

Instead of leaving Ayer because of
unfavorable conditions, I knew of re-
peated instances, while in Aver, of
teachers refusing offers of better sal-
aries because the conditions under
and the relations with the school com-
and the relations with the school au-
thorities were so harmonious. The
surprise is not that so ntany teachers
are now leaving, but that Aver with
her necessarily low salaries has been
able to retain for so loug a time
teachers of such recognized efficiency.

Among the several specific instances
referred to only one catpe under my
personal knowledge. On several dif-
ferent oOccasions during my superin-
tendency Miss Eagles received offers
of schools at increases in salary. Last
111 she received at one time two of-
fers, one in the city of Everett, where
there is excellent opportunity for ad-
vancement. The committee could have
inereased her to six hundred dollars
and she might have stayed for a short
time, but they felt that would nec-
egsarily be the maximum, and they
could therefore offer her no prospec-
tive increase as an inducement for her
to remain. They “elt very properly, it
seemed to me, that they ought not to
stand in the way of her professional
advancement, although they were sor-
ry to have her go. She could have
galihed nothing more professionally
to remain in Ayer.

It {s very probably true that the
action of the committee in each of the
other cases was quite as fair and
broad as in this. The salary paid her
successor was made necessary by the
scarcity of desirable teachers.

A regular system .of increases in
teachers’ salaries is a flne thing .for
a city or a large town, but in a small
town it often happens that a teacher
is doing too good work to be dismiss-
ed, but not good enough to receive the
approval an increase in silary gives,
while the salary of another teacher
should increase faster than such a
plan would atlow. There ‘is little
doubt that such a system would cause
greater confusion than the present

“plan of counsldering individual inerit.

SIMPLE WILK TEST.

_How to Determine In a Fow' Minutes

Quality of the Fluid.

The following process for the detec

tion of added water or of skimmilk In
ordinary milk i3 more accurate than
the simple use of a lactodensimeter
without the creamometer check. The
whole test can be wade in five min-
utes,
- The result does vot show whethet
the adulteration consisted in the ad-
dition of water or In the substractlon
of cream, but as a rule this matters
lttle to the consumer. What he wants
to know is whether or not he got what
he paid for.

The suspected milk is stirred with
a spoon in ovder to dissemninate into
the whole liguid the cream which may
have come to the surface, Then one
volume of milk Is poured Into Gfiy
volutnes of water—one fluid ounce to
two and one-half pints,

A candle s lighted in a dark room,
The experimenter takes an ordlnary
drinking glass with a flat and even
bottom and holds it immediately above
the candle at a distance of about one
foot from it, so as to be able to see
the flame of the candle through the
bottom of the glass. He then pours
slowly the diluted milk Into the glass. .

The flame bccomes less and less
bright as the level of the liquid rises
into the glass. The flame is soon re-
duced to a dull whine spot. A little
more liquid slowly added so -as to
avoid pouring an excess and the flame
becomes absolutely invisible. "All that
remains to be done is to measure the
height of the liquid in the glass. this
being most com'eu‘iently ascertained by
dipping into it a strip of pasteboard
‘and then measuring the ‘wet part, It

should measure not over an inch if the

milk is pure.

With good quality milk diluted and
tested as stated the depth will be
about seven-cighths of an inch before
the flame is.lost to view. A mixture
of one volume of milk and half a vol}-
ume of water should show a depth at
one and one-half inehes. A depth of
two inches indicates either partially
skimmed milk or a mixture of one vol-
ume of good milk with one of water.—
Sclentific. American.

How to Weigh an Automobile.

To obtain the exact welght of an au-
tomobile and the weight carried on
each puair of wheels it is necessary to
use a platform scale—that 1s, any scale
that has a platform sufficiently wide
to take the entire length of the ma-
rhine -then proceed in this manner:
First welzh the whole car. Next weigh
the back of the car. To do this the
middle of the car should be over the
edge of the platform, The front of
the car should be weighed In the same
manner. If this has been carefully
done the last two weights when add-
ed together should give within twenty
pounds of the entire weight of the car.
