Many housewives are a lways con- | 
cerned about the sanitary qualities of 
the drainage of their homes, and their 
thoughts could uot be placed on a 
more momentous question that might 
arise about the health in the home. 

Doctors have proved that ln tbe ma­
jority of Instances where, disease has 
assailed a family wholesale the drain­
age was at fault, for from this source 
may come any amount of maladies if 
the proper attention Is not given to 
the different sections of this great util­
ity. 

To begin with, all sys tems of drain­
age have what is Called a ventilator, a 

Hnrge pipe which leads Vo the roof of 
dwellings. This should a l w a y s be un-
stopped. and every time the roof Is 
.painted, which is about once a year, 
some carbolic acid should be sprayed 
into this pipe. 

Next the bathroom needs your at­
tention. Bathtub, washstands and 
toilet should have their dose of chlo­
ride at least o.nce u week, but the of-
tener the better. 

The. sink needs a good scalding and 
scrubbing after each usage, aud a 
dose of chloride or a little carbolic 
acid combined with the chloride should 
be administered to the drain every 
evening. Do not flush this through at 
once, Let it-lilter-through-dt>ring-n.c-
nlght. This will serve to clean the 
pipes as well a s dis infect and purify 
them. 

But the work does not end here. 
Y o u ' h a v e an outside" closet to disin­
fect thoroughly. An ounce of carbolic 
acid in a half pall of scalding water in 
which a half cab of chloride has been 
dusted is none too strong a purifier 

-bcre-as-4n-t_HS-toUet- o f - the bath rot 
of the upper stories. 

Then the final work can be attended 
t o b y a hired man. where all traps are 
lifted off and a like dose given, though 
this Is necessary only every f ew 
months or twice yearly where proper 
care is given to the upper house 
throughout the year. 

There is a lways an outside drain a t 
the open hydrant, which is forgotten 
by most housewives when the weekly

Cities and towns pay . large 
amounts of money each year to have 
this material carted a w a y , and the 
housewi fe has no earthly excuse for 
not avai l ing herself of this service.

ADVICE FOR DOG FANCIERS. 

How to Plan and Take Care of tho 
Kennel Buildings. 

Whether a kennel is run for pleasure 
or for profit, the investment : which 
y ie lds the best return is cleanliness, and 
the nearer the dog fancier brings his 
e s t a b l i s h m e n t to perfect aseptic con­
dit ions the greater will be his success, 
i u i s . men. is the prime thing to be 
considered in establishing a place for 
the care and breeding of dogs of any 

- l y p e — E i t h e r unlimited money may be-
used to accomplish this result or a lit­
tle common sense. 

The points to be considered in plan­
ning kennel buildings are drainage, 
protection, food and water and room 
for exercise. The south side of a gen­
tly sloping hill offers the best site. 
Damp hollows must be avoided as a 
pestilence, and if the yards are not 
covered with concrete the less shade 
therein the better, for the sun Itself is 
one of the best eradicators of disease 
germs. . ' 

The shape of the buildings matters 
little. If as many as ten dogs are 
kept It is well to build a s imple wood­
en structure holding five or six stalls. 
each with a door opening upon an in­
ner passage, a wired w i n d o w for light 
and air and a small ex i t Into the outer 
yard. Tbe construction of one stall 
will serve as the model for many. It 
should be as large a s possible, well 
lighted and well venti lated. 

Cleanliness Is a l w a y s the thing. Let 
the whi tewash brush and tho disin­
fect ing spray be used liberally. Insist 
on the absence of litter and provide 
fresh water and most of the persistent 
kennel troubles will vanish. Dogs, as 
do men. thrive best under the nearest 
possible approach to normal condi­
tions. They need little luxury and are 
better without pampering.—Todd Mus­
sel! In Outing.
