More than $18,000,000 worth of sand 
nnd gravel was dug out for sale In the 
United States last year, according to 
recent geological survey figures. 

The census statement gives number 
of Michigan farms reported in 1910 
as 206,376, compared with 203,261 in 
1900, an increase of two per cent. Tho 
value of farm land and buildings was 
$897,057,000, against $582,518,000 in 
1900, an increase of fifty-four percent. 
The value of the farms alone was 
$612,143,000, against $423,570,000 in 
1900, a gain of forty-five percent. 
Buildings are valued at $284,914,000, 
against $158,948,000, an increase of 
seventy-nine percent
