A petit ion has been niea with Gov­
ernor F o s s for the pardon of SteaVns 
Kendall Abbott , who w a s convicted of 
murder in the first degree on April'_!__,' 
1881, for the ki l l ing of Mrs. Maria 
Crewe iu Groton and sentenced to be 
hanged. The sentence was later c o m ­
muted to life imprisonment by Gov-, 
ernor Long after- he had been appeal ­
ed to for c l emency by the late W e n ­
dell Phi l l ips and others, who had in­
terested t h e m s e l v e s in Abbott's case . 
A hear ing , w a s given the pet i t ioners 
by the commit tee on pardons of the 
execut ive counci l Wednesday forenoon. 
A s imilar petition w a s turned down 
by Governor Draper last year.. 

The petition revives a ce lebrated 
rase.. .Abbot t . whf l . jA no .v_seve .nUi 
years old has contended that his con­
viction was due to the fact that h e 
had completed a ten years' s en tence in 
the state prison and had been seen 
tramping around Groton in the v ic in­
ity of Mrs. Crewe's house short ly be-
f o r e s h e was murdered. He mainta ins 
bis innocence. He says he is suffering 
for another man's wrong and is a v ic­
tim of his prison record. 

John A. Abbott , jr., of Pennsy lvania , 
a brother, in a letter to Governor 
Foss , says that he wil l g ive his broth­
er a home and see to it that he g e t s 
employment if pardoned. 

Judge S t e v e n s of the Superior court , 
who w a s the district at torney w h o 
prosecuted Abbott at the trial, did 
not oppose the pardon. Henry. B. 
Lovering, former warden at the s tate 
prison, is one of the s igners of the 
petition for h i s pardon. 

T h e pardon committee took the 
case under advisement . 

Historical -Soclrty. 
The speakef lor Tuesday evening 

was Rev. John I'. Trowbridge of West 
Groton. Mr. Trowbridge Is great ly 
interested in everything pertaining to 
our local town history and his taste 
for historical-research, eminently fitted 
him for present ing a paper upon "West 
Groton. past and present." 

It was evident that, the paper had 
been prepared with great care and 
the facts pertaining to the growth and 
development ' of the thriving vi l lage 
In the wes t part of the town were 
presented In a very interest ing and 
suggest ive manner. 

Thc growth Of the West Groton 
parish has been somewhat phenomenal. 
The few scattered dwell ings, , occupied 
by the ear ly ' se t t l ers in that section of 
the town, have increased to 109. with 
a population of nearly 500 Inhabitants. 

Some of the first families to locate 
in West Groton -were very large. It 
not frequently happened that some of 
the famil ies were represented by six, 
eight and .ten children in. the public 
sqhool. Many of these children were 
apt scholars, and In after years filled 
prominent posit ions in-professional and 
commercial circles. 

Among the bright pupils wax a lad 
by I h e - n a m e of Frank Tarbell. who, 
at the early age of seven years, com­
pleted his study of Colburn's mental 
arithmetic and mastered all Its prob­
lems in one term of schooling. All 
who ever studied that text book will 
realize what a mathematical triumph 
young Tarbell achieved at that early 
age. He was afterwards the valedic­
torian of the class of 1878 at Yjtle col­
lege, and Is now the noted professor 
of Greek art and literature In the 
University of Chicago. 

The appropriation for the support 
of this school, which did so much for 
the Intellectual development of Its 
pupils In former times, seems small 
Indeed when compared with the pres­
ent expenditure for the maintenance of 
the Tarbell school. For twenty-five 
years, beginning with 1837, the average 
appropriation for the school was $126 
a year, and the term attendance must 
at times have been as high as s ixty 
pupils. Ma-ny interesting- facts were 
stated b.v the speaker, in connection 
with the men and women, who, at dif­
ferent times, filled the position of 
teacher in tlie village school. Some 
of the teat-herx- were eminently suc­
cessful as Instructors and contributed 
much to the "development of the pupils 
under their tuition, and to their sub­
sequent success in their respective call­
ings. 

The manufacturing interests wer.-
traced from their inception to their 
present status. It seems that thr- pa-
permlll has for many years produced 
a certain grade of paper for certain 
Knglish houses. The products of this 
mill find it 'ready market in all parts 
of the country. 

The papermlll and If nth cr-board 
company employ a lnrge number ot 
operatives, and havo proven success­
ful commercial ventures. 

The story of the Inception of the 
religious work under tlie leadership 
and inspiration of Dr. .lohn Todd, 
which ult imately developed into the 
Union l-.vangellcal church, was told in 
an interest ing manner. Tlie address 

j was great ly appreciated by those pres-
fvntr- -ant.— Mr,— Trowbridge - has br-en

In 1.-7T*. she was married to Professor 
Robert H. Richards, the odest alumnus 
of the Institute, an active mining en­
gineer and professor at Tech. 

Mrs. Richards was a great worker 
and valuable professor hi sanitary 
chemistry and many other branches 
of science. 

In the Investigation of thf State 
water supply, over 10.000 were sent to 
her laboratory for analysis. 

During the thirty-five years that she 
has dispersed scientific knowledge ind 
conducted original research work .t 
the Institute as professor of water, nl. 
and food analysis, she has written 
practical books on "Chemistry of 
cooking and cleaning." "Food mate­
rials nnd their adulterations." --Home 
sanitation." "The cost of living." "Air, 
water nnd food." "First lessons In 
minerals," "The cost of food." "The 
cost of shelter," "First lessons In food 
and diet." "The art of right living." 
and "Sanitation In dally life." 

The Boston Journal said: "In the 
death of Mrs. Richards. Technology 
loses a brilliant member of its faculty, 
nnd America loses one of Its fore­
most women scientists . Her studies 
In water, food nnd air won for her a 
place In the front rnnk of women sci­
entists of the world, nnd she w a s In 
great demand In all parts of the coun­
try as a lecturer and consult ing ex­
pert on these subjects. 

She had the unusual distinction for 
a woman of being a member of thc 
American Inst i tute of Mining Engin­
eers, and w a s president ot the Home 
Kcbnomlcs association.

The meeting was called to order as 
usual at 5.45 a. m., by town clerk, 
Guy . B. Reniick. It was voted to 
waive the reading of the warrant, arid 
refer simply to the return of the con­
stable upon that document. The fol­
lowing officers were then sworn: P.
