A nore complete account of the life
of Dr. George Francis Harwood than
time would ‘permit to give in last
week's Wardsman, - will undoubtedly
prove interesting to all his friends in
Westford and elsewhere. He was born
m Westford, the son of Dea. Ephraim

A. and Louisa  (Coock) Harwood. His
father will be remembered as super-
‘ntenident of the Sunday school. Dea-
con and leader of the choir in the
Congregational church and had his
home, farm and \\neel“’nght -shop at
Brookside. Dr. Harwood attended, the
Nabnassett school and later the old
Stony Brook school, and Westford
academy. As a scholar he was studi-
ous, thoughtful, punctual; as a play-
nmate he was retiring and kept aloof
from the roughish element of recess
sports.

However isolated and inconvenient
many. of the schoolhouses were, the
association there of younger with old-
er pupils was not altoegether to their
disadvantage. Those who have en-
joyed the privilege of attending a dis-
trict -school, or a school in a rural
district, will readily recall how many
of :the older ones felt that they were
held up as models for the younger
ones - and thus renewed their efforts
in industry and good behavior,
Education, too, is largely a process
of assimilation and frequently the
younger pupils could «qual the older
ones in knowledge ccutained between
the covars of text- books to which
they had not yet been assigned.
The district school furnishes just
needed to broaden the
younger minds, to teach them that
there is something niore to b2 acquired"
besides that which is laid down in
their particular school tooks and their
associaticn. with older . pupils leads
them to hope to know the things their
further advanced schoolmates are
learning.

" The ungraded school is an institu-
tion dating from the early days of the
settlement of this country and in the
new colonies after 1700 that institu-
tion known as a traveling schocl, suc-
ceeded the old dames school.

Under this arrangement the cut-
Iying districis were given a school-
master o;p mistress who went about
gathering in various farm houses a
few pupils who were taught the rudi-
ments of the three R's—Reading, "Rit-
ing and ‘Rithmetic. :

Shortly after 1710, there was less
intercst in educational matters than
in the Pilgrim days, especially in the
interior towns,

The New England primer was quite
an advance as a text book over the
school book of the Pilgrim days,
which was one book for the whole
schoal, the old English hornbook. This
was a single card, containing the al-
phabet and a few simple arithmetic
tables, and the whocle covered with «
transparent sheet of horn to protect
it from the inquisitive fingers of as-
piring vouth, who resorted to it for

In .Groton, schools had been kept
fn the various angles or squadrons of
the town for many years previous to
the promulgation of the new school
law in 1789. These schools were in
emall and rough buildings, often cold
and heated in a manner by fires in
open fireplaces,

An interpretation of the history of
Groton leads us to believe that these
schools were supported wholly by the
parents - of the children in the par-
ticular squadron in which the school
was maintained, untfl about the year
1755.

At this time, from the total amount
of money appropriated by the town
for schools. “twentv pounds was set
apart fcr the ‘outskirts.” s

The year 1753, was the date of
the setting up of Shirley and Pep-
perell _as - separat?_ districts,_and. in

-Ithe latter district the same mathpd of

providing for the “outskirts” was fo!l-
lowed. C - :
Again in Groton in 1758, twenty

clause in many of the deads which
provided that the land should revert
to the original owners or _their heirs

- From. the- year 1789, dates -the -be-
ginning of Number Two school as a
distriet school, for which the inhabit-

taxed for its maintenance. It is rex
corded in 1790, that there were sixty-
six children of school age in “Major,
Moors’ District No. 2.” :

In 1792, the town voted to erect-
several schoolhouses on the sites cf
the old ones and undoubtedly the
present house in Major Joseph Moors’
immedjate neighborhood was built in
accordance with this vote.

The law of 1789, required that towns
of fifty families should have six
months of schooling, and that reading,
writing, spelling and arithmetic be
taught in the cominon or English
schools, and that towns having two
hundred families should have.a gram-
mar school. This last was in .a man-
ner letting down the bars, for in the
ancient law of 1647, towns of one hun-
dred families were required to main-
tain a grammar school where young
man could be prepared for the minis-
try, having particular reference to
their being fitted to ‘enter Harvard
college. This bad no reference to the
education of the, girls, who rarely
want beyond.the New England primer
in those early days. :
- At the time of the new school law
of 1789, the requiraments were that
the districts should be organized and
that the organization should choose
a clerk and prudential commitize, who
had almost autocratic power. The
records of some of these district meet-
ings show between the lines npetty
jealousir=, particularly in the employ-
ment of the teacher, who might of-
ten be a member of the -family of the
prudential committee. .

After 1789, the acadeniies, which
were intended as fitting schools for
young men for college, and as semi-
naries fer young ladies, became the
goal to which many youths in the
district schools were looking. It is
true that since that date, in about
1827, the district school training had
steadily advanced into geography and
grammar and other studies often
spoken of by their brothers before
them in college. A vear at the acad-
emy often led them to desire some-
thing more. The summer schools of
those days were taught by the acad-
emy girls and the winter terms by
voung men still in college classes,
who were permitted to take a vaca-
tion for the purpose of teaching a
district school and thus help pay their
way through college.

In the employment of male toachers
for the winter terms, the committee
had in mind his ability to master his
pupils should occasion arise. They
undoubtedly had instilled into them
from out their old New England prim-
ers: “Foolishness is bound up in the
heart of a child, but the rod of cor-
rection will drive it from him.”

