“John Farrar, who taught in the

winter of 1802-3, was born in Lincoln,
Mass., July 1, 1779, and graduated at
Harvard college in the class of 1803.
From 1805 to 1836, he was conn2cted
with the college as tutor and instruc-
tor in Greek in the early vears and
later held the chair of Hollis profes-
sor of mathamatics and natural phil-
osophy. He also published a text
bock on the elements of algebra. He
died on May 8, 1853. The following
is taken from a notice in the Chris-
tian Examiner for July 1853:

“Like other students of limited
means he Kept school in some coun-
try town during the winter vaca-
tions; once at Greton, where he form-
ed a friendship with the elder membeor
of the family of Lawrence, which
lasted through their lives.”

Tre following letter contributed to
this article by Dr. Samuel A. Green,
the historian of Groton and librarian
of the Massachusetts Historical soci-
oty, from his files, is so peculiarly
of interest locally that it is inserted
here in complete form. It is address-
ed to Deacon Samuel Farrar of Lin-
coln, and that person was undoubt-
edly his father, as is shown by the
customary respectful tone of letters
in those days to parents.

There were evidently other stu-
dent teachers in the party. The farm
referred to was the one known in
recent years as the Culver place, then
owned and occupied by Major Joseph
Moors, a soldier of the colonial and
revolutionary wars, who was born on
May 30, 1738. He was at the siege
of Louisburg in 1758, and commanded
a company under Col. Willilam Pres-
cott at the battle of Bunker Hill. He
1ied on July 25, 1820. His son Ben-
famin was born in 1793, and died at
Groton Center, August 16, 1853, after
e sold the farm to Aaron Mason,

The Farrar letter {s as follows:

Groton, Januvary 1, 1802,

Pear Sir: After leaving-vou-at Con-
cord we proceeded on our journey as
fast as the badness of the road would
permit us to travel and arrived at
Groton about 6 in the evening. We
tarriéd at Mr., Hall’'s tavern near the
meeting houre over night and the next.
morning were conducted to our re-
spective dlstricts. On the friday fol-
Yowing T onened my rchool with ahout

twenty ~ schollars. The number has
been increasing since 80 that now I
have ahout fifty, . With respect to my

boarding place I have such an one as
T could wish, I live with one of the
first farmers in the County of M{ddle-
|6X. Maj. Moors , the gentleman’s
name, keeps about forty head of cattle
besides sheep, horses, turkeys, hogs,
etc., etc. He sometimes raises seven
or efght hundred bushels of ryé, near-
ly a8 much  corn and between -ten
and fifteen thousand welight of hops.
His hops this last season brought him
in upwards of one thousand dollars.
but they ‘cost him more labor to pre-
pare them_for the market than to get
his hay. Last year they were cut off
together with large fields of rye and
appies in all probabjlity for one hun-
dred and ty beryls of cyder, by a
most remarkable hail storm near the
first. of June. The hall stones were
many of them as large as. partridge
eggs and fell fn such quantities and
with such violence as to break =all
the glass of the buildings faceing the
wind, and to cover the floors of houses
with soot and black haifl stones. The
rtorm_ happened on Monday. when it
wag very warm, and, altho' it lasted
but onle]l hour and an half, the hail
stones were knee deep .in a certaln

-Ore of 'the early teachers was
Joshua Green, the father of Hon,
Samuel A. Green, the historian of
Groton and “the present librarian
of the Massachusetts Historical Gene-
alogical soclety, born on March 16,
1830. Dr. Green the elder, was
born in Wendell, Mass.,, October 8,
1797. He attended the academies at
New Salem, Westfield and Milton, and
graduated at Harvard in the class of
1818, and took his M. D. degree at
the Harvard Medical school in- 1821,
It- was during -his Harvard course
that he taught the school here for
one winter and boarded on Farmers’
row, in the family of Major Samuel
Lawrence, ‘'whose daughter Elfza, he
married in January 5, 1824.

He began the practise of his profes-
sion in Sunderland in March 1823,
but returned to Groton in the spring
of 1823, where ' he continued in his
profession for many years. He rep-
resented the town in the legislature
in 1836 and 1837, was a trustee of the
academy from 1831 to 1867.. He had
a fondness for genealogical research,
his son' has inherited to a
marked degree. In 1849, he was
chosen - a corrgsponding member of
the New England Historical and
Genealogical society. " After the death
of his wife he went to live with his
daughter in Mosrristown, N, J., where
he died on June 5; 1875.

Maria H. Nutting, or as she was
christened in Groton, Hannah Maria
Nutting, was an early teacher here
in about the year 1834. .She was the
daughter of Joseph Danforth and Lu-
cinda- Keep Nutting, and was born on
January 17, 1814, Entered Groton
academy in 1832, and after teaching
A few years in this vicinity, went to
Hudson, Ohio, where her uncle, Rufus
Nutting, of Groton, was one of the
first professors in Western Reserve
college, then located there and which
she attended. In 1839, she returned
east and was married on March 4, in
that year, to Rev. Nathan Stone Ben-
ham of Byron, N. Y., a3 missionary of
the A. B. C. F. M. As intending mis-
sicnaries they were married at a pub-
lic service in the church at Groton by
Rev. Dudley Phelps, and: sailéd from
Boston in the ship Arno, July 6, 1839,
with other missionaries, for Singa-
vore, where they arrived on October
2%, and located at Bangkok, Siam, on
March 1, 1840, .

