The acts of the joint
committees were approved in town
meeting held on May 6, 1872, -

At the meeting on October 17, 1871,
the record says:

Mr. Rolfe is the only surviving
member of these trustees.

In the spring of 1872, the subject of
a townhouse was taken up again.

In April, 1872, some hopes were en-
tertained of securing a county build-
ing for a district courthousz, or of
erecting a townhouse which might
centain also the county district court.

At the April town meeting: Voted,
to build a townhouse on the. Fuller
lot between the houses of J. A, Chick
and L. J. Spaulding.

May 7, 1872: Voted, to rescind the
above vote.

May 7, 1872: Voted. to build the
townhouse somewhere between Wash-
ington and Columbia streets, if agree-
able to Dr. Ayver.

The desirability of this lccation
seemed also to meet with the approval
of "Dr. Aver, as was shown by his
letter read in town meeting on June
3. 1872, The great fire had swept
Main strect just three weeks before
and all the lots between Park street
and Columbia street were free from
buildings, henee the allusion to the
“better choice of land™ in the letter.

Lowell, June 4th, 1872,
Henry A, Wonds, Aver, Mass,

Dear Sir:  Nince we met, T have con-
sidered further the matter of a town-
house for Aver: and after consultation
with the architects sent there, to ex-
amine the locality, have felt like pro-
posing ax follows:

He advilses that one of the late he-
tween Washinwton and Columhia
streets be welected fronting on Main
street of dimensions about ane hun-
dred or more feet front by 150 or more
feet deop,

If the town can obtain such a lot
and bui'd a foundation thereupon in
aceordance with the snecitication of the
architects, T have employved for that
purpose, (Messrs, Weston and Rand»
of a building about fiftv feet front and
about one hundred and fifteon feet
deep, up one story. I would place there-
upon and finish a townhouse to con-
tain a hall, ante-room, and aopliances.
finish and comnblete the =ame,

The foundation to be bnilt up one
story by the town in aceordanes with
the style and plan of the architects
and to thelr Aceoptance as shall be the
antire building..

I should wish to employ the amount
already given to the town of Aver
and pay the balance myself,

I forward these suggestions now be-
cause It reems to me that vou can have
a better cholce of land, than might be
open to you at some later day.

I am, however, in ho haste and only
offer this suggestion supnosing that
your peonle mav be. If they are de-
sirous of my Immediate nttentlon T
shall give ft to the best of my ahility,

At this meeting it was voted to
purchase a lot of land for a new
townhouse and put in a foundation
in accordance with the plans of Dr.
J. C. Ayer’s architects, as set forth
in- his (Dr. J. C. Ayer’'s) letter read
fn this meeting.

At this meeting Henry A. Woods,
G. C. Brock and Charles Brown were
elected a committee to purchase a lot
and they were instructed to purchase
and bufld on the Chureh and Nahum
Sawyer lots which were secured for
$2500 and $4000, respectively, as
shown in the February, 1873, report.

Voted, that the amount of the Ayer
Fund- be appropriated in building a
townhouse as indicated in Dr.'J. C.
Ayer's letter. :

Voted, that the Trustees of the Aye
Fund hold it at the order of Dr. J. C.

The J. E. Fletcher lot was also se-
cured at corner of Newton and Colum-
bia streets, for which was paid $1048.-
3. : :

" The Sawyer lot extended through
from Main strect to Newton street,
and a small lot on Newton street be-
tween that and the Fletcher lot on
the corner, was purchased of Mrs. C,
H. Bliss, for which six hundred dol-
lars was paid, making a total for land
of $8148.73, to which the value of the
engine house lot owned by the town
may be added.

These five lots were secured as the
location "of the new town bullding
and formed a rectangular piece ex-
tending from Main street through to
Newton street. :

‘At a town meeting held on .June 15,
1872, a letter from Dr, Ayer was pre-
sented and read as follows: .

