Bancroft Is only Just turned 32, but,

Grad­
uating from a Cambridge grammar 
school at the head of his class at 10 
years of age, he finished the five 
years' course in the Latin school in 
four years, entered Harvard college 
at 14 with fourteen honors; gradu­
ated in three years at 17, receiving 
his A. B. degree magna cum laude; 
studied engineering for one year, re­
ceiving an A. M. degree for his work 
in the Lawrence Scientific school.

Big Fre ight Yard at A j e r . 
T h e abolit ion of the Boston and 

Maine east yard at Fitchburg, and the 
removal of i ts freight act iv i t ies to 
Ayer and necess i tat ing the removal 
of several hundred railroad men from 
Fitchburg in the: near future, is the 
latest plan that i s being considered 
by the Boston and Maine and New 
Haven officials a s one of the next 
s teps in sys temat iz ing the operating 
departments of the road with a view 
of cutt ing down expenses to the lowest 
poss ible po in t - in all branches of the 
service . 

The idea i s the biggest and most im­
portant o n e ' y e t advanced for the 
Fi tchburg divis ion. The plan will not 
only require the removal of all freight 
trainmen from that city, but large 
numbers of other employees as well , 
including s w i t c h i n g crews , yard em­
ployees and m a n y employee* of the 
locomotive department as tho pro­
posed changes include the removal of 
all the freight locomotives to Ayer. 
All inspect ion of the facilities at Ayer 
showed plenty of land to provide for 
the consol idat ion with room enough 
for further* expansion. The change 
is now under advisement by the of­
ficials of the t w o roads and it is con­
sidered probable by those conversant 
with their att i tude toward the matter 
that the plan will be carried through 
ln the immediate future. 

The locat ion of two large rai lroad 
yards within thirteen miles of each 
other w a s never contemplated by rai l ­
road m e n and is the result of deve l ­
opments not anticipated in the orig­
inal p lans of (lie road. Whi le the 
c h a n g e i s so important that It w a s 
net, . taken ser ious ly by local rail­
road men when the rumor w a s first 
heard, It has gradually become evident 
that the plan Is being ser ious ly con­
sidered and that all indications point to 
i ts be ing carried through, everyone ad­
mit t ing that there ls no necess i ty for 
t w o largo yards so near to each other 
and that a great sav ing could be ef­
fected through t h e proposed conso l ida­
tion. 

The removal of the freight loco­
mot ives to Ayer would neces s i ta t e the 
building of a n e w roundhouse there, 
which, with a comparat ive ly small 
amount of new trackage, will be about 
the only expense involved In m a k i n g 
the change. It Is contended t h a t the 
saving In the operat ing expense Would 
soon offset the expense Pf improve­
ments at Ayer, w h e r e the railroad com­
pany already o w n s Iand enough to 
meet all their n e e d s for m a n y years to 
come. Railroad men in general pro­
nounce the plato aB ent ire ly feasible 
and m a n y e x p r e s s surprise that t h e 
change w a s not made years a g o when' 
Ayer first' came Into i ts o w n as a rai l ­
road center and the junction point to 
several • important! d iv is ions each' • of 
which i s more Imfco'rtaht from a freight 
v iewpoint than on a c c o u n t of the pas­
senger traffic bundled

The districts which are nract ical ly 
fixed include the fourth, which i s the 
home of Congressman W. H. Wilder , 
of Gardner. 

To the present fourth district , which 
now has a population of 229,612, 
Athol, Petersham, Royalston and Phi l -
ipston, in Worcester county, are add­
ed .from the' second district,, and 
Shrewsbury and Westbpro from the 
third, g iv ing the district a population 
of 247,515. To reduce this so a s to 
approximate the standard number, 
there are taken from the present dis­
trict the towiis'-'of Ashland, Ayer; Bed­
ford, Concord, Groton, Lexington,. Lit­
t leton. Natick, Pepperell and Wes t ­
ford with a total' population of 36,103, 
wihic'.i subtracted from the 247;515, 
l eaves the population of the n e w 
fourth district at- 211,412. 
' Taking the vote for governor in 

1910, as a . basis of calculation, the 
n e w fourth district i s fully as strongly 
republican (which.'isn't j saying much) 
a s the old one. The total republican 
vote in Athol, Royals ton . Petersham, 
Phll l ipston, Shrewsbury and West-
boro, the added t o w n s . W a s 1633 in 
1910, while the total democratic vote 
that year was 933. 

