Of the various organizations formed 
to better conditions of the laboring 
cla.'w he spoke emphatically and at 
length. 

Social and other problems need 
wide spread sympathy. Democracy 
should be extended by the education 
of tho foreign element among us. by 
the work of the church, the school 
and tho home.

Clipping. 
The Boston Journal in its Christmas 

issue gave a picture of Dr. Samuel A. 
Green and a letter from him full of 
Christmas good wishes and Christmas 
recollections.. The picture looked as 
Dr. Green did when he was here at 
the hospital last summer. Of this 
picture the Springfield Republican 
comments, "it does not do Justice to 
the restored health of t+ie octogena­
rian as he may be seen daily at the 
rooms ot the historical society on 
Boylston street. He is able as yet 
to walk but little: but from his hotel 
nearby, he visits the society ot which 
he is librarian, nearly every day and 
has there issued his latest ot many 
volumes, 'The natural history and 
topography ot Groton, Massachu­
setts,' ot which old township he has 
been the talchtui chronicler for more 
than half a century. We know much 
more, thanks to Dr. Green, ot the 
New England namesake of Groton in 
England, than ot the old parish of 
Adam WTnthrop from which pro­
ceeded John Wlnthrop,. when Boston 
was founded and the English prelates 
confounded, in 1629-30. 

"The new volume is a feast of 
scraps, in which the principal dish 
Is an account ot the flora and fauna 
of our Groton by Miss Elizabeth Hill, 
which covers forty-five pages and rep­
resents an immense .amount ot pe-
search, reduced to a few printed 
pages." 

Dr. Green in this Christmas letter 
tells ot Boston's cheerless Christmas 
in 1872, which came only a few weeks 
atter the great fire when ruins were 
on every side, hundreds had lost 
their property and thousands were 
out of work. The most pitiable suf­
fering prevailed tor Boston was be­
set by an epidemic of small-pox. 

"I was then," Dr. Green says, 
"city physician, and tow.ird the first 
ot the year, IST'S. reported no less 
than 4400 cases. It was about this 
time I seized the Koxljury almshouse 
for a small-po.x hospital and there 
was great controversy over that ac­
tion—Justified as it was Ijy the con­
dition of the plague." 

In expressing his hopes and good 
wishes. Dr. Green rememliers his na­
tive town and say.s: "That all that 
is good i)e extended to my native 
town of Groton, which in holding so 
firml.v to my affections only intensi­
fies my love and good wishes for the 
city of my adoption."

Mileage Book Rpgtilatlonji. 
As there appears to be a misunder­

standing regarding the new rules gov­
erning the use of Boston and Maine 
mileage books, the following full reg­
ulations are here given: 

Boston and Maine 1000-mIle mile­
age tickets will be accepted for pas­
sage on the Rutland railroad trains 
between Rutland, Vt, or Bennington, 
Vt , and White Creek. N. Y., when In 
the hands of pa.saengers traveling via 
White Creek. N. Y., on the New York, 
New Haven and Hartford railroad 
trains between all stations except sta­
tions on Chatham, Mass.. branch, and 
except on Nantaaket Beach branch 
electric car.a, on Montpeller and Wells 
River railroad and on the St. Johns-
bury and Lake Champlain railroad, 
subject to the rules and rcgrulatlons 
of such lines' tariffs governing the 
acceptance ot mileage tickets as law-

Sidowallc NoUce. 
The attention of owners and ten­

ants of estates abutting on hard sur­
faced sidewalks Is called to the fact 
tha.t the provision in the town by-laws 
requiring them to "remove snow, sleet 
or Ice therefrom so tar as It can be 
removed, and if the same cannot be 
wholly removed, shall sprinkle, or 
cause to be sprinkled thereon, sand, 
ashes, sawdust or other suitable sub­
stance so that such sidewalk shall not 
be slippery and shall be safe and con­
venient for "public travel," Is not com­
plied with hy removing only so much 
ot the Ice as can readily be scraped 
off with a common snow shovel or iron 
shovel, but requires the use of an ice 
chlsej, several kinds ot which are 
made for that purpose. 

It is only when the Ice cannot be 
wholly removed that It Is permissi­
ble to sprinkle sand, etc., on the side­
walks, and In such cases It Is not suf­
ficient to sprinkle a narrow strip in 
the center of the sidewalk. The whole 
sidewalk must be made sate and con­
venient tor public travel, no part ot 
it being left slippery. 

