Ice Men Worried.

The continued unseasonable weath-
er is causing some uneasiness on the
part of the ice men, who fear that
unlesg real winter soon sets in, that
it will be impossible to get a supply
of the product. President Frank J.
Bartlett, of the Boston Ice Company,

-which has one of its large sources of

supply at Sandy pond, stated on Mon-
day that never in the history of the
company had they failed to cut good
4ce prior to January 20, and that now
their seven ponds south of - Boston
were as free from ice as they were
in the summer time. Sandy pond is
nearly free from.ice of any account,
and from present appearances it is

‘rather doubtful if ice of anywhere

near the required. thickness will be
made. .

The company has two ponds inp New
Hampshire, on one of which the ice
is only three inches thick, but the
one in Sanbornville, of that state, has
ice ten inches thick. Other compa-
nies have the same trouble about get-
ting their ice, and the Pope & Turner
Ice Comparny, of Boston, will prob-
ably be obliged to ship its ice from
Northern New Hampshire, or even
from Canada if. the warm weather
lagts much longer. This company is
now obliged to buy its ice from other
compantes.

In Boston, the large customers
were told this week that they could
only obtain one-half their usual sup-
ply until new ice is harvested. In ad-
dition to the absence of ice making
weather, the warm spell has been the
cause of a greater demand than usual
this winter, so that the supply has
been depleted more rapidly than in
previous winters. .

Unless there comes a change soon
in cold weather the consumers, as
well as the dealers, will be much af-
fected, as high prices are ‘likely to
prevail unless the usual supply is ob-
tained.

Prospects Very Poor.

Four employees of the Boston Ice
Company at Sandy pond left on
Thursday for Sanbornville, - N. H.,
where the company is getting its sup-
ply of ice. Mr. Daly, the superin-
tendent of the company at Sandy
pond, stated on Friday that the pros-
pects of getting any ice on .the pond
for his company this winter are very
poor. The ice on the pond is not
sufficient to support a man, an. un-
heard of condition at this season of
the year. The nearest approach to
it was in the winter of 1889-90, when
the company succeeded in getting a
partial supply, and later obliged to
go to Lake Village, N. H,, to get the
required amount. This was the Ad-
dison Gage Company, which was af-
terward absorbed by the .Boston Ice
Company. There are only three of
the seven houseg now full at Sandy
pond.

Further Fire Protection,

The shed at the point of meeting
of the old Groton road and Wash-
ington street, opposite the residence
of Charles C. Wood, is being put in
condition to be used as a hose house.
A hose carriage has bheen ordered, and
is expected __to arrive soon. It is in-
tended by the fire engineers, who are
making these arrangements, to have
about five hundred feet of hose to
equip the new carriage. This action
by the engineers is taken to afford
better fire protection for the hill dis-
trict. It is proposed to have two
men each from the hose companies
and hook and ladder company re-
spond to all alarms of fire on the hiil,
as they will not be obliged to pull
the hose wagons. As the hose car-
riage is to be statloned there, of
course there will be no need of pull-
ing the other carriages up the steep
incline unless the flre assumes such
proportions as to make their use ne-
cessary. Charles C. Wood is putting
the bullding in shape for its uses,

Ncaring Completion.

The new steel bridge at Mitchell-
ville is rapidly approaching comple-
tion and it is expected that travel will
be opened over it within a short time.
The structure is a very substantial
one and will stand an immense strain.
The abutments are of solid masonry
and when the work is finished the
bridge question at this point will be
settled for many years to come.
There is an additional advantage of
the new over the old bridge in the
stdes. In the wooden bridge which
has been torn down, it was impos-
sible to see a team or an automobile
while coming across the bridge from
the sharp curves on the Shirley side,
as the sides were boarded tight. In
the new bridge the sides are open,
and while the view {g not entirely un-
obstructed, it i{s sufficient to see teams
or automobileg coming In either di-
rection across the bridge, and there-
by make the risk of collisions less
than formerly.

On the south slde of the highway
on the Shirley side will be placed an
iron fence next to the bridge. There
fs a bad curve in the highway at this
point and it is to avoid the danger
of running off the road, especially
when it is dark, that this added pre-
caution is taken.

