Involving 
the electrification of l ines within t h e 
Metropolitan d l s t r t e f 'While this to , 
a matter which a t present principally 
concerns the residents of that dW-
trlct, •Vice Pres ident H. J. Horn of 
tho New Haven bel ieves that ther^ -
will be a n . ever-Increasing electrlflca­
tlon of local communi t i e s until t h e s e 
are finally merged. Tho N e w H a v e a 
la already c o m m i t t e e to ah expendi ­
ture of $20,000,000 for clectrIHc3.tloa 
already completed, under way or c o n ­
templated. In Masi>achusetts, t h « 
work Immediately Involved, u p o n 
which operations will be started In 
the spring. Is the electrlflcatlon of the 
four-track line from Boston to P r o v ­
idence. It la figured that the cost of 
coal and engine repairs will be r e ­
duced flfty percent , and while t h e 
economy thus effected would n o t 
alone Justify the great expense of 
power houses and electrlflcatlon, .oth­
er economics of operation will ultU 
mately be gained.

Signs ot c h a n g e of att itude toward 

the New Haven railroad are apparent 
In two events w h i c h have happened 
recently- One w a s the petition t a k e n ' -
by Chairman F- J- McLeod of t h e "'• 
Massachusetts railroad commiss ion 
regarding t h e • n e w rates of f a r e 
which were s o vigorously opposed by ' 
teachers and students at a hear ing 
at the state house, Mr. MoLeod 
stated that the n e w rates are a p ­
plied on a scientiflc principle and 
persons using one-month and t w o -
month t ickets are gett ing lower rates 
than before. Under the old schedule , 
he said, one communi ty was s o m e ­
t imes paying about double w-hat a n ­
other c o m m u n i t y was . The change 
In rates w o r k s a hardship on aome 
s tudents w h o have been using thei 
three-months ' tickets,, but the counse l 
tor the Boston and Maine raised the 
point a t the hear ing that there w a s 
no reason w h y a lower rate should bo 
given to a boy w h o Is sti idying to b e ­
come a bookkeeper than to one w h o 
is learning the woo l business.

A Prescript to S c r t ^ b o o k Notee. 
In 1661, the Assembly of Province 

ot Massachusetts Bay granted one 
Mrs, Abigail F l int ( T h o m a s ) and her 
second son, J o h n Flint , each four 
hundred acres of land west of the 
Naahway river, In recognition of his 
service a s a magistrate , she hav ing 
a large family. 
• Jonathan Danforth , of Blllerlca, a 
noted surveyor, per order, laid out 
"from country land," four hundred 
acres, including and adjacent to 
Flint's pond. T h i s pond and brook 
is In Hol l l s and still retains the name. 
H e also laid out four hundred acres 
for her son John, about one mile east 
by south. Southeast of said pond 
John's grant, on the south, touched 
the river. The Fl int tract was de­
scribed in the Hol l l s Times. At that 
time It might have been called "wild 
lands." Mrs. Fl int 's land w a s con­
sidered the more valuable lot, be­
cause of fish and beavers, a s furs 
were a cash article of commerce . 

In 1669, or 1660, Massachusetts 
also granted "country land" to Capt. 
Wil l iam Davis, of Boston and Isaac 
Johnson, of Roxbury; flve hundred 
acres to Mrs. A n n a Lane; three h u n ­
dred acres to J o h n Wilson, flrst m i n ­
ister of Boston, a n d one thousand 
acres to the t o w n of Charlestown, 
Mass., for a schoo i farm, and flve 
hundred acres to Mrs. A n n a Cole, ad­
joining thereto. This school f a r m 
bordered upon the Souhegan river In 
Milford, "at a great hill called D r a m -
cup hill." D r a m - c u p hill was not far 
from the nor thwes t corner ot the 
township of old Dunstable, of old 
Middlesex county, Mass. , in the Prov­
ince ot Massachuset t s Bay, prior 1740. 

The stone bound above ment ioned 
still exists on the bank of the Souhe ­
g a n river, near Jones' crossing In 
Milford, N. H., and 209 feet south of 
said corner bound stands a m o n u ­
ment, placed there by the Milford 
Historical society. It stood the tests 
of t ime for 250 years. 

The above-sa id school farm land 
became eventual ly the nest egg of the 
"high school sy s t em" of Massachu­
setts. 

John Colburn, a nat ive of Holies , 
born m 1799, son of James Colburn 
and H a n n a h J e w e t t and grandson of 
Thomas Colburn of Pepperell , Mass., 
and Ethel F l a g g of H o l i e s — T h o m a s 
died In 1767—married Miss Abbie 
Chamberlain, of Charlestown, was a n 
early manufacturer of meat barrels 
and a census remunerator in 1840, In 
his district. H e urged and secured 
the convert ing of proceeds of a fore­
said school land into and for h igh 
school purposes, Mr. Colburn return­
ed to his nat ive town In 1844, w h e r e 
he died on February 22, 1896, aged 
ninety-six years , his l ineage be ing 
from Edward Colburn, a sur\1v6r of 
the bloody Indian fight near Spring­
field, Mass., 1675, In King Phi l ip's 
war. 

