Train Wrecked. 
It is" regarded as nothing sliort of a 

miracle that out of the number of pas­
sengers on the iJar Harbor express 
derailed here on Wednesday morning 
on the Stony Hrook branch of the Bos­
ton and Maine railroad, a short dis­
tance from the Graniteville station, no­
body was killed or even seriously In­
jured. Including the engineer, C. It. 
Goodfleld. a Lowell man. the firemen 
and other members of the train crew, 
porters anil, paBsenger.s, there were 
about sixty people on the train. An 
engineer of the road named Armstrong, 
who was riding in the baggage to his 
home In Portland, was struck and 
bruised by an overturned trunk, and 
the baggagemaster was also s l ight ly 
injured In the same manner. Neither 
the engineer or fireman received a 
scratch, for the engine did not leave 
the rails. Two wreck trains, one from 
Hoston and the other from Nashua 
were soon engaged In the work of 
clearing the, debris, laying -new rails 
and get t ing the overturned cars back 
upon the track. 

The train was mado up of six s leep­
ers, baggage, mall, buffet smoker and 
n private car—nine cars In all. .Ml 
the cars, with the exception of the sec­
ond, were either derailed or ditched. 
The rails were torn up and Dent out of 
shape for a distance of nearly a quar­
ter of a mile. It Is thought that the 
rear truck of the tender left the rails 
and spread thom, thus causing the 
other cars to be either derailed or 
ditched. At the rear end of tho train 
w.as the private car of Mrs. G. F. 
Boardman, of Xew York, whose hus­
band Is said to be onn of the directors 
of the road, and w a s not derailed. The 
train was on its maiden trip of the' 
summer between Xew- York and Port­
land. Another express from Xew York 
to Har Harbor went around from Ayer 
to .Nashua and backing, up to the scene 
of the wrecked train took the passen­
gers to their destinations. 

The passengers on tho train were 
Roner.ally all asleep at the time of the 
wreck and many wero bruised by be­
ing thrown out from their berths, and 
many -n'ere obliged to. be awakened 
from their sleep atter . the wreck who 
knew nothing of tho wreck. The de­
railed cars put the telephone wires out 
of commission, but a large force of 
men were dispatched to the scene and 
soon had the damage repaired in 
short time.

DOIXGS AT T H E STATE H O U S E . 

With its work practical ly completed 
last week, the legis lature ot 191-3 
practically closed, a l though when ad­
journment was taken on Saturday 
both branches agreed to meet on 
Wednesday ot this week, and then 
to hold sess ions on Friday, In order 
that the governor might have t ime to 
act on all the bills before h im. and 
in c a s e of vetoes might have a chance 
to pas^ them over his veto it desired. 
The friction between the execut ive 
and the legislature reached a point, 
at the end, where pointed crit ic isms 
of Governor F o s s were indulged- in 
by several mepibers on the floor of 
the house, 

• • • • 
The legislature now c los ing may 

well go down ih history as the "veto 
legislature." Thirty bills or resolves 
have been vetoed, and on seven of 
these the governor's act ion w a s over 
ruled, whi le he w a s susta ined on 
twenty- three . The vetoes on which 
he w a s sustained were: Increase 
salaries of members of the Boston li­
cens ing board; create a l icensing 
board fpr the town of Clinton; give 
the Suffolk law school the power to 
confer degrees; establish the salaries 
ot municipal court officers in Boston; 
provide that otficers in the East Bos­
ton district court shall be uni formed; 
that records of former convict ions 
shal l not be communica ted in the 
lower courts; to increase the salary 
of messenger of the Boston municipal 
court; authorize Boston to appropri­
ate money to abolish the East Bos­
ton tunnel tolls; increase the power 
of t h e Cambridge Electric Light Co.; 
establ ish a standard for butter and 
o leomargar ine; permit supplementary 
l i s t i n g . of voters in police s t a t i o n s 
prevent conveying dest i tute children 
in patrol wagons ; permit c h a n g e of 
party enrol lment at a date later than 
now fixed; relative to civil service 
laws ln''case ot engineers; Spanish war 
veterans preference in examinat ions 
prohibit the use ot c o m m o n drinking 
cups ; reimburse Arl ington for ex­
penses In connection with smal lpox; 
establ ish .salaries of state house fire­
m e n ; l icense moving picture oper­
ators; fix tenure ot school teachers 
permit l ight and power compan ie s to 
issue- more, bonds; label milk from 
outs ide the state,

contained thirty-eight acres, and the 
plaintiff says he has always been 
ready to perform his part of said 
agreement, but the . defendant has 
never been able' to perform her part 
of the same. The plaintiff further 
says that the defendant has become 
liable for the sum ot $260 which was 
j)ald under the above agreement; also, 
$500-, the forfeit stipulated in the 
contract, $100 tor work, a to ta l of 
$850, which the plaintiff seeks to re­
cover. 

The time of the payment of install­
ments as set forth in the original 
agreement was changed from time to 
time by the muttial consent of the 
parties to the contract, • 

The defendant's, demurrer Is as fol­
lows: First, said declaration .does not 
set out a cause of action substantially 
in accordance with the provisions of 
Chapter 173 of the revised lawis.

Third, the declara­
tion does not aver that the plaintiff 
performed his part of said wr i t t en 
contract or that his readiness to per­
form it was ever communicated lo the 
defendant; Fourth, it does not ap-:

said, contract. Fifth, the declaration 
joins two br more actions of contract 
with one of tort.

