Shattuck and Phineas Harrington now 
live, the two lots together making a 
lot about 100 feet frontage and about 
140 feet deep; a location quite central, 
yet Just off the main h ighway. Upon 
this site erect a modern •wooden school-
house, thoroughly equipped, having 
two schoolrooms with the various 
other necessary arrangements to be 
used for the primary or flrst four 
grades. This, Including , the property 
should not exceed an expense of 
»12,000, 

We propose then to alter' the pres­
ent Chaplin building as fol lows: Raise 
the building perhaps two feet, or more 
If -necessary, and put beneath it a 
good basement with modern sanitary 
ar.ran^gements. room for play, etc., be­
sides I a heating and vent i lat ing plant. 
Lay new Hoors In the present school­
rooms, put In larger and higher win­
dow's and other alterations necessary 
to make the place practically up-to-
date in Its appointments at an esti­
mated "expense of $4000. 

The Butler bulldliig wc propose to 
repair by laying new doors and plac­
ing such partitions and other altera­
tions as may -be found necessary to fit 
It suitable for the high school work 
alone at an estimated expense.of (1000. 
This we ,believe will be ample .pro­
vision for the children of Grolon for a 
long time to come. 

At West Groton we found a crowd­
ed house. Three teachers are trying 
to teach in two, rooms, a temporary, re­
lief hav ing been attempted by using 
the front coat'rooms for classes. Three 
rooms are, an absolute necessity- here. 
Ŵ e devised a plan by -which two rooms 
coiuld be added, to the present build­
ing und proper heat and ventilation as 
required with a basement beneath. 
This was estimated to cost $8000. 

A new up-to-date four-rpom wooden 
building with all modern improvements 
we found would cost hot to exceed 
$1210(10. Consid'eri'ng what we would 
have after fixing-over the : o ld 'house 
we did. not believe we were warranted 
in expanding such an. amount on s'uch 
a poorly constructed building. Fur­
thermore, the. location of the present 
building i'* not at all desirable. The 
lot is not large enough now, and- with 
an addition to the building there would 
be still- less i>layground, - It Is also 
<iulte a way out of the center of the 
school population, situated on a main 
thoroughfare through, which there is 
considerable automobile traffic, which 
latter is especially undesirable for the 
primary grades. 

'We. therefore, propose that the tOwn 

uated on Pepperell road and now own­
ed by H. Kemp, about 1V4 acres, which 
site seems to us much more desirable, 
at an ex'>ense for the building not to 
exceed $12,000. The old building could 
be easily converted Into tenement 
property, for which we . understand 
there is a dema'nd, and.should be easi lv 
disposed of to good advantage, which 
of course would help to that e x t e n t on 
the new proposition. 

We recommend, therefore, that the 
town build two new school buildings, 
one in Groton for- a primary and a 
four-room building in West Groton for 
both primary and Intermediate and re­
pair the Butler and Chaplin buildings 
as above set forth in this report.

To the Rdltor: 
The committee of 'five appointed by 

the chair at the town meeting on April 
7 last, "To invest igate the whole school 
question as regards housing our chil­
dren.'' submit the following report: 

A'our committee feel that thev have 
investigated this matter pretty thor­
oughly and have considered carefully 
all practical phases of the proposition. 
We have held regular meetings once a 
week, besides several others by ap­
pointment between times. On several 
occasions we have had the school com­
mitte and the superintendent of schools 
meet with us. We have also employed 
the services of an architect of Boston, 
a Mr. Woodbury, who attended some of 
our meetings for the purpose of help­
ing us lo work out. various plans and 
schemes that seemed to us feasible, 
and also to give us the approximate 
figures. We have Incurred thereby an 
expense of seventy-flve dollars of 
which wc ask the town to relieve u.s. 

We found that we were confronted 
with a problem practically divided in­
to two parts—to make provision for 
the children-of Groton and to provide 
for those of West Grolon. 

As to our Groton, our flrst consid­
eration w a s a combination scheme of 
remodeling and adding to the present 
Butler building to accommodate the 
high school and a part ot the Inter­
mediate grades. This, however, upon 
further invest igat ion and test imony 
from good authority, wc were convinc­
ed was not good practice. Tho high 
school should be separate and apart 
from the lower grades. 

