In Trimming 
trees leave thrifty succors one foot 
apart. June pruning will heal better 
than any other time of. year, but asldt. 
from healing the tree Is injured more. 
Cold weather .trimming Is most econ-
omit'nl for time and all round results. 
Kor European canker amputate .the 
limb and burn It. Kor scale, spray 
with oil on account of Its tendency to 
spread over all the tree. For grafi-
Irig ,\prll Is .S'ature's time. F'or larg­
est and best fruit thinning Is a paying 
advantage. High trees should be top 
trimmed to Induce low limbs. Thre,. 
years is required as an inducement to 
come earthward."

menta of White House Landing, Fair 
Oaks, Savatfe Station, Whlto Oak 
Swamp, Chapln's Farm and Malvern 
Hlll. After tho latter .battle the regi­
ment encamped at Harrison's Land­
ing. They fought the second battle 
of Malvern HIU. In t h o following July 
and afterwards -went to Alexandria 
and Warrentown J,unctlon. 

Thc noted southern general, Stone­
wall Jackson, was the' next object df 
attack, the result being the battle of 
Kettle Run. which w a s tho next bat­
tle. fQiiKht. . Mr. Crate lost hls..rlght 
arm In thc second battle of Bull Run, 
a "confederate shell cutting oft the 
hand and- wrist. Using a knotted 
handkerchief ,ho checked the flow ot 
blood and went to thc rear. Thc 
surgeons 'being t o o busy-at the - t ime 
to attend to him a rebel prisoner 
bound up. the l imb using cloth torn 
from his own clothing. Mr. Cfaig 
spent some t ime In . a hospital at 
•Wa.shlngton and later went to An 
napolls. where h i s arm was ampu 
tated- above thc elbow. 

Leaving the hospital on N'ovember 
10. 18C2,- he returned to his home, 
which WJU) then at Clinton. He had 
changed so much during his service 
that for a time he w a s not -recog­
nized by his family. He' re-enllsted 
in July, 1863, In thc 99th Company 
of the Second- Battalion of t h e 'Veter­
an Reserve CJorps. Thc corps consist­
ed entirely' of men who had lost an 
arm or a leg in the service and its 
members were designed for garrison 
duty. 

Their fir,"t duty came when the' 
riots in N'ew York city and Boston 
broke, out. In Bo.ston they; were 
obliged to use, their s'words from thc 
norlhern railroad station to the bar­
racks on Beach street and the Coop­
er street armory where they saved 
the government's arms and ammuni­
tion from falling into the hands of 
the rioters. I.atcr they went to Alex­
andria, Va., where they performed 
provost duty for three months. 

Mr. Craig was mustered out at his 
own request on Februnry 24, 1864. 
Through the assistance of President 
Lincoln he then secured a position as 
mes.sengcr in the war department, be­
ing mounted and detailed as orderly 
to Captain Barker at Savannah, act­
ing tiuartermastcr and -was In Savan­
nah when a portion of General John­
ston's troops came In to surrender; 
. Mr. Craig came north soon after­
ward and Joined his folks, who wer^r 
then . living at Westford. Mr. Craig, 
as will be seen from the foregoing, 
has a particularly- fine record in his 
country's se ir ice . He is a past com­
mander ot thc local Grand Army 
post.

Henry Lf-avitt cnllst'-d In Sept. m-

ber. 18G2. for nine months In the lf,ih 
New Hampshire Volunteer Infantry. 
After a few weeks encampment at 
Concord the regiment went to .New 
York and then to ,Vcw Orleans, Their 
service was principally In Louisiana 
under General Banks, being on the 
march nnd skirmishing almost con­
tinuously. Jn the spring of lSf,3 they 
sailed on a gunboat up the Atcha-
falaya river and seized and otrupled 
a tort under tho protection of which 
thc confederates -were taking supplies 
to Port Hudson. 

Thc regiment suffered greatly from 
swamp fever and m.ilarla after thc 
spring floods , that surrounded thc 
fort had subsided, and many deaths 
resulted,' . Of thc 850 men who en­
tered only 140 a f«w weeks later were 
In condition for scr%-lce, Mr. Leavitt 
form duty and he participated in thc 
was takon sick, but was ahlp to per-
slege of Port Hudson, which lasted 
flfty-thrcc days. His term ot enlist­
ment, which was nine months, was 
lengthened to twelve months. He 
was honorably discharged from the 
service In September, 1863, and came 
north by way of thc Mississippi river 
after thc control o f the river had 
been taken from the confederates.
