G.’ A. R, Sketeh,
Second Lieutenant Francis Lovejoy

Years of age at Hollis, N, H:, in the
Seventh N. H. Volunteers on Septem-
bher 27, 1861. This regiment was
raised by direct orders of the war de-
partment. He went to Camp Hale,
Manchester, N. H.. on November 5,

where Mr. Lovejoy was promoted to
sergeant. On January 14, they start-
ed for Brooklyn, N. Y., by the Ston-
ington Line, passing through Ayer on

their way. From Brooklyn they went
into White Street barracks in New
York city, and a month later em-

barked for Dry Tortugus, Fla., on the
three-mastered, full rigged ship S. R.
Mallory, belng twenty-four days on
the passage, small-pox carrylng off
some of the men, and landing at Fort
Jefferson, which covers almost the
entire jsland.

Here the soldjers drilled in hand-
iing the .eight-inch - Columbiads and
found time to search the sanda for
shells, and 300-pound turtles, large
enough ta fill a wheclbarrow and
make soup for a whole company of
one hundred men. After several
months they proceeded to Fernandina,
Jacksonville, ‘Beaufort and ' Hilton
Head and St, Augustine, and in June,
186(%, to Folly Island and Charleston,

The union forces galned a footing
on Morrls Island, drove the rebels to
Fort Wagner, stormed July 18, 1863,
and held it for an hour or more, wheh
they were obliged to withdraw., In
this assauit Sergeant Lovejoy received
fiesh wounds in his neck: hip and
arm; his Enfleld rific was knocked
from hls grasp, and in seeking refuge
in a cavity torn out by a shell, a sol-
dier already occupying it called out
in the dark, ‘Don’t get on me for my
legs are broken.”
In this famous engagement Col,
Putnam was killed, also many line
officers, and Sergeant Lovejoy's Co.
H of fifty men, reduced to twenty,
‘The slege was continued until the
morning of September 7, where as
they were about to make a charge,
they discovered the enemy had evace-
uated the-fort during the night.
Mr. LoveJoy visited the famous
“Swamp Angel” both bhefore and after
its explosion. .
August 4, 1863, he was promoted
to second leutenant and in November
was furloughed home for thirty days.
On his return he joined hia regiment
at St. Heleana Island, Hilton Head,
thence to Jacksonville and took part
in the unsucecessful battle of Olustee,
shouting himself hodrse in his efforts
to bring order out of the chaos creat-
ed by wrong orders from hecadquar-
ters. . .

The guard house at this point was the
building in which John Brown had
fought his last desperate battle.

They drove the rebels from Charles-
ton on October 18, 1863, four of the
Shirley boys belng wounded in the
fighting.  During the fighting a
blacksmith’s hammer fell from the
mouth of one of the rebel’'s cannon,
which called forth this remark from
an Indiana captain, “Glve it to them
‘boys, they will throw the blacksmith
shop next.” Following: this a rald
was made ug the Shenandoah valley,
December 10, and they remalned at
Harper's I‘exry till February follow-
ing.” During the stay here Mrs. Haley
and other Shirley women were there
slx weeks. The -regiment went on
March 7, 1864, to Martinsburg on pro-
vost . dut)" the battles of Newmarket
and Piedmont following.

At Lexington, Va., 2 woman who
was "occupying a house, belonging to
Letcher, a rebel governor, made-an’
insulting- remark to the unlon troops
and the captain ordered it burned,
Mr. Haley. applying the match. .

Mr. ' Haley’s regiment. was trans-
ferred late in December to Dutch Gap
to help Gen. Grant capture Gen. Lee.
At Hatcher's Run Mr. Haley with an
axe helped to cut away the abattis of
the rebels and he was at Fort Gregg,
where the men made a'scaling ladder
of their bodies. When the end of the
war came he was at Farmville and
marched to Appomattox the next day
to help recelve the surrendered arms.
After staying awhile "at Lynchburg
'his regiment was statloned at Rich-
mond, doing guard duty, which serv-
ice he performed till he was-muster-
ed out July 5, 1865. .

He enlisted on August 25, 1862, in
Company B, Sixth Massachugetts
regiment and was honorably discharg-
ed on June 8§, 1863.. He was a past
commander of E. S. Clark post, and
at the time of his death held the of-
fice of junior vice. He was always
patriotic. )

When the civil  wwar’ broke out he
was a student at Lawrence academy
and was one of the company formed
by the boys for military drill and
practice. It was not long after that
he enlisted for the war.,

Mr. Shattuck was a man of strong
friendship, oyal to his family. He
was independent in his ways of act-
ing and thinking, always bore a good
character and will always be reckon-
ed among Groton’s honest and law-
abiding citizens.

The funeral was held from the Con-
gregational church vestry on Friday
afternoon at two o’'clock, Revs. G. M.
Howe and Willlam Breckenridge and
the Grand Army comrades conducted
the gervices.
