James L. Chase, of Ayer, was honor-
ably cleared of a charge of desertion;
and an honorable discharged placed
against his name by the war depart-
ment at Washington yesterday.

‘For over. tifty years Mr. Chase has
endeavored to have. hig record cleared
of the charge of desertion. He was a
member of Company F, Third New
Hampshire Volunteers., As a result of
his fight to have :his record revised,
bills. were introduced by former Sena-
tor Crane and the late Representative
Wildeér, His efforts were supported by
Senator Lodge. and Representative
Mitchell In former congresses, and by
Representative Rogery in this con-
gress. S .

The action of the war department
yesterday followed a tinal conference
between Mr. ' Rogers and Adjutant
General Andrews who ' consented to
seftle the cage favorably. As a result,
the charge of desertton which’ had
been written for so many yecars against
Mr. Chase’'s name has been effaced
and there now appear instead the
words: ‘‘Soldier. discharged; dated
April 14, 1864." .

James L. Chase enlisted at Nashua,
N. H. in ' Company F, Third Regiment,
N. H. V., on August 3, 1861, was en-
rolled August 10, was in camp at
Concord, N. H.,: ten or twelve days,
went to Washington, D! C, then to
Hilton Head, 8. C. He was theé first
in a 'New Hampshire regiment to be
wounded by the rebels. January 15,
1862, was taken from the ficld at
James Island, 8. C., to Hilton Head
hospital, thence to Fort Wood, Bed-
loe's Island in New York harbor.
Thence he was taken home on a
stretcher for thirty days’ furlough
which was extended to six or seven
months, when-he returned to Bedloe's
Island. As soon as he c¢ould go with-
out crutches he returned to his regi-
ment and was put on light duty. In
a few wecks recruiting of veteran wol-
diers for the remainder of the war
began and he with sixteen others re-
enlisted and came home on a thiriy-
days’ furlough.

‘At Bedloe’s Island he was taken iil
with - chills and fever. Rolled :n
bhlankets he was taken to Concord. N.
H., hospital and thence to his father's
home, where for three years his life
hung in the balance, . Shortly before
recelving his pension he learned there
were charges agalinst ‘him.

He was born {n Nashua, N. H.,, May
7, 1843, son of Oliver Smith and So-
phila’ B. (Nichols) Chas¢. He mar-
ried Ellen M. Blood, of Hollls, with
whom he lived fifty-three years. She

died on November 24, 1913.. Mr.
Chase has llved in Pepperell five
years, Groton ten years and Ayer

twenty-elght years. He has had one
son, who died.at the-age of nincteen.
Mr. Chase {s living alone aince the
death . of his wife. He has heart
trouble and has not heen able to work

The fnquest’ on’ the death of John

ing. The witnesses were Frank 8.
Bulkeley, . medical examiner, and T.
F. Mullin, probation officer of Ayer,
and John J. Monteith, chief of poiice
of Pepperell..

Neither wax the cause .of
the accident definitely known,

on the railroad. .
