On Thursday evening. April 30. oc­

curred the death of a valued friend 
a:nd neighbor, Frank J. Knight. For 
the last year or two Mr. Knight had 
been far from well and on account of 
his Increasing Ul health on' the thirti­
eth of last August he closed his place 
ot business. From that time his dis­
ease, pernicious -antemla, continued 
to make such Inroads that on October 
11 he took to his bed. On January 
10, for a -week following, his condi­
tion was so low that his family des­
paired of his life. About Janua.ry 20. 
-Mr. Knight began to rally and from 
this t ime on he continued to gain 
until on March 24 he walked a short 
distance out-of-doors. So much Im­
proved In health had he become at 
the time when the regular town meet­
ing IS held that he was elected a mem­
ber, of the board of selectmen. The 
week previous to his flnal illness, 
which lasted but four- days, Mr, 
Knight took a cold that later develop­
ed Into pneumonia, thereby causing 
hLs death. 

On Monday afternoon. May 4. at 
two o'clock the funeral of the de­
ceased was held at the Harbor 
church. Rev. Granville Pierce, of 
Carlisle, a friend of many years, and 
a former neighbor, officiated. T. E. 
Flarity. an intimate friend of the de­
ceased, was conductor In charge. 
Mr. Pierce paid many tributes to- the 
character of Mr. Knight, and In lov­
ing memory spoke of the many heart 
to heart -talks itle had with his former 
friend when'- Business or Inclination 
took him •.to.the "dlacksmlth shop. He 
spoketf..4lso. with , tender sympathy of 
the' -fcJHglous • views held by Mr. 
Knight- of. their progresslveness and 
greatcse^-mlnd of the day. palrtlcularly 
with those .-held by Sir Oliver Lodge. 

In compliance with the request of 
Mr. Knight, who last January made 
the arrangements for his funeral when 
he thought each day would be his last, 
Mr, Pierce read the poem "That, coun­
try beyond."' Mrs. Roberts, a contral­
to soloist, of Lowell, sang three favor­
ite selectlona, "One sweetly solemn 
thought," "Face to face'' and "Good' 
night." The Townsend Grange and 
North Star lodge attended the funeral 
services in a body. 

The Interment took place In the 
Walton cemetery In Pepperell. Gardi­
ner Wiiley and Albert Gilbert of the 
Pepperell Masons. Adney Gray and 
Clarence Jos.selyn of the North Star 
lodge, George Whitcomb of- the 
Townsend Grange, Frank B. Higgins 
of the to«N'h committee. Alexander 
Reed of the board of selectmen and 
Dr. Henrj' B. Boynton, the family ph>'-
siclan, acted as pall bearers. The 
North Star lodge escorted the body 
of Mr. Knight from the house to the 
church and after the services from 
the church to the outer confines of 
the village. As the procession neared 
Its destination it was met by the Bea­
con lodge. I. O. O. F., and escorted 
to the cemetery where the lodge mem­
bers stood in flle during the commit­
tal service by Rev. Granville Pierce. 

The subject of this sketch was born 
In Groton In 1856. While still A small 
lad his parents moved to Tyngsboro. 
At the age of twelve he left home. 
After working In several ^lacys he 
entered the employ of Brooks Cum­
mlngs In Tyngsboro. from whom he 
learned the blacksmith's trade. Later 
he became , a wheelwright as well.. 
From Tyngsboro Mr. Knight went to 
Maynard where he worked as assist­
ant for Mr. "Webster. From Maynard 
he c a m e tb the Harbor, where he 
bought out the blacksmith business, 
and where, with the exception o f 
three j-ears, he remained until his 
death, which fact alone Is ample evi­
dence of the thoroughness and em­
clency -of his handicraft. 

1881, Mr, Knight mar­
ried Mlss Winnie Fletcher, of this 
village.
