The following is the Memorial day
address given by Principal Clough of
Lawrence academy:

It is -with feelings of mingled joy
and sadness that we meet together on
this  Memorial day. The -Mexican
trouble is still occupying our attention
and however we may differ in the
policy of the present, administration 1
‘am sure we are all of one mind in de-
manding honor and respect whenever
and wherever It §s due, and uphold-
Ing the hands of our executive. whose
aim and purpose we may sincerely be-
lleve 1s one of help and encoyragement,
with the best of fntentions for the de-
velopment and progress of the Mexi-
can people and the establishment of a
g‘overnment unstalned- in its ‘concep-
tion. . :

War is the very last thing that the
governmen of the Unlted States should
desire, and we hope and pray that the
mediators now {n- sessfon will find
fome way of to bring about peace and
restore order and harmony in a coun-
try stricken with civil discord and
rent with eivil war, but the history
of 1014 {s still unwritten, and today
our thoughts go back to the struggle
of the past; for this particularly cele-
brates events which took place many
vears ago, and as Memorial day comes
and goex year-after yYear and we get
farther away from its origin and the
events which caused {ts appointment.

we are apt to lose something of ji~
«ignificance and It is fitting that we
ark ourselves the question: “What

lesrons Memorial day may bring to us
of the present tithe: what meaning of
the days of the €0°s can we put into
the yvear 191477 : .
The day, first of -all, reminds us of
war and brings up to our memories
scenes of  suffering, blood-shed and
death, and ralses the question® “What
fs all’ this worth?’ Have wars ever
Justified thelr cost? A long time ago
the .P’rince of Peace declared that with-
out the shedding of blood there couid
be¢ no remissfon of sins, and ax we
trace the history of the world and
look over some of the -terrible con-
flicts of the past, we can easlly see

followed such struggles. and ro far as
our own country is concerned this ter-
rible ordeal has been the price of .uni.
versal liberty.
From the time of itz discovery this
country was recognized and ackrnowl-
edged to be the home for the free, a
place where the oppressed of other na-
tions might find refuge, and aithough
a few settled the country from other
reasons, .still this fdea of liberty was
A controliing motive in the hearts of
the early golonists, and Yet it took the
revolutionary war to cement those
principles into unity and to make them
the foundation =stone of the new re-
public. . - .
From the inauguration of .-Washing-
ton to that of Lincoln our country
made rapid progress in science, litera-
ture’ and wealth, and spread out from
& narrow strip  along the Atlantic
coast to dominjons exceedin in
length and breadth thelr original pro-
portions a hundred-fold, but it con-
tained within itself eléments of dis-
cord, which in the providence of God,
were destined to break forth In one
fearful, terrible war. ° +
We say that the neople came to our
shores on account of liberty, that the
revolutionary meant .the establizhment
of liberty, and in order that our sajlork
might have freedom on the high aea's
“alc
though the constitution, under which
our government went {nto operation,
bodly announces the fact that it was

our posterity. Yet, almost in the next
breath. the Tramers of that-instrument
who did their work so grandly, sald
we did not mean the negro: for in the
apportionment to the houre of repre-
sentatives It reads: “llepresentatives
and direct taxes shall be apportioped
among the several wstates, which may
bé¢ included in this unlon according to
their respective numbers, which shall
.be determined by n’.ddlnf to the whole
number of free persons including those
bound to service for a term of years,
and excluding Indlans not'taxed three-
fitfths of all other persons.” . It cost
the United States a bloody war of four
years, & vast amount of property, an
expense of & milllon dollars a-day and
two millions lives before it was ready
to admit that the negro was five-fifths
instead of three-fifths of a man.

But when the first call to arms was
given It was not for_-the purpose of
overthrowing slavery, but for preserv-
‘ing the union.. The union was dear to
the people of the north and they were
willing to.say {n dead earnest.it must,
shall' and will be preserved. ut at
that time 1t would have been difficult
to have rajsed an army of ten thou-
sand men to put down slavery, and
yet the war was prolonged until the
eople realized that lhe.unlon could
ge preserved in no other®way.

