I enclose herewith copy of a short 
article appearing In the Jiine num­
ber of American Forestry, dealing 
with an Introduced disease of the 
white pine,- which. If permitted to 
secur* a foothold, may render the 
growing of our most. Important. tim­
ber tree an Impossibility, and destroy 
large areas of young growth already 
In existence. It Is of the utmost Im­
portance that every case of this dis­
ease be reported at once to the state 
nursery Inspector. "Dr. H. T. Fernald. 
Amherst. Mass.. and that -public sen­
timent accord to Dr. Fernald most 
hearty support In his efforts.to eradi­
cate this terrible meiiace to the for­
ests of New England, before It Is too 
late. We are now suffering from the 
ravages of many Imported forest pests 
because we refused to bestir ourselves 
to combat them until they had ob­
tained so firm a foothold that exter­
mination was Impossible. The chest­
nut Is fast going, thc oaks, and es-' 
peclally the, white oak, are being 
largely eliminated from our wood­
lands: If we now permit the white 
pine to go the same way, what shall 
w-e have left?-

•The white-pine blister rust has such 

dangerous possibilities for the native 
white-plne forests of the. east that the 
L'nited States Department -of Agricul­
ture recommends earnestly that all 
trees found affected by this disease be 
destroyed at'once. The disease Is most 
conspicuous during thc month of May. 
and it Is recommended that the owners 
of all white pines, which are not defi­
nitely know-n to have grown' from seed 
In their present location, make a thor­
ough search of their white pines for 
this disease. The latter part of Mav 
Is the best time to search for It In 
Northern New Kngland and New York.' 
while the first half of May Is best for 
Southern New. England and New York 
and farther south. . 

The disease appears upon -n-hlte 
pines In most localities during the 
month of Mav In the form of yellow 
blisters breaking through the bark of 
the main stem near the ground. These 
blisters., after a few .days, break open 
and give forth great numbers ot dusty, 
orange-yellow spores, in rare cases It 
occurs -well up on the trunk of trees 
which are twenty Jto twenty-flve years 
of age. .'V very, slmlla- disease occurs 
at about the same time upon the pitch 
pine, but It should not be confused 
w-Ith the white-plne. blister rust.' a s It 
.is a native disease which does not at­
tack the five-needle pines. Alt owners 
of white pines, cither In woodlots or 
in ornamental plantings, should make 
a special search for the blister ruSt of 
white pine on their property. • In case 
it Is believed that this disease Is found 
specimens should be forwarded to the 
Office of InvestiKations In Forest 
Patholopy in the Bureau of I*!ant In­
dustry, w-hcre an examination will be 
made, free of charge, and the best pos­
sible advice given regarding the eradi­
cation of the disease. General, active 
co-operation of white pine ow-ners wi' 
do much to make effective the' efforts 
of the department to eradicate this 
serious enemy of the most Important 
coniferous tree of the east. ' 

It is estimated that at the present 
time there are present In this country 
over two and one-half million youn;r 
white pine trees which were Infected, 
by this disease before they left Europe 
and w-hich are now- present in this 
country. This disease has an alternate 
staKe of development upon the leaves 
of various currants and gooseberries. 
It has been found a- number of times 
in this country occurring upon cur­
rants. These occurrences of the dis­
ease upon currants In this country are 
directly traceable to neighboring dis­
eased W-hite pines, as the disease Is 
<iulte definitely known now not to be 
carriod upon dormant currant stpclt. 

.since the discovery of this disease 
In 1&09, a special effort has been mide 
by various forestry officials and horti­
cultural Inspectors of the Eastern 
States, w-here the infected imported 
trees were mosliv distributed, to eradi­
cate the disease everywhere that it 
mlnht be found. It very often occurs 
in l.riia.-nental j.lantinKs of private es­
tates. especKlKy ujion trees less than 
twenty-five years of ase. The disease 
Is one from which th'e tree never re­
covers, so far .'IS now known; hence 
it is of no advantage f. the owner of 
diseased trees to refuse lo remove and 
tlestroy the diseased trees. The disease 
has not yet attacked any et our forests; 
and if evi'ryone w-ho owns white pines 
which were brought frf>m some other 
loca.lity and planted would make a 
thoiou;rh search as above rciuested. a 
gre^ • slel) would be taken toward tlie 
er: ;._4. tion of this dangerous disea-e.

