Abel Stearns, the man who left the 
fortune, was a pioneer who left for 
California, during the gold rush In 
1849, Stearns Journeyed from Mexico 
to California, flnally settl ing at a 
mission, now Los Angeles, He pros­
pered as a trader, and In the course 
of years, acquired much property, 
AA'hen forty years of age he married 
a .voung Klrl of fourteen, who w-as 
named Arcadia Bandlnis, ' the daugh­
ter of a Mexican nobleman, Abel G, 
and Solomon Stearns, of this town, 
have in their pos.sesslon the photo­
graph of the pioneer and his wife. 

•Stearns died suddenly In San Fran­
cisco In 1871, leaving the entire es ­
tate to his widow. She married the 
second time a Col. DeBakcr, who died 
ten years later.
