Lewis J. Powers. seventy-eight veurs
old, a forme: miayor of Springtield
and president and treasurer of the
Powers Paper company, died Wednes-
day afterncvon in his home, 116 Pearl
street, in that ecity, after an illness
that had laxted since the middle of
July.
Mr. Powers came from an old fam-
fly and was a dercendant of Walter
Powers, who settled in Littleton in
1839, and whose son went to Brim-
fleld to Hve. This was the beginning
of the settlement of the Powers family
in western Massachusettx. Lewls J.
Powers was born in Springfield, Jan-
uary 15, 1837. His father was Geo.
W. Powers,
In 1850 Mr. Powers went into the
employ -of Marshall Bessév, who ran
a newsroom under ‘the old Massasoit
house, and _his employer made him
train newsboy on the Worcester-Pitts-
field route. Mr. Powers continued on
this train for four years, and was then
taken into Mr. Bessev's office. He
eventually became owner of the busi-
ness, to which he added stationery to
his stock. This was the beginning, of
his career in the paper trade. .
Mr. Powers organized the Powers
Paper company, one of the largest
paperterie manufacturing companies
in the world, devoted exclusively to
the manufacture of such articles of
paper. In public office he had served
as a councilman and alderman in
Springiield before he was mavor, and
as a member of Governor Robinson's
and Governor Ames's council, He was
a directur or stockholder in seversl
corporations and had numerous hHusi-

SUMMER CARE FOR THE CALF!

Unless Young Animals Are Kept Grow-;

ing During First Year Final
Develcpment 1s Retarded.

(By R. M. W

ARIIBUY Mitnesota Ex-

pertnent Station.)
The first ycar of a caif's life is the
most important with respect to its
growth. Unless animals are kept
growing during s period their final

and the chances are they never will
reach the scale which their inpherit.'
ance would give them.

On the best regulated dairy farms
calves are born fn the autumn and
early winter, and they should recetve
skim milk in moderate quantities
through much, or all, of the summer
following birth, On farms having hand

providing the sweet milk for calves,
morning and evening; but farmers
who patronize whole-milk creamerfes
or who still' skim by hand should re-
member that after the first few weeks
milk for calves should either be thor
oughly sweet or fully sour, that the
most dangerous condition is the half-
sour stage. If milk is fed to calves
when. it is in this changing condition
it 18 almost certain to cause indiges-
tion. It should not be half sour, nor
s0ur one day and sweet the next, but
always one or the other.
Clean feeding pafls must be used;
otherwise the germs of fermentation
and diarrhea will be brought to the
infant cow from the slimé of the dirty
drinking dish, and with young calves
it is fmportant that the temperature
at which the milk is fed be nearly
that of the body. Older animals may
receive milk of the temperature of
the milk-holding tank, .
~While it is very important that
heifers should have free access to
pasture during the second summer, to
develop strong bodies, the calf need
not have pasture the first summer. In
fact, for calves born after the first
of the year, pasturing may be a dis-
advantage, Most young calves in this
country are better off chewing tender
hay in the quiet and half-dark stable
than fighting flies, panting from the
heat, and-cropping tough grass in the
pasture.
