ous interest in them which on devei-
oping makes the bird lover also a
bird student, and thercby heir to all
the keener pleasure of the bird orni-
thologist.” . .

['nless something is done to curb
the action of speed maniaes whose
favorite place for specding fs on the
state ronad -through P'ark street to
Woods Village, some terrible accident
is bhound to happen, with the chances
of an innocent person being the vic-
tim. N

It is a common sight, especlally on
Sundays, to see automobiles and
motorcycles  tearing through this
piece of road without any apparent
regard for teams or foot passengers
who are entitled to a'reasonable share
of the road, and who somettmes hare-
ly escape injury or death when sev-
eral machines start racing.

The motorcycle’ flend appears to bhe
the worst to contend with, Last Sun-
day afternoon, with a constant stream
of autos, teams and people moving on
Park street two racing® motorcycles
came through the street headed for
Ayer, whose speed would equal that
of a fast express train. It was the
merest luck that some one was not
fnjured. Drivers of these machines,
as well as drivers of automobiles,
should remember that they are sup-
posed to do their part in avoiding ac-
cidents and not leave the whole care
to the other users of the highway,
who assist in paying the taxes for it.

Section 1—To carry out this purpose
the Federated Church shall elect the
joint business committee, treasure:,
clerk, collector, auditor, and all other
officers to serve one year or until their
successors are chosgen, .

Sec. 2—The joint business commit.
tee shal! consist of four members, two
members representing the First Con-
gregational church, two members ren-
resenting  the  Methodist Episcopal
church.

Sec. 3—The joint business commit-
tee shall elect a chairman and secre-
tary. .

Sec. 4—Three members of the joint
business committee shall constitute a
quorum.

Article 3—Ruriness Affairs

Section  1—The joint business com-
mittee shall have the management or
all business affairs, subject to the aa-
vice and approval of the Federatea
church.

Sec. 2-—Each church or {ts trustees
shall give to the joint business com-
mittee the use of its !and@ and bullae-
ings and the fncome of all fnvestec
funds which it holds or may receive,
except as othérwise mutually agreed.

Sec. 3—The joint business committee
shall decide the use of lands and bufid-
Ings, and assume all expense of maln-
tenance, insurance and repalrs,

Seec, 4—The joint business commit-
tee shall put into operation a plan for
systematic contributions which shall
give cvery member of the congregs-
tion and its constituency an opportu-
nity to share in the support of wot-
ship and benevolences. ’

Article 4—FEcclenlantionl Affnirs

Sectton 1—The members of the sov-
eral churches =shall be enrolled as
members of the FFederated chureh. -

The dewth of Charles A, Hale oce-

curred last week Friday afternoon at
one o'clock in the house in which he
wix born and where he had spent
nearty all of the seventy-nne yveuars of
his life.  His health had been failing
for a long time, noticeably so Jduring
the past year; for the jast six weoeks
he had been contined to his bed, suf-

fering from a complication of dis-
Cges,

He was the son of  Artemus and
Mary Ann  Hale. His father died

when he was but a boy but his mather
lived until 1881, When only eighteen
years of age Mr. Hale entered the
army, enlisting in Co. H, 7th regt.,
N.. H. Vols, and serving three years
or until the close of the war. He was
wounded three times, twice very
severely, having been shot- through
the lung and also through the leg.
He suffered from the effects of these
wounds as long as he lived.

After the war was over he attended

school for a time at Pittstiéld acad-
emy and then camé bhack and settled
upon the-old farm with his widowed
mother whose long years of helpless-
ness were made bright by his tender
care and untiring devotion,
In 1872 he married Miss Imogene
Thomas of Hudson, who, however,
lived but a brief two or three years.
January 4, 1898, he married Nellie
H. P. Dow, who survives him. He
also leaves one brother, George F.
Hale of Hollis.

Mr. Hale was always a loyal, pa-
triotic citizen and tfilled acceptably
various oflfices given him by the town.
In 1907-8 he was sgent as republican
representative to the legislature, He
was n charter member and past grand
of Aurora lodge, 1. O, O, F.; alsa, a
member of the Washoonan encamp-
ment of Nashua and Avalon Rebekah
lodgze of Hollls. He was a past com-
mander of John H. Worcester post
and had served that organization as
adjutant many years. Outside of the
home circle there were none so dear
to him as the “boys in blue,” exn-
pecially his old comrades of Co, H.
Charlie liale was everybody's friend,
an honest, upright, -sincere man, a
cheerful companion, ever ready with
his joke or story, a kind neighbor, a
lover of homo and a loyal citlzen of
Hollis. During the eighteen years he
served the town as sexton his duty
took him into- many afflicted homes,
to which he always went ag a friend.
No one to whom he has ministered

‘lin this capacity can ever forget his

kindness and sympathy. Wherever
there was slckness or sorrow there
Charlie Hale was likely to be found.
Bverybody knew him.. How greatly
now shall we miss him!

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DRY AND WET COMPARTMENTS

Molsture in l,ncuba_t'or Tends to In-
crease Hatch of Eggs—Also Adds
. to Weight of Chick.

A test made in April, 1914, by the

New Jersey. experiment station to de-

termine the efficiency of a 300-egg

capacity incubator gave a percentage’

of hatch of fertile eggs of 77.4 and a
percentage in July of 86. Comparing
compartments run dry with those run
wet it was observed .that the Iatter
gave .a much. higher percentage- of
hatch ‘as well. as an fncrease in the
weight of the chicks, the average
welght for the dry being 1.2 ounces,
and for the wet 1.26 ounces. . :
Four brooders of 100 week-old chicks
each were fed for nine weeks, two lots
recelving a regular chick ration and
two other lots receiving in addition all
the sour milk they would consume.
The first two brooders made a total
gain of 48.62 pounds and 42,35 pounds
and the mortality was seventy-one and
seventy-three respectively, while the
last two brooders made a total gain
of 82.22 and 81.94 pounds and the mor-
tality was twenty-eight and twenty-
eight, respectively. It was found to
require 3.6 quarts of skim milk to pro-
duce a pound of body welght.
It is stated that the skim-milk-fed

chicks represented a more uniform

flock than those not.so fed. It has
been concluded that skim milk bas
the power to kill the organisms which
cause many poultry diseases, the
bacilli being destroyed by the dilute
acid of the sour milk. ’

DURABLE COOP FOR CHICKENS

tllustration Gives Outline of Sanitary
Pen for Confining Chicks—Simple
" in Construction,

This drawing shows the plan of
chicken coop we designed and bave
been using the last ten years. The
coops are made in the winter time
when the men are not busy with other
work. They are made of 12 and 6-inch
soft pine boards. They are 23 inches
long, 18 inches wide, 18 inches high in

Sanitary, Safe and Durable.

. front and a foot high at the back. The
' roof extends over the side walls about

3 inches on all sides, writes Mrs. S. M.
Pephart, in Farmers Mail and Breeze.
The floors are hinged on as shown
and the coops are painted inside and
out. Wire screen is put in the ends as
shown, to provide ventilation. The
little side door permits chicks to come
and go. The material in each coop
costs about $1.. We use the coops
from year to year as they are cleaned
out every fall and put away in the dry
during the winter. I have never yet
lost a chicken in these coops, either
by drowning, smothering or through
having some animal get In. ’
