Through the New England Belgian
Relief Commission the citizens of Gro-
ton are asked to help save the children
of Belgium fro mstarvation,

For two years and a half Herbert
Hoover and about forty other .Ameri-
cans have organized and carried on the
work that hag kept the Belglan nation
alive. The German goverunment con-
sented to the organization. The British
and French governments have shown
their confldence in the work by turn-
ing over to the committion $14,000,000
a month for the purchase of supplies.

Out of $270,000,000 which has been
spent, America has given only $10,-
000,000, while Americans have made

profits of about $40,000.000 out-of the
supplfes bought here. The Belgians
living in England have given from their
earnings $390,600 a month and_50,000
Belgians have volunteered their serv-
ices to provide the machinery for actual
djstribution

Through these means a ration that
contains fifty percent of the normal
nourishment per person has been fur-
nished to the Belgiau neople. This will
keen-trdnits alive, but it does not suf-
tice for the children.
