Tax Rate Higher. -

Advices frédm the state tax commis-
sioners’ office say that there will be
much confusion in fixing the tax rate
owing to the failure of local arsessors
to notify the commissioner of the val.
uation of-the personal property to be
arsessed in 1917,

When these returns are made the
tax commissioner will notify the
boards of assessors of the amounts
which they are required to deduct
from the amount raised by taxation In
1917, It will be Impossible to deter-
mine the legal tax rate for this year
until this is done.

Upder the income tax law which
went Into effect several months ago,
proportionate receipta according. to the
valuation of personal property in the
various citlés and towns will beg re.
turned-to-them.* This-amount- will be
deducted from the total amount re-
quired to be rajsed by taxation. Some
of the smaill towns have already an-
nounced their tax rate for the cur-
rent year.