Happily the rod of correction is
laid on the shelf and is seldom used
in an age where love and mutual re-
spect are prevalent in the schoolrnom
between teacher and pupils.

In the state library at Bostan, is a
copy of the school by-laws for Gro-
ton in 1805. Article VIII was inser:-
ed as follows: "That the advantaues
of the grammar « hool may be ox-
tended to the-greatest possible -
ber of individuals and mav 'o on-
joyed as equally as may bhe, the =aid
school shall be kept in Districr No.
I four months, in No. 1. 1 4nd V.
two months respectively  in vaceh
vear.”

This was probably another r .ason
for employing coliege graduates iyrge-
1y, about this time as teach-rs of the
winter schools. They were exported
to be proficient in the advauced
branches which would prepare the
way fer the young men for collexe
and the ministry,

The following from the same sonuree,
though printed in full in Dr. Samuel
A. Green's Groton Historical Serijes,
Vol. I, No. IX, {s so pertinent that it
will bear repeating: At a mecting of
the school committee of Groton, held
November 30,.1805, it was voted to
adopt the following: “1. The bible,
which affords the best lessons of mor-
ality and religlon, must be read in
all the schools, at least a portion of
it, in the forenoon, and another, in
the afternoon, efther by the instruec-
tor, or by a class of such scholars,
as can read "with propriety, accord-
ing to his discretion.  All those who
can read well enough to belong to the
bible clags, must be reauired to sup-
ply..themselves._ with. bibles..for . their
use in schools.”
" In 1800, the law gave the power to
tax the inhabitants of the district for

In the law of 1827, it was required
that towns choose prudential - com-
mittees for the several districts, which
was done by allowing the districts to
select -their own .and this was the
method generally throughout the
state. .

In view of our knowledge of suc-.

ceeding school events in Massachu-
setts, we are to believe that the peri-
od immediately thereafter was rather
a degenerate onz as regards educa-
tional matters, perhaps due to un-
scrupulous overseers in school affairs
and this decadence continued until
taken up py James G. Carter of Lan-
caster, who preceded and became an
able coadjutor with Horace Mann, the
secretary. of the newly established
Board of Education in 1837, the date
which marks the ravival of the school

aws, ‘ .

The third description c¢f the dis-
trict is printed in the new code of
town by-laws which is inserted -with
the state laws in a record book print-

d in 1838, and distributed by the

town to the various districts for the
use of the. clerks.

The original record book of District
No. 2 school for the years 1838 to
1868, inclusive, is in existence and
has revealed much interesting mat-
ter. Extracts have been made which
may be of peculiar interest since they
show- the residents of the district for
thirty years, and the number of their

children between the ages-of-five and-

fifteen, and fifteen and twenty-one,
male and female as required by law
to be enumerated by the district
clerk on May first of ezach vear.

In order to show the limits of the
district in 1838, it seems desirable to
also insert those of District No. 1.
“No. 1 is bounded beginning at the
bridge over James' Brook in the cen-
ter of the Town, on the great county
road, thence running southwestarly by
the current of said brook to the mid-
dle of broad meadow, thence south-
erly through the middle.of said broad
meadow, crossing the road at “Swill
bridge,” and thence by the curront of
water to the road called Russell's
Lane, thence easterly by said Lane
to. the road leading to Harvard, thence
northerly by the Harvard Road to a
point therein northerly of the house
of Curtis Lawrence, thence sotith-
easterly to Half Moon wnond. thence
northwesterly to the road midway be-
tween the houses of Rufus Moors and
Joshua Davis, thence northerly to the
great county road at the brook issu-
ing from Cady's pond, thence to the
road midway between the housas of
David Torrev and Sally Whitman.
thence to the top of Gibbet hill, thencn
northwesterly to the point of begin-
ning.” .

“No. 2 is bounded northerly by No.
1, from Half-moon pond to the water
course in Russell's lane thence run-
ning northwesterly to the forks of th~
road between the houses of John J.
Graves and Stephen Kendall, thence
due west to Nashua River. thenco up
said river to Page's bridg~, thence
southeasterly to the forks of the road
southerly of Oliver Blood's house,
thence casterly to the ton of snake
hill, thence northerly to th2 place of
beginning at half-moon pond."

In the enumeration as made by the
clerk it does not follow that all were
in attendance at this school. Some of
the older ones were attending school
at Groton Center, in the earlief vears
at the academy, and latar at the high
school which was established in 1859,
Some were going to the grammar
school at South Groton and some
through with scheol and at work long
before the age limit of twenty-one.

To one familfar with the birth dates
of the sons and daughters of th~ old
families this enumeration is a pretty
clear index of the attending scholars
of old No. 2. )

The law requires every dog three
months old to be registered, numbear-
ed, licensed and collared, with the
owner's name and reglster number
conspicuously marked thereon.

The law requires the dog officer,
appointed by the selectmen, to kill
or cause to be killed all dogs within
the town not so licensed and*collared.
Any person may kill or cause to be
killed all such dogs whenever found.

The failure to comply with the law
gives the legal right for anyone to
kill your dog, and. you may be furth-
er called upon to pay the sum of-
$15.00.

The laws relating to dogs are to be
strictly enforced in this town. If
you wish to avoid trouble and ex-
pense comply with the above in-
structions. at once.

“This notice {3 not required but is
given that owners and keepers of dogs