Mr. Benbam was not long engaged
in the work before he was drowned
Wy the upsetting of a boat in April,
1840, and his widow returned to the
('nited States in May, 1840." She mar-
ried again in Dummerston, Vt.,, Dr.

"Her life was a checkered one, but
was wholly spent in humble service

for all the sick or destitute wherever
she lived. Through long assisting her
husband, in attending upon the sick,
she became so much of a physician
that her usefulness in the new
regions of her later life was very
great.”

Clifford Belcher was horn in Farm-
‘ngton, Me,, March 31, 1819, and died
at Homeopathic hospital in Boston,
December 24, 1879. He was the son
of Clifford and Deborah Allen Belcher,
the father being of Stoughton and his
mother of Princeton. He taught this
school in 1836, and was one of those
student teachers for he was a gradu-
ate of Harvard college in the class
of 1837. .

In the “Memorials of the Class of
1837, of Harvard University,” is an
extended notice.

From all over the commonwealth
reports come to Boston that there
will be & great change in the vote cast
tqr governor this fall.
have been thinking very steadily for
& year now. It {s sald by those who
bhave made a critical study of ths
‘situation that-the Republicans who
voted last fall for Eugene N. Foss for
governor because of his declaration
that his election would make a heavy
cut in the cost of living have found
out ‘that. they have been buncoed.
They say that prices are as high to-
day as they were last year at this
time, and in a number of instances
even higher. It scems to be evident
that they have come to the conclusion
that prices are high not because of
the tariff, but almost solely by reason
of the fact that the supply is not
équal to the demand. Republicans
denfed that the election of Mr. Foss

~would make any difference, whatever

in the prices of thc necessities of
lite. Voters elther did not believe
them, or else decided that, they would
see for themselves whether Mr. Foss
was telling the truth, or not. Quite

‘HKely the governor will insist that. he

has not been given sufficient time In
which to regulate prices. Neverthe-
less, he declared flatly that his eclec-
tion last fall would be the signal for
prices to take a drop. A number of
articles are higher in price today than
they have been for a great many
vears, and dealers in farm. products
say they will go still’ hizher by rea-
son of the drought this summer and
the short supply. .

The Machine Is Still Supreme

The Boston Journal on  Saturday
printed .a list of Democratic candi-
dates for the state ticket which it
says s hacked by the Demciceratic
state committee. he statement is
also made that “The governor is re-
spongihle primarily for the satc from
beginning to end.

to accept the Democratic nomination.”
The other newspapers print similav
lists, and declare that they are of-
ficially endorsed. Nevertheless.
there are other candidates who seek
the nomination. George W. Ander-
son and-Joseph J. Leonard are named-
as Democratic candidates for attor-
ney general. Frank J. Donahue is
the insurgent candidate for nomina-
tion to be secretary of state.

George W. Anderson has peen a
leading Boston lawyer for a number
of years, and has served on the Bos-
ton school board. Frank J. Donahue
is a newspaper writer, and was the
legislative candidate for secretary of
the commonwealth when Representa-
tive Albert P. Langtry, Republican,
was chosen by the general court to
fill the vacancy -caused by the death
of Secretary Qlin.

All ‘the Republican candidates for
governor have filed their nominatiou
papers and the contest is now on.

The Tariff as an Issue

It is expected that the tariff will be
a prominent issue in the campaign
this fall. How protection works 1n
some instances {s interesting. . In
1890 a new industry was born in
the United States. It was the
manufacture ot tin ‘or terne bplates.
This {ndustry was fostered by increas-
ing the tariff on tin plate from 1 cent
a pound to 2.2 cents per pound.
Democratic members of the congress
which passed the McKinley act of
1880 declared that it was impossible
to estahlish the tin plate industry in
the United States. Republican mem-
bers were so certain that {t cou!d be
done that they incorporated in the act
a provision that on and after Oct. 1,
1897, tin plates lighter In weight than
sixty-three pounds per hundred square
feet should be admitted free of duty
unless it should be made to appear to
the satisfattion of the president that
the aggregate quantity of such plates
produced in the United States during
either of the six yvears next preceding
had equalled one-third the amount of
such plates imported and entered for
consumption during any fiscal year af-
ter the passage of the act and prior to
Oct. 1, 1897. The {ndustry did even
better than that every year. Previous
to that date, however, .the Demo-
crats, having secured control of both

- branches of congress and the presi-

dent, passed an act in 1894 cutting

the duty on tin plates to a fizure rang-
pound. A Kepubiican congress In

1897 placed the duty at 1.5 cents per
pound.
Tin Plate Industry Grew

pounds. In 1908 the imports had de-
creased to 140,739,000 pounds, and in
1908 to 117,000,000 pounds. :

The department of commerce ani
labor announces that the imports for
the present year will fall below 100,-
000,000 pounds. . Ih the case of tin
plate an industry was established
without raising the price of the prod-
uct, notwithstanding the fact that
originally a duty of 2.2 cents a pound
was placed upon Imports. In 188%
the price of tin plates was 3.6 cents a
pound. In 1892, with this duty on the
product, the price of tin plates was
2.9 cents per pound. In 1897 the
price was 2.3 cents per pound and in
1898 2.2 cents per pound. In 1908
the price was 3 cents per pound.

Thousands Are Glven Employment

Not only that, but the United States
has  now become a large exporter of
tin plate. In 1898 we exported 20,827
pounds; in 1899, 206,000 pounds, and
2,400,000 pounds in 1902, In 1910 ex-
ports to foreign countries were slight-
Iy over 26,000,000 pounds and 34,-