Lowell; Mass., June 11, 1872,

Henry A, Woods, Charles Brown, G. C.
Brock., Committee, Ayer, Mass,

Gentlemen: My architects advise me
that we can more conveniently accom-
plish our wishes in buildlng a town-
house for your people iIf we have the
construction of the whole shell of the
house. Therefore permit me to substi-
tute for my proposition addressed to
Mr. Woods, the following:

If it is your pleasure to provide the
land shown to Mr. Weston. grade and
prepare ft to his acceptation and bufld
a foundation, there¢on up to the brick,
conformably to his requirements: I
will . build the walls thereupon one
high to contain library. post-
Joffice, and other rooms, not ordinarily
pertaining to a townhouse, as has been
suggested, -

.1 will build above and upon that the
townhouse: you to cut up and furnish
the lower story us you desire in com-
formity with the general style and
finish of. the bullding and with the re-
quirements of the architeets, :

The amount already given being re-
turned to me, I shail build upon the
first story above mentioned a town-
house for the town of Aver, accord-
ing to plang, and specifications, which
architects shall prepare.

‘In restating my suggestion more
clearly, vou provide and nrepare the
Iand and foundation un to the level of
the first gtory including fence, stone
walks, etc., according to the require-
ments of architects. [ bufld the walis
of the first story and upon them., The
whole to be done in conformity with
the requirements of the architects.

If this fails to be clear to you in any
particular, 1 will at ence respond to
your request for further explanation.

Yours very truly,
JAMES C. AYER.

Voted, that we accept and adopt the
proposition made by Dr. J. C. Ayer in
his letter read to this meeting, this
evening.

Voted, we do not rescind the vote
of .last meeting, whereby we voted to
purchase the Church and Nahum
Sawyer lands and build a townhouse,
and that we substitute Dr. J. C. Aver’s
letter of this meeting for his letter
of that meeting.

Voted, to leave this whole matter of
buxing land - for a townhouse and
building the same to the committee.

At meeting on May 3, 1873, it was
voted to instruct the treasurer to bor-
row $30,000 to pay the bills on town-
house and Dr. James C. Ayer.

This had particular reference to the
town’s part in the cost of the land and
building and to the return thraueh the
trustees to Dr. Aver of the Ayer Fund
originally $10,500. This was done
shortly afterwards, May 8, 1873, as
shown by the date ¢’ the receipt giv-
en by Dr. Aver,

The building of th - :ownhouse went
on through the years [xX72-3-4-5, and
on November 2, 1877, the members of
the board of selectme«n for the active
vears of buildine. R. T. Bartlett, 0. K.
Pierce, A. W. Feleh, icined with one
of the original members ¢f the huild-
ing committee, Charivs Brown, in
making a report, in whirh the ex-
pense to that date on e part of the
town was sot down at 32497919, in-
cluding cost of lots, the stone fence,
and that part of the huilding devolr-
ing unon the town to cnnstriet,

The contract price for the granite
fence inclnded in the ahove was £2000.
Oliver K. Plerce is the only one living
of the selectmen serving during the
construction of the townhouse,

The April meeting in 1876, was held
in Page hall, and on November 7, 18786,
the fall election was held in the new
townhouse. During the y»ar of the
great fire, one meeting, July 10, was
held at the then vacant brick chair
shop, later known as the Union Fur-
niture Company shop.

For some years rooms in the Colum-
bia street side was used for the public
Hbrary, until 1894, when the new and
substantial lbrary building on East
Main street was provided by the gen-
erosity of the son of Dr. Ayer, Fred-
erick Fanning Ayer.

In the townhouse for several years
has been located the postoflice which
was moved to another location along
the street on October 23. Many will
recall that here thev first exercised
their franchise as citizens of the com-
monwealth and the nation.

The townhouse is a public institu-
tion and is the visible exponent of citi-
zenship, the place of meeting for the
discussfon, the election or rejection
of the local issues of the town and
the business office of the municipality.