T h e total vote in the towns taken 
a w a y from the district, Ashland. Ayer, 
Bedford, Concord, Groton, Lexington, 
Littleton, Natick, P e p p * e l l . and Wcst-
f o r d - w a a - a s - f o l l o w s - i i r t S H ) : - Repub­
lican 3198, Democratic 2746. 

The republican margin in 1910, in 
the towns taken from thOvdistrict was 
452, whi le the republican margin in 
the added towns in the s a m e year 
w a s an even 700. This m e a n s on the 
same basis a republican gain df 248 
votes. That isn't much, but in the 
election of 1910, Wilder defeated 
Mitchell for the long term by on ly 130 
votes, and Mitchell defeated Wilder 
for the short tferm by twenty- four 
votes .

At a legal meeting of the Inhabi­
tants of the Town of Shirley, Massa­
chusetts, duly warned as required by 
law- and held November seventh, 1911 
under the following article in the 
Warrant for calling the same, to wit: 

Article 6. To see if the Town will 
vote to adopt the following additional 
by-laws to provide for the removal of 
snow and ice from sidewalks within 
the limits of the hiidnvays or Town 
ways of the Town, and instruct the 
Selectmen to take the necessary steps 
to have the same am,roved and become 
effective, or act thvreon. 

Artiele .-,. 
Section 1. The tenant, occupant or 

owner of any estate abutting on any 
street, highway or Town way in the 
Town, and where there now is, or 
hereafter may be. a sidewalk con­
structed of or covered with concrete, 
brick, cement, stone, wood or any 
other material thon earth, ashes, or 
gravel, shall within twelve hours af­
ter the ceasing to fall, form or drift 
thereon, of any snow, sleet or Ice re­
move or cause to be removed such 
snow, sleet or ice therefrom so far as 
it can be removed, and, if the same 
cannot be wholly Temoved, shall 
sprinkle or cause to be sprinkled 
thereon, sand, ashes, sawdust, or other 
suitable substances, so that such side­
walk shall not be slippery and shall 
be safe and convenient for public 
travel. 

Section 2. Whoever violates the 
provision of tho preceding section 
shall be punished by a fine not ex­
ceeding T6n Dollars. 

It was voted to adopt the above ar­
ticle as one of the by-laws of. the 
Town.

Ends His Life. 

Leander S. P. .Marsh, seventy-six 
years old, a contractor and builder, 
took his own life by shooting, Wednes­
day afternoon at his home on Hazen 
road. In a note the man left were 
these words: "It is r>.lu o'clock. Fare-; 
well tp all ." 

Jlr. Marsh had been unwell for some 
time past and'sent for Dr, Thomas E. 
Lilly on Tuesday, who called on Mr. 
Marsh during that day. Dr. Lilly 
found the- man somewhat despondent. 

The J larsh home is in the vicinity, 
of the Boutilljer, Evans and Holden 
farms in the direction of Woods Vil­
lage from Shirley Village, and the deed 
was not discovered until Jlr. -Marsh's 
two son's, David and Jlitchell, returned 
home at six p. m. from Ayer. where 
they'' a r e employed as carpenters by 
C. H. Hardy. 

The body of the father was found 
lifeless on a couch in-a shop at the 
rear of the house, with a bullet hole 
in his head, and the rifle with w\bich 
the ac t -was committed was . fastened 
in a vise. 

Neighbors were notified and Dr. 
Lilly summoned. The bullet passed 
through the head, above the right 
cheek bone in front of the ear, and 
was found lodged in some brackets 
in the shop. It is thought that the 
act w'as committed between five and 
six o'clock, as the note indicated. 

Associate Medical Examiner Her­
bert B. Priest of Groton.was sent for 
and viewed the body of the aged man 
soon after the deed was discovered by 
the sons.