Observations of Obadlali. 
Have you observed the working of 

the egg crusade In BostonT You can 
buy good eggs at twenty-two cents, 
and the very best case eggs at thirty 
cents per dozen. Absolutely fresh 
egars range about forty cents. . Our 
local markets will supply you with 
case eggs, warranted, at thirty cents, 
and the farmers are getting thirty 
and thirty-five cents for strictly fresh. 
Boston has us beat In butter. An ordi­
nary common grade here costs from 
thirty-eight to forty cents per pound, 
whereas at the Hub you can obtain 
a better grade from thirty to thirty-
two cents. Why is It thus? 

The Inauguration of the parcel 
post seems to be congesting things. 
I received a letter from a neighboring 
city, postmarked January 2 a. m., on 
Januarj' 6 p. m. Another delay was 
a letter from a neighboring town, 
twelve miles distant, marked Decem­
ber 26, and stamped iiere December 
30—quick work. 

I observe that coal dealers at Low­
ell and In neighboring towns are sell­
ing coal briquettes, an excellent fuel 
by the way, tor $6.00 to J7.00 per ton. 
It's a pity we cannot get some here. 
The thermometer and the prices run 
high—a fortunate combination. "The 
Lord tempers the wind to its shorn 
lamb." 

I observe that here, as elsewhere. 
It is difflcult to get good help, male 
or female. The few in the market 
are indolent and untrustworthy, look­
ing tor wages, not for work. It is 
on that account that they are always 
lahorers—-never capitalists. Why the 
Lord ever made so many human dis­
cards—tor some good purpose no 
doubt—is not apparent. Observer. 

Time for Action. 
In view of the fact that the- town 

ot Gardner is now endeavoring to get 
a lower rate tor electricity. • It might 
be well it such a movement might be 
started here. That the town ot Ayer 
is paying a very excessive rate for tho 
current is a matter that cannot be 
successfully denied. The rate in 
Gardner, beginning January 1, last, is 
fourteen cents a kilowatt, tiie com­
pany furnishing the current lower by 
a whole cent from its previous figure 
of fifteen cents, provided that the bill 
is paid on the tenth of the month. 
The people In that town, so tar as can 
be learned from the press reports, arc 
far from satisfied with the reduction 
and are demanding a twelve-cent 
rate. They point to the fact that the 
town ot Ashburnham. which gets Its 
electricity from the same company as 
Gardner does, is paying.only >a twelve-
cent rate, after the company had to 
build an expensive transmission line 
to that town. 

The town ot Baidwlnvlllc is selling 
electricity at eleven cents, getting Its 
current from the company at Gard­
ner. The rate In Ayer Is seventeen 
cents If paid on or before the tenth 
ot the month, or three cents more 
than Gardner's reduced rate, and five 
cents greater than that ot Ashburn­
ham. 

If these rates are so high as to 
call tor such a protest. It Is clear that 
Ayer has a just cause for complaint, 
especially as the Massachusetts Light­
ing companies, which furnishes light 
for thirty cities and towns in the 
state, Including Ayer, Is constantly In­
creasing- Its net income In a sub­
stantial way. According to the figures 
In the report of the business of the 
company given in the current Jan­
uary report by the C. D. Parker & 
Co., bankers, of Boston, the Massa­
chusetts Lighting Companies and the 
companies whose shares are owned by 
It has received a net profit for the 
year ending Juno 29, 1912. »284,-
034.08, after all expenses Including in­
terest charges. 

The net sales for the five months 
ending November 26, 1912, according 
to tho same authority, amouiit to 
$419,488.45, an increase over the 
same period In 1911, of $43,680.77, or 
11.64 percent The report further 
gives the liet sales for November, 
1912, as $96,214.38, and In the same 
period the previous year,-$83^647.66, 
an increase for the month of No­
vember, 1912, over that of the same 
month In 1911. of 13.83 percent. 

If Ashburnham, with a population 

of 2107 can get its llgh? .from the. 
Gardner company at a'"'twelve-ceht 
rate, and BaMwinvlIIe,''with/rSTS'peo-
ple, can sell to its citizens at a rate 
of eleven cents, there appears to be 
no reason whatever why Ayer, with . 
a population of 2797 according to tho 
last census, should not get It at the 
same rate, or at least at a rate which ' 
will be a substantial reduction from 
tho present exorbitant one. If this la 
to be done It Is up to the people of 
Ayer and especially to users ot elec­
tricity, to take such a c t i o as will 
bring about this result.