Mr. Root spoke of many things
that are of greatest importance to the
future civic and religious welfare of
the towns of Massachusetts. In or-
der to give the church its rightful
place, and influence, it is necessary
that two or three small churches
shall become one strong church, eith-
er by union or federation. He em-
phasized community betterment. It
the citizens are united in making the
streets look better, many will follow
thelr lead. . Another point he em-
phasized was organized work for
playgrounds, gymnasiums. ete.

All who were present and listened
to the earnest, stirring appeal of the
speaker, felt that Peppereil could be-
come a much better town if all the
recommendations could -bear good
fruit in practical application. A
quartet composed of Rev., R. W.
Drawbridge, O. M. Nash, Mrs. Draw-
bridge and Miss Morgan gave some
pleasing seletcions, and there was
also gouod music by the large chorus
choir.

Nurse association was held in the
town hall on Monday evening with a
good attendance. The reports show-
ed the affairs of the association to
be in good condition, and a small bal-
ance in the treasury, with which to
begin the new year. The meeting
opened with a short musical program,
consisting of - selections from the
graphonola, singing by a quartet com-
posed of Mrs. R. W. Drawbridge,
Walter Drury, Oliver Nash, Rev. R.
‘W. Drawbridge, piano duet by Mrs, E.
L. Tarbell and Mrs. C. M. Gage, and
a vocal duet by Mrs. Elberfeld and
Mrs., Drawbridge. The numbers were
pleasing and were well received by
the audience.

After a resume of the year's work
by Rev. D. R. Child, and remarks uy
others present, the new nurse, Miss
Beatrice Flynn, spoke briefly on what
she hoped to do in her work in Pep-
perell. Miss Flynn has a pleasing per-
sonality and seems thoroughly at
home in 21l branches of her profes-

sion. Moreover, she is very enthusi-.

astic in her work and purposes to
make in it a large success.

Two aspects of the nurse's work
should be emphasized in which Miss
Flynn is wholly in sympathy with the
wisheg of the directors of the asso-
ciation. One, the social side, and the
other, the work through some of the
institutions of the town, particulariy
the schools.

The nurse should be more than
merely a trained assistant in sickness.
She is a distinet factor in the com-
munity life and as such may be of
great benefit in helping to maintain
high standards of life, as well as
physical health. To be, as Miss
Flynn put it, a “‘community friend,”
is even more than to bhe a tratned
nurse, when only one iy possible. That
side of the work should reccive every
help and encouragement possible
from the townspeople..

On the other, the nurse, in co-
operation with the school authorities,
particularly the medical inspector and
the teachers, will keep in close touch
with the children of the schools, visit-
ing the many buildings daily, if pos-
sible, "and the other, occasionally to
follow up the work of medical inspec-
tion which is required by law and
perform any services which may not
require a physician, but which are
necessary. - Also to keep in touch so
far as may be with the homes of the
pupils in order that parents may be
kept informed and assisted in care
for the children’s health.

In larger places, this work is deem-
ed so important, and its results so
beneficial, that nurses are employed
by the school authorities, who do
nothing else.

This new branch of the district
nurse’s work in town has been added,
and from it the officers of the asso-
cfation and the school authorities
hope much will result in the way of
better health of the pupils and con-
sequently larger efficiency in their
school work.

The meeting expressed its appreci-
ation of the efficient services of the
retiring treasurer, E. L. Tarbell, by a
unanimous vote of thanks. Mr. Tar-
bell has worked most arduously for
the success of the association, and to
his work {s due much of the fact that
the association stands on a firm finan-
cial basis. To mention another of the
many of who have shown much !n-
terest in what the association is try-
ing to do, Rev. Dudley R. Child, has
spared neither time nor expense to
make the year successful. Particular-
ly in the matter of obtaining a nurse,
he has been most helpful. He has
vigited and been in correspondence
with hospitals and training schools for
some time past, to secure the best
person available for the place.

Mrs. C. D. Hutchinson, the presi-
dent, presided throughout in a digni-
fied and efficient manner. The towns-
people are respectfully urged to make
the work of the treasurer, P. .J. Hayes,
as easy as possible by paylng their
annual dues to him rather than mak-
ing it necessary for him to seek out
the individual members.