Edward located in Dracut, Mass., 
near P a w t u c k e t Fall , Lowell . He and 
six sons built and lived in a fortified 
log house. Ex-governor Abner Co-
burn w a s ot this same line. 

Medtord, Mass., had a high school 
which for thirty years or more w a s 
taught by schoo lmaster Charles Cum­
mlngs, a Holl ls lte , and of l ineage of 
Samuel and Prudence Lawrence Cum­
mlngs, of Groton, Mass, 

In 1663, a petit ion, s igned by t w e n ­
ty-six persons, to the General Court 
of Massachusetts Bay, and granted 
on October 15, conveyed more than 
two hundred square miles, Including 
the towns ot Hudson, Holl ls and the 
city of Nashua; Dunstable and Tyngs ­
boro, Mass., besides portions of the 
towns of Amherst , Milford, Merri­
mack, Litchfield, Londonderry, Pe l ­
ham and Brookl lne In New H a m p ­
shire, and Pepperel l and Townsend 
in Massachusetts , and formed a part 
of Middlesex county, Mass., until 1740. 
The survey about that time cut from 
the said county all of the above towns 
and city that are now in New H a m p ­
shire. 

Peter Powers w a s the son of Daniel 
and Elizabeth W h i t c o m b Powers , and 
was married twice, marrying his sec ­
ond wife, Martha Bates, about 1710. 
Four children are recorded In Groton, 
Mass.—Daniel , born on April 21, 1702; 

J o n a t h a n , October 13, 1704; Hannah , 
•^Pebruary 22, 1709. and William, April 

18, 1712,,> son of wife Martha. B e ­
tween 1704-9, It is told that this P o w ­
ers family dwelt for a time in Litt le­
ton, where his father died in 1708. 
Peter, b o m in Li t t le ton In 1707, prob­
ably resided In Groton and w a s 
known by m a n y of its people. Line­
age of Walter Powers , born in Essex, 
Eng., 1639, c a m e to America about 
1654, married on March 11, 1661, 
Trial Sheppard, daughter of Dea, 
Ralph Sheppard, of Maiden, Mass. 
He died at Litt leton, Mass., on F e b ­
ruary 22, 1708.1—Stearns, P lymouth 
History of X. H. 

Jonathan Powers located on the 
east side of P ine hill in Dunstable . 
H e was married three times. His 
first wife, Bridget, died on September 
21, 1763. aged thirty-three years. She 
was buried in P ine Hill cemetery. He 
married next Su.sannah Wil loughby on 
November 2S. 1764. Jonathan w a s 
the father of twenty-s ix ch i ldren— 
Jonathan. David, Harvey and Marcel­
lus Judson Powers were of this line. 

Marcellus J. Powor.«. of Hollls, now 
re.sldes a few rods eastward of where 
Peter Powers , the fir.st permanent 
settler of ch.irtered Hollis, located. 
In 1730. He c a m e in the autumn of 
1730. but his family did not come un­
til late in January 1731. He had mar­
ried Ann.T. Ko\'es. of Chelmsford. 
Miuss.. In 1728. 

The third child .Anna was the first 
white person born in said town. He 
surveyed out several townships for the 
Masonian Proprietors of New H a m p 
shire In Coos, in 1754, ho securing two 
hundred acres for each township laid 
At t imes he had hundretls of acres 
of land to his name. He served as 
captain in Col. Joseph Blanchard's 
regiment In 1755. He died on A u -
gu.st 22, 1757, and his wife died on 
September 21. 1798, aged ninety. 

For further particulars refer to 
Worcester's Holies. 1S79: N. H. State 
Papers. Vols. 1-10. and Prov. Record, 
and 24-30 Town Charters. 

This prescript is In regard to P ine 
hill sect ion of Holies, which was s ev ­
ered from Dunstable , N. H., now 
Nashua, In 1763. Because of his ac ­
quaintance In Oroton, a majority of 
the sett lers hereabouts were from 
Groton, Mass. A short sketch and 
description of these .settlers Is to fol­
low. 

A special noto relative to Peter 
Powers: "He w a s In Capt. Lovell 's 
second expedit ion, which captured 
ten Indian sca lps and ten new guns , 
for which they received £ 1 0 0 sterl­
ing for each scalp, about (600, $23,.'>3 
for each gun captured, Mr. P o w e r s 
w a s an equal shareholder In this. It 
may have been his flrst money with 
which to purchase lands."