Indian Relies for the I.Ibrarj-. 
Charles H. Stone has placed In 

the Ayer library collection three flne 
specimens of Indian stone Implements 
—an axe, a long spear-head and a 
pestle, ' 

The axe Is a large one, eight inches 
long, two inches thick and four inches 
broad, grooved for the binding on of 
a split wood handle. 

The spear-head is of flint, ten and 
one-half inches long, halt an inch 
thick and two Inches in width. 

The pestle Is twelve Inches long 
and is about one and a half inches in 
diameter a t the handle and enlarged 
to about tw6 Inches at the working 
end and it has evidently been fash-, 
ioncd out of a long stone and shows 
the marks of its use in the usual 
rough stone mortar of Indian days. 

These implements were found by 
Mr. Stone on his farm about thirty 
years ago and havo been carefully 
preserved in the family and are now 
placed in the library collection of arti­
cles of local interest, the owner realiz­
ing the desirability of the protection 
afforded by a fire-proof building. 

The axe and spear-head were found 
on that part of the farm now included 
In Woodlawn cemetery, and the pestle 
near the division wall with the 
Bianchar<l farm. 

The library trustees will he pleased 
to receive for its collection any fur­
ther articles of this n.ature. relating 
especially to the Indian occup.ation of 
this locality, and articles connected 
with the early settlement of this part 
of old Groton, and also its days as a 
village in that town.

Nelson A. Holden, a native and life­

long resident of Shirley, passed a w a y 
suddenly at his home on Main street 
on Wednesday evening at 8.30 from 
the effects of valvular disease of the 
heart. Mr. Holden's unexpected death 
gave his family and friends a shock 
as Mr. Holden was thought by all In 
the town to be rapidly recovering from 
the effects of a mild attack of pneu­
monia which affected him on May 24, 
and from which he s e e m e d to recover 
quickly, g iv ing his family and friends 
s t r o n g . h o p e s that his physical condi­
tion W o u l d ' s o o n be normal again, and 
when on Sunday and Monday he was 
taken by his son. Frederick W., for a 
short auto ride to Fort pond and near­
by places , it gave his townspeople a s ­
surance beyond all reasonable doubt 
that his u l t imate and comple te recov­
ery waa near at hand. 

T h e s e fond anticipations, however , 
were soon blasted, for on Tuesday he 
see ined less inclined to be act ive and 
w a s a t tended by the family physician, 
Dr. Charles J. Pelrce, w h o w a s assisted 
by Dr. Hopkins , of Ayer. All that 
medical sc ience could do was applied, 
but he s e e m e d to be str icken with a 
fatal w e a k n e s s \v-hlch on W^ednesday 
evening, s o m e time after supper hour, 
developed Into a .sinking spell . The 
fami ly physician was hasti ly sumrhon-
ed, but before he arrived our honored 
citizen a n d t o w n s m a n had passed into 
the great beyond. 

Ne l son A. Holden w a s the son of 
Luke and Mary (Nut t ing) Holden and 
w a s one of e leven chi ldren. He w a s 
born in Shirley on August 6, 1842, and 
has res ided here cont inuous ly s ince 
that t ime with t h e except ion of a few 
years' res idence In Ayer and Groton. 
He received his educat ion In the pub­
lic s c h o o l s of Shirley, a t t end ing the 
historic Pound hlll s choo lhouse , w h i c h 
Is now the residence of the authoress , 
Mrs. E l l en C. Lynch. 

Mr. H o l d e n w a s united In marriage 
on S e p t e m b e r 5, 1869, to M l s s Mar­
t h a A. "Whitcomb, Rev. Seth Chan­
dler performing the c e r e m o n y at his 
res idence, the we l l -known Chandler 
homes tead , Shirley Center. T w o sons 
blessed th i s union, Frederick W. and 
Perry O. Holden. 

T h e deceased fol lowed b lacksmi th ­
ing for l ivelihood and early in life 
w e n t to work for J. C. Parsons , of 
Ayer, and remained there unti l about 
1877, w h e n he c a m e to Shir ley and 
bought out the b lacksmith s h o p on 
Main street , which he operated suc­
cessful ly until about s ix years ago , 
w h e n h e aold out and ret ired. H e w a s 
a pas t grand of Robert B u r n s lodge, 
I. O. O. F. , and a m e m b e r of Mary A. 
L i v e r m o r e R e b e k a h lodge, of Shirley. 

Mr. H o l d e n w a s conservfit lve In al l 
th ings , devoted to his h o m e and f a m ­
ily, a s t a u n c h friend- and loyal c i t i ­
zen, a l w a y s on t h e side of r ight and 
honor and w a s universal ly k n o w n as 
a m a n w h o at tended str ict ly to h i s 
o w n business'. H e never fa i l ed to re ­
spond In a practical w a y to those less 
for tunate In life than himself, a n d w a s 
honest , fearless and consc ient ious In 
the. per formance of every duty. H i s 
q u i e t , - g e n t l e m a n l y personal i ty w a s a 
s t r o n g feature of h is l ong a n d useful 
life a n d left Its. Impression for good 
on alt w i t h w h o m ho cahie In contact . 
In the pass ing of ' Mr. Ho lden t h e 
town h a s lost a s ter l ing cit izen.