The question then resolved Itself In­
fo one of two thlngs^-ei lher use t h e 
present Butler building for the grades 
and build a new high school or pro­
vide for the grades elsewhere and use 
the present building for the high 
school. Each of these propositions is 
attended with numerous difllculllcs. 
not the least being a suitable and 
available location. 

A plan, however, that w i s have Anal­
ly evolved, unanimously agreed upon 
which wc understand Is In conformity 
with good practice from nn educational 
point of view, also the most reasonable 
In cost, ahd which we think, taking all 
things Into consideration, wil l be the 
best for the town to adopt, i s as fol­
lows: 

To purchase a lot of land situated on

Asa Water.s, 2d wa.s the 
patriot of 1S12. furnishing implements 
of warfare tor the patriots of that war. 
Col. .^sa H. Waters also had armories, 
one of which was in business as late 
as the civil war. 

-Asa Waters. 2d. was the inventor of 
a lathe for turning'gun barrels of reg­
ular size, taking the place of the hand­
made barrels. Col. - .-\sa H. Waters, 
while postmaster of the town, ahout 
1S45. invented the first postage stamps 
ever used, and the few specimens of 
the" stamp now in existence are among 
those most coveted by stamp collec­
tors: and one of them was sold in re­
cent years for $1300. 

This patriotic old family of great in­
ventive and mechanical talent display­
ed In various lines ot mechanical in­
dustry, is high honored in the annals 
of the town. F. F. Waters m«v justlv 
feel proud of their historic record.

Fourth of July I'lans. 

The committee appointed by the se­
lectmen to prepare a program for tho 
celebration of the Fourth of July has 
practically all arrangements made, but 
a number of necessary details yet re­
main to be worked out. The committee 
has been greatly encouraged In the 
way the citizens have come forward to 
assist them in . tho work and from 
present appearances the parade., which 
will be the morning feature, will be 
the largest and best ever seen In town. 
The parade will be made.up of floats, 
carriages, trade teams, flre department 
trucks all prettily decorated as well 
as Individual and burlesque groups on 
foot. 

The parade will be led by Mlss Mad­
olin Whitney on horseback, who per­
formed her work so well last year, and 
several aids also mounted. The auto­
mobiles will form the flrst section and 
win lineup on East Main street. The 
othera will form on Columbia street 
near . the town hall and on Central 
avenue. The parade will start prompt­
ly at eight o'clock and will cover the

Flre. 
An alarm from box 7 which was re­

peated a few mi'nules later from the 
same^box at the corner of Pearl and 
Groton streets al two o'clock on Mon­
day morning called out the flremen to 
a fire In the house owned by" L. W. 
Phelps, which was fo'rmerly occupied 
as a junk shop by the late Raymond

house. .\t the lime of fire there was 
but one family occupying the house, 
that of P. T. Dix. who moved here 
from Fltchburg a few months ago. he 
being employed .as a fireman on the 
Boston and Maine railroad. At the 
time of the flre he was the only occu-

Eanl of the house, his 'wife and child 
eing awiTy on a visit a t the time. 
Mr. Dix, who was asleep In the up­

per part of the house when the Arc 
broke oul. was awakened by a hot air 
explosion which opened the door load­
ing to his room through which the 
fiames rushed Into his room. He was 
quite badly burned about the lower 
part of both legs and was also greatly 
unnerved by the experience. In a few 
seconds the whole interior of the upper 
stories were In fiames, Mr. Dix man­
aged to sav;e a part of his furniture, 
although practically all of It was left 
in the house. 

The fire was the moat stubborn one 
that the flremen have had to deal with 
for years, although the flre was almost 
entirely confined to the top story. AI-. 
though four powerful streams were 
thrown Into that part of the building 
It was fully three-quarters of an hour 
before the flre was put out. At one 
time It looked as if the nearby houses 
would surely catch flre. but the . lln 
roof on the buriicd building added 
greatly In preventing It. as it kept the 
flames from spreading through the top 
of the building. 

The inside of the entire upper story 
waa very badly burned and the lower 
stories were badly damaged by water. 
Mr. DIx's furniture was also badly 
damaged by water. The loss to the 
-building Is estimated to be about $2000. 
The cause of the Arc has not.been defi­
nitely determined. •