* When Generi! McDowell was given
orders to march to Richmond-the peo-
‘ple of the north, expecting no other
verdict, anxiously awalited the news
that the_ southern forces had been de-
feated, Richmond taken and the union
preserved. 1lnstead,
Bujl Run was flashed over the wires
and many.,a nothern home wag filled
with agony and fear. But the boys in
blue rallied .around the flag and de-
¢lared that the unlon . shouid not be
destroyed; that the war must go on.
We were not then ready for victory.
Had the pnion’army triumphed at Bull
Run, and the rebel forces under Johns-
ton and Beauregard been destroyed the

{ unfon would have been saved, but slav-

ery would have.remained. Then for
month after month, lengthening into
ears, our armies moved forward and
gackward down the -peninsualr, back
‘to -Washington, south to the- Rapldan,
north to Maryland and other .counter
marches,-and those three years of al-°
ternate victorles. and. defeats ‘taught
the, lesson that-the civil' war meant
not only.a restored nation, but univer-
sal lberty:in .o restored .natlon, and
when. Prestdent . Lincoln signed the
emancipation proclamation the divine
purpose of the war .was consummated:
a purpoge "which though possessed
from the first to a limited extent by a
few and hoped for by many, had grown
.and matured with the progress of the
war. Then fresh vigor was added to

House the war came to an end and
peace was establjshed—peace with
freedom, and soon afterward the ‘glori-
ous victory was .sealed with the blood
of the martyred president. - v
'] am sure when we trace the deve)-
opment of freedom in this country, and
the cost of the same to our fathers we
can but have.an exalted ldea of this
glorious legacy and such a day as this
ought to help us to get such !deas.
A spirit of brotherhood was develop-
ed during the war which s the best
safeguard of a’  republican form of
government. The unfon army was
made up of a great Ingathering of all
nations, as some on has sald: *Natives
from the Atlantic States, the broad
valleys_of the Mississippi, the plateaus
of the Rocky Mountains and the sloges
of the Paclfic, Irishmen from the Lakes
“Killnarney, Germans .from the
Rhine, Frenchmen from the borders of
the Selne and Itallans from- the Classic
Tiber, together with natives of other
lands, -shared together the hardship of
camp life, endured weary marches,
fought shoulder to shoulder and went
down to death together, while their
surviving comrades lovingly placed
them In the grave.” Thus there was
developed a spirit of broutherly teeling
which time has never effaced,. and
when the Grand Army of the Kepab-
lic has its annual meeting and the
boys come together, there is a firm
clasp of the hand and a hearty hand-
shake:.no question Is ever asked about
nationality, but the scenes of the part
come fresh to the memory and they
are instantly all one family. .
A half century has passed since !nst
terrible struggle and our: country is
far different today from what 1t was
then. We " have welcomed to our
shores people from all lands, and while
nearly all have come ‘with a determi-
nation to make the tand of their adop-
tion their country with all, that the
term {implies, there are some who do
not want to become citizens, and do
not look with favor on American insti-
tutions. Does not this day made sa-
cred by the memories of the loyal dead,
does not the zeal of the boys in blue
teach us that.,a republic to be firm
and stable must have the undivided
support of all its citizens, and foreign-
ers, as they step on to our soil should
understand that they have come to
America, and America it 'must be first,
last and all the time.

This day reminds us of self-sacri-
fice and unselfishness. Think you as
the soldiers traveled those ~ weary

marches or faced the foe, they would
not have preferred to have. been at
home? And what think you of the
mothers, wives and sisters that were
left at home? In many cases the
seemingly entire support of the family
was taken away, but the sacrifice was
made, and when after 'a battle the ‘roll
call at camp was taken and certain
ones were missing, the news was car-
ried to the distant home that the fath-
er, husband, son or brother would nev-
er return, then although thelr hearts
were sore and bleeding., a prayer was
uttered to the God of battles that the
unfon might be preserved, and they
were more devoted to their country
which had asked such a precious of-
. fering than ever- before, .
Selftshness has been the cause of the
downfall of many a nation, but self-
sacrifice raises the people to the stars.
L.eonldas, with his brave 300 spartans
giving up thelr liver for the sake of
principle, has added eternal glory to
his native land, while Xerxes, the cow-
ard, who was ever lookin~ out fbr
himself, made the Greeks despise the
entire Persian nation. If there shall
ever come a time when any consider-
number of men of this land shall think
more of their own individual interests
than for the welfare of a great peo-
ple: §f ever the mass of the people are
crushed by the burdens laid upon them
by the selfishness of corporations. or
by some tyrant in power, then we may
tremble for the future of our republic.
Today there are thousands of honest
working men striving hard to sunport
their families and grant thém at least
@ meafure of hapnineas, but the high
coxt of living and the wagex due to
competition grind them down to pover=
ty¥, and the mills of force and greed
seem to be grindins finer and more
closely every year, and at times they
break out inito open resistance and ery
for bread and protection. But there
are other fhousands who manage to
exist and thank God that they live in
a land where they can find employment
and. find employers who are ready and

willing to do all In their power to
make their lives as happy and vigor-
ous as possible. Theg‘ reallze that
honesty has not yet become a rare

virtue, and they have falth to belleve
that the men diligent In business ahall
stand before kines and not before
mean men. S0 we may believe that the
by far the largest army of .laborers
recognize a helping hand In wealth
and capital, and although Coxey moves
on to Washington for the second time
with the insane hope that the -country
will give value for no equivalent. re-
turn, the vast army that he expect to
march under his banner fails to.ma-
terlalize. .
Though at times evil seems to pre-
dominate, the dynamic energy of the
owers that make for righteousness,
as in the past, and we are sure will
in the future keep and uphold honor
and loyaltf and bring material and
spiritual blessings through a devoted
citizenship. The 8tars and Stripes, the
symbol of justice and equality, wii}
float proudly over a nation undjvided
in manly purpose, earnest endeavor
and sincere devotion. .