The general buslne>-s depression of 
the country, to which the new sec­
tions in w-hich debt hangs like a pall 
over so many public and private un-
dertaking,s. Is seriously felt. Coupled 
with the local deprc^-ylon dependlng-
somewhat on the crop' prospect, gen­
eral uneasiness is felt both by the 
farming and commercial Interests. 
Business confldence Is lacking among 
all cl.as,ses. People are. planning to 
trim their sails to adverse flnanclal 
winds that seem Imrnlnent and lo 
economize. Real estate transfers are 
conspicuous for their absence—ivhat 
few that are being made are In the 
nature of swaps In w-hlch very little 
cash changes hands. 

There Is practically no new build­
ings In process o.t erection In the 
cities or towns of Eastern Washing­
ton, while laborers are seeking em­
ployment In so large numbers that 
they cannot be alisorbed, many of the 
farmers who could use to advantage 
their services not having the means 
'.vherewith to -pay them. To add to 
the dls'iuletudc Is the anxiety on the 
part of many regarding the outcome 
of the w-et and dry i-ssue w-hlch will 
be decided In the November election. 
A Iietitlon containing 122.000 names 
for submission of the question to the 
people whether or not wc shall have 
state-wide prohibition has been flled 
at Olympia and one ot thc Spokane 
dallies is fllllng Its columns with argu­
ments pro and con In each Issue. 
There are ISO licensed saloons In 
Spokane and the argument that los­
ing this revenue and taking away the 
means of subsistence of the families 
which are employed will be worked 
to the limit. 

These various causes of disquietude 
and busine.ss unrest are very niarked 
and the business ivorld is in a con­
dition of nervous timidity which can­
not be' allayed for many month.s, 
.M'-anwhile the carnival of crime will 
c'liitinue and ivlll rc'iuire unusually 
strenuous efforts on the part of the 
police to suppress, -Many of the,most 
desperjite and atrocious criminals 
have succeeded of late in escaping ar­
rest, which naturally encourage re­
currence of similar crimes. T'l be 
speeiiic, about a rn'mth ago two fel-
lows entered at mid-day a village 
bank in Spangle, tivelve miles east of 
us; drove the c.-Lshier into the vault 
at the point of a gun and turned the 
lock. They took S4000 in cash on 

' the counters and, decamped In an 
auto. The Imprisoned cashier work­
ed the combination from the Inside 
and secured his liberty. Though the 
little town has good means of com­
munication w-ith the outside worid 
the culprits are still at large. 

Two nights ago a woman liyjna-
alone In the .aristocratic section at 
.Spokane was attacked iji- a ' bu rg la r 
and her face and eyes liaili.v.-disltg-
ured and the residence, .i-.jiifi to con­
tain $1.",,000 worth of furniture and 
finery, much of which was pur<hased 
abroad, burned to ruins, though sh'-
alone succeeded in i-scaping. Several 
most de,sijerat'- and bold murderi-rs 
of the city, whose crimes were jier-
petrated ivilhin the last few years 
have never been apiirehend<-d as well 
as the recent culprit t<i ivhom refer­
ence has been made. The failure to 
apjirehen'I these m'ist desperate char-
a'-ters of e'lurse incr'-ases the proba­
bility of similar outrages in the fu­
ture. 

P.'-gar'ling the. crop outlook, lo 
whos'. iincertaint.v r'-ference has been 
made. On one of the latter days of 
M.'iy this wh'ile secti'in w'as \-isited by 
a freeze that made the gardens lof.k 
"ilke thirty cents." as the saying is. 
The orchardists. too, have their tale 
of WO'- and many jieople are cutting 
down large portions of their t r ee , 
the victims if! flre blight. This insidi­
ous curse attacks trees that but a few 
'Lays ago seemed sound jin<l vlgor'iiis. 
It seems to l,e a '-ontagious disease 
that kills very soon after its lirst at­
tack, 

Perh.'tps thi;s pessimistic side of 
western life should not be given pu'o-
iicity. but If It will tend to diminish 
the number of .i-oung men from New-
England whom we occasionally en­
counter and who are dangerously 
close to the bread line away from 
here, our efforts iviU not have been 
In vain,-

I have met on one of these sln-.v 
tr.alns on a branch railroad young 
men who claimed to have once work­
ed In Ayer. and on cross examination 
their claims proved good. So I con­
clude that some In your neighborhood 
may hnve somewhat distorted Ideas 
of the great opportunities of Ihe far 
west that ncpd correcting. This is my 
excuse for playing the role of a 
knocker. It was Oliver Cromwell, 

who. when posing betore an artist 
for his picture, told the latter; "I'aint 
me, wart nnd all." 1 am simply ex­
posing to publlc view some of the 
warts which the artists who compos­
ed railroad literature, as well as real 
estate men to Induce Immigration, 
gloss over when painting for your 
vision a picture of this land of 
promise.