Today, a8 we remember the patriot<
ism of the past, the question cgmes‘m
us: Are we truly patriotic? The
United States ought to be the fore-
most nation in the world in making
and keeping peace. “War should never
be sought, 'and never entered upon, ex-
cept as a last resort ta preserve na-
tiopal respect and honor, but -to be
patriotic In_times of peace, -aye, there's
the rub. Many a man would march
bodl{l to the front and face the guns
of the enemy who would- hesitate to
check an evil that. he knew- would
develop weakness in the country. ' Pa-
triotism can be shown today in assist-
ing-our fellowmen in the battle of life,
‘in exalting noble deeds, and showing
the greatest. possible disapproval of
meaness and things that are low, in
honoring  the existing Institutions of
our landi and foremost among them
may be mentioned the civil courts and
the schools, public and private, two
greatl bulwarks: of strength In a free
republic, in preserving in all its purfty
the .right of suffrage. a gift which
glaces all on an equality, and If need

e -glving up our lives, as did John
Ross a few years ago at Troy that
lher_e‘ might be a fair and an honest
count, - .

Spartacus _said that when a boy his
heart was filled with patriotic férvor,
by hearing his grandsire tell .storles
of Greclan victories, .and .if the youth
of today become acquainted with the
herolc deeds of “the revolution and
civll war and study that history not
for the sake of the sclence of warfare.
but to.learn of the edrnestness, devo-
tion and sacrifice that controlled such
a large number of ‘the boys In blue
and also those in grayy such elements
of character will enter into. their lives
that taking root will develop moral
strength and courare, -

Another lesson of the civil war is
that of charity.. You say that war fs
harsh, and there's no time to think of
men, but when the battle {8 over, then
the wounded and,dylng and dead s
tenderly cared for by their surviving
comrades, and many an instance has
een. recorded where comrades assisted
each other and the stronger bore the
burdens of the weaker, and even as-
sumed - thelr dangers; among many
others, the case of the Vermont boy,
who exercised special care. over his
comrade ' who had been his associate
and playmate in bovhood. Belng weak
in body he .carrfed his burdens and
often took his place on the watch at
night, and one .night,” while_on guard,
having watched the night before for
his friend, he fell asleep from exhaus-
tion and was sentenced to be shot.
President Lincoln, who could xl;pprecl-
ts- s8in-
cerity, whose heart was filled with
sympathy, and whose creed was malice
toward none but charity for all,’ par-
doned that noble boy and sent him
back to the ranks. .It'is charity that
makKes men noble'and l{{ts them above
the things of earth to -those things that
are eternal. There are differences in
human -naturé and different ways of
looking at the same thing, but the
history of the boys at the front tells
us to look upon the acts of our neigh-
bors with all charity, and remember
the words -of the Master:  “Let him
that is without sin cast the first stone."

These ‘are some of the lessons that
the day ‘teaches. It tells us that the
wars of our land have been {nstru-
mental In making our country strong-
er and more truly ‘republican and that
the firrepressible conflict to use the
words of Willlam H. Seward, was ap-
pointed by a God to put down the
abomination that made us tell a false-
haod In the very beginning of our con-
stitution. The day _tells us that we
are all comrades in the battle of life,
and universal peace will come only
when the rights of all are duly re-
spected. .

We are taught today lessons of self-
‘sacrifice, patriotism ‘and charity. and
a8 we decorate the graves of the. sol-
dier-dead 'ma% the memories of .thelir
deeds and the sacrificing spirit ever be
kept In our minds, and if ever the time
shall come when we, shall be willing
to think less of libexty -so dearly
bought, of patriotism 50 well exem-
plified by our fathers, of our country
the -purest and brighest on earth, fAll-
ed full of fertile vajieys, watered by
’r]najle(sgc rlg'er};; *’!dﬂd-»f{"w? lakes, an?

anked on both's SFRIgNtY oceans,
may_ the recurmc%}’ this day. re-
minding us of t{z co=t of liberty, bring
us back to our senses and, cause yr to
tread -softly, to think deeply and to
act honestly, If this day shall bring
such lessons it will' be a potent factor
in making us loyal to the past, loyal
to the present and loyal to the future.

If 1 were to translate the lessons of
Memorial day into the language of the
present I would say: *“Play ball, play
falr, play hard, play all the time.”
and then I would in place of the word
ball put the dally tasks and recrea-
tions that make up our Hves, and with_
the understanding that the word play
refers  not only to recreations, but to
all the tasks of life I would say that
the lessons of Memorial! day for us are:

Enter the game of life,
Play it fafr, -

Play {t earnestly

And play it all’ the time.

And so doing, playing our part én
life’s great battlefleld as best we can.
we shall be dolng all in our power to
honor the past and to honor the de-
votion and patriotism of our fathers by
serving the country they loved and for
which they gave their lives.

Address.

The following Is extracts from thé
address of Rev. P. R. Stratton on Me-
morial day: :

Much has’ been written and spoken
in-regard to the real cause or causes
.that culminated in the outbreak of
1861-65.. Klaborate arguments have
been presented to  show that “States
rights” were the underiying cause of
that gredt .conilict, while equally
strong arguments have been brought
forward to prove that slavery was the
primary and only issue that contlnued
o agitate this republic from the time
of the framing of the constitution.

We do not pretend to be any wiser
than our fathers, but only to review
the -footprints of our greatest sStutes-
‘mmen from the time of the adoptlon of
the -constitution- down to the era -of
the “jrrepressible contliet.”™

First.  Why did we have any Issue
upon such ua question as slavery In a
republie, in whose early declaration of
independence these words are to be

found: "We hold these truths to be
s-lf-«l'\'llln:n(-—lhat all men are created
eiptial” o

in the convention which drafted the
constitutlon the question of slavery
became a formidable one and threat-
ened to disrupt the conventifon. Many
of the wiger ones belleved that slavery
would soon die out If left to ftself, In
the course of half a century it was
found that it 'did die out fn the north-
ern states, but increased .In numbers
and influence in the south and became
4 tremendous politfeal power. .

In 1520, congress adopted the Mis-
sourl Compromise, which worked we!l
~until the- Loulsana Purchase and the|
Mexican war extended the territory
of the Unlted States. then the bhattle
wus renewed with greater fury over
the” question of making these new

stutes free or slave states. Hence in
1550, there came the great Kansas-
Nebraska Compromise. In all these

discussions there had been an Intense
deslre to preserve the unlon.

It now became evident that since the
population Increased (n the free states
much faster than in the slave states,
tt was only a question of tlme before
southern states would lose their
control fn the government, although up
to this time the southern states had
sent the majority of representatives to
congress, After the south reallzed that
the control of the Rovernment was go-
ingk out of thelr hands they began. to
tulk "about seceding.

Why did the south wish to secede?
Wus it wholly because of the question
of slavery, or the question of
States’ rights play quite as important
a part? Or was thelr statement that
they would never submit to the rule of

a “black republican,” an element that-
#ntered quite as largely {nto the con-
Jditions?

When the presidential campaign

closed In the autumn of 1850, and the
country had elec¢ted the flrst republi-
can president, were the defeated party
teaders in a calm and unprejudiced
state of mind? - They considered thelr
srievances were fully as great as those

which led the . thirteen original
colonles to rebel agalnst the tvranny
of Kngland, Were they justified in

making war against the north becaure
they had been out-voted at the polls?
It that 18 a sufficient justificatlon for
war. then how long will {t ho before
our nation will be divided u~ Into little
petty nations, such as we see existing
In Kurope? 'What can be accepted as
u justification of war before the high-
est tribunal of nations, and more ‘than
this—before the tribunal of Ailmighty
God?

In hia first .Inaugural address Lin-
coln sald: “He had no purpose to In-
terfere with siavery in those states
where [t existed. The unlon of the
states he considered everlasting.” He
*afd:” “In your hands, my dissatisfled
fellow-countrymer, and not in mine. s
the ‘momnientous issue of clvil war. The
Koverhment will not assail you. You
have no oath reglstered in heaven to
destroy the government, while I have
the most solemn one to preserve, pro-
tect and defend it. -1 am loath to close,
We are not enemles, but freiends. Wao
must not be enemies, Though passion
may have. strained, it must not break-
our bonds of affection..  The mystic
chords of memory, stretching from
every battlefield and pdtriot’s grave
to cvery llving heart and hearthstone,
all over this broad land, will yet awell
the chorus of the union, when again
touched, as surely they will be, by the
better angels of our nature.”

In all these years preceding the war
there were many good and true patri-
ots, and among the leaders were Henry
Clay and Daniel Webster.
