'Where reporting has been in force for 
many years, over 35,000 cases of tu­
berculosis are registered -n-lth the De­
partment of Health. Those familiar 
with the situation beUeve that the ad­
dition ot unrecognized and unreported 
cases would make the number nearer 
60,000. The verj' careful health sur­
vey conducted during thc past two 
years In Framlngham, Mass., revealed 
200 cases ot tuberculosis In a popula­
tion of approximately 15,000. If these 
proportions hold true for .'Jie United 
States aa a whole they wosid Indicate 
that about one in evory hondred per­
sons Is tubercnlona- Ea-sb of these

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Exports from this country since It 
entered the war have kept starvation 
from Allied Europe and have main­
tained the health aild strength of those 
who have been bearing the brunt of 
our battles, so that they could hold 
out to victory. Now that hostilities 
have ceased we imist assume the add­
ed burden of beeping starvation from 
increasing, its toll lipon the millions 
who have been liberated from the 
Pmsslan yoke. Famine wonld undo 
the work which has been accomplished 
In freeing the world for democracy. No 
stable govemment can be established 
and maintained by a nation harassed 
by hunger. A starving people turns 
to rioting and anarchy. Food has 
given strength and courage to the na­
tions flghting for democracy; It must 
now give the nations strength and 
tranquillity to re-establish themselves 
In freedom and democracy. 
Without our help It would have been 
absolutely impossible for the Allies to 
maintain a living ration. Since our 
entry into the war we have been con­
tributing largely to the support of one 
hundred and twenty mllllbn people 
whose normal food supplies bave been 
cut oft, whose production has fallen 
almost to the vanishing point, whpse 
flelds have been devastated by Ger­
many. The food exported from the 
United States In the past year has 
been sufflcient to supply the complete 
ration of twenty-two mllUon people. 

It ia hard to grasp the magnitude 
and slgnlflcance of the assistance 
which- has been lent the Allies by thc 
patriotic, voluntary service of the 
American people. The food we sent 
abroad last year would have been suf­
ficient to feed one-fifth of our popula­
tion. And^thls was done in spite of 
the fact that we entered the year with 
short crops. Our surplus was practt­
cally nothing. An overwhelming pro­
portion of the food that left this coun­
try last year was saved out of the nor­
mal home consumption of our own 
people. 

In spite of dlfllcultles met In Inter­
nal transportation and shortage - of 
ocean tonnape our food exports last 
year amounted to a flgure that a few 
years ago would have been unbelieva­
ble. Kven the most optimistic element 
of our popnlntlon faced -with anxious 
c.m.-^ternatlon the prospect which 
opene.l before us with the beginning 
of th.' Ifl" harvest year. 

The .\nierican people hnve not boon 
coniiiellod to save. . They have been 
!i|.;.eale'I to on the basis of humanity 
nnl of patriotism. They have re­
sp. niled voluntarily.

Farmers and Threshermen Patr iot i ­

cally Respond to Call of Food 

Administration. 

From Information received by -the 
V. S. Food Administration froiA the 
principal grain growing states, It is 
no-w possible to announce with fair ac-
cviracy the amount of wlieat saved last 
harvest by Improved methods of han­
dling. According to offlclal calcula­
tions, efforts toward cleaner threshing 
saved fully 16,000,000 bushels of wheat 
with corresponding savings ot other 
small grain harvested and threshed in 
a similar manner. In addition, other 
states, though unable to furnish flg­
ures, reported greatly reduced harvest 
losses. 

Tbe flgure for wheat alone is equiv­
alent to seven one-potmd loaves of 
bread for every person in the United 
States ahd represents food fhat form­
erly was either an absolute loss or 
was recovered to only a slight extent 
by poultry and livestock. While oi)-
portunlties In this branch uf conserva­
tion were large, the quantity of grain 
recovered surpasses early expecta­
tions, i t is noteworthy also that re­
sults were secured principally through 
voluntary co-opieratlon. 

No conservation measure of the 
Food Administration, It is declared, 
has received more wholehearted sup* 
port than that pledged and rendered 
by farmers and threshermen toward 
reducing groin waste at Its source. 

I n l l n e w l t h the,general plan of con­
servation formulated by the U. S. Food 
Adm'lnlstration Immediately, following 
the entrance of the United .States into 
the war the contribution made by the 
meat producers Of this country to the 
war program is of particular "slgnlfl­
cance, OS It demonstrates the hearty 
co-operation- accorded the Food. Ad­
ministration by,the meat producers ot 
the country. • ,:

'X'' The dressed hog products during the 
three months ending September 30. 
1917, amounted to 903,172,000 pounds, 
while for the same months of 1918 the 
productioii was 1,277.589,000 pounds, 
an increase of over 374,000,000 pounds 
for the quarter. 

During the same period in 1917 Irt-. 
spected slaughter records, of dresised 
•beef showed 1,283,000,000 "pounds as 
against 1,454,000,000 ponnds for the 
three month period ending September 
1, this year. 

"We must Increase our meat ship-_ 
ments, especially our' pork products, 
to meet the added demands of the mil­
lions liberated from Qerman oppres­
sion. And at tho same time we must, 
look forward to the rehabilitation of 
the European ment herds. The policy 
which guided our meat program In the 
past year has been fnlly Justlfled, for 
pnly the heavy pork rreductlon which 
It hns brought about wlU'enable us 
even partly to satisfy the increased 
demands on tis for the coming year. 
There will be a world shortage in fats, 
and It is to-the United States that Eu­
rope must look to supply its deficien­
cy. At the same time there w-llI con­
tinue to he heavy demands for beef. 
Owing to the limited refrigerator ship­
ping capacity Ehiropean imports of 
beef for some time will be limited. 
The United States, Australia and 
Argentine will be' able to maintain a 
supply that will keep all available 
freezer vessels operating at capacity. 

FIGURES SHOW RESULTS. 

Americans Demonstrated. Sturdy Sup­

port o f ' W a r by Conserving "for 

the 'Benefit of the 

''•-^ Allies. 

When flgures began to show def­
initely that; the people of' the United. 
States were actually reducing their 
consumption of foods needed abroad,: 
the United States . Food Adminis­
tration was told' that it was com­
paratively easy to bring about conser­
vation of staple necessities, but that it 
would be far more difficult td accom­
plish an actual decrease In the use of, 
lumries. The doubters took sugar as 
an example'^ and declared that it wonld 
be practlcaUy impossible to bring onr 
consumption of sugar down to a point, 
that would meet only the food needS' 
of the people... _ . . , , . 

Now that demands npon ocean ton­
nage will be lightened, European nn-' 
tions will be.able to go farther afield 
for loodstults, and wUl no longer.be 
entirely dependent for .gogar ' ni>on 
North American supplies. With the 
stocks n o w in prospect, -we wUl have 
sufficient sngnr to place this country 
back upon normal CQnBilmpUoh if the­
present short rations In Europe are 
not materially Increased. If. the Eu­
ropean ration Is to; be materially In­
creased over the present low amonnt 

"It can be only through the American 
people's-making it possible by con­
tinued restriction to a greater or,less 
extent here. / 

The fact that the Food Admlnlstra-
•Hon hns been able to relax the volun­
tary siigar ration is in itself proof that 
the ration of two pounds per person" 
per month was generally observed 
tliroughout the coimtry. This conser­
vation aUowed the Food Administra­
tion to build up a reserve, and to tide 
over the period of scarcity, until Ihe 
the new crops of Louisiana cane and 
beet sugar were ready for distribution. 

The records of the Food Adminis­
tration show that In July, Augnst, Sep­
tember nnd October d95,l)00 .tons Were 
distributed. Nbrmal consumption for 
that period is 1,600,000 tons. This 
shows a deflnlte, concrete saving of 
over 500,000 tons. These figures ap­
ply to sugar consumed on the table. In 
the kitchen and In the .'rarious Indus­
tries, and show conclusively thtit In 
the homes and public eating places of 
America, where 70 per cent of all our 
sugar Is consumed,.the sugar consump­
tion has been reduced by more than 
one-third. :. 

In the fonr^month period begin­
ning with .Tuly, this cOtlntry normally 
uses 400,000 tons of Sugar p6r month. 
Last July .200,000 tons entered into 
distribution. In August only .225.000 
tons were distributed. In Septeinber 
the flgures showed 279,000 . tons;-ahd 
then fell to 230,000 tons in October. 

There could be no more deflnlte' 
proof that the American people have 
given their loyal, cooperation and sup­
port of the war.

Becanse ot her continued absence 
from school and the fact that she 
lived in rather an undesirable neigh-
bortiood and -was on the streets all 
day a school teacher recently bronght 
to the attention of the Home Service 
department of the Red Cross the story 
of a girl of ten years whose/mdlher 
was ill and whose only -other rela­
tives were two brothers, one in camip 
and the other a youth ot seventeen, 
whose earnings seemed to be the 
only means ot support for the family. 

The Home Service -worker called, 
found the mother very 111 and needing 
hospital care at once. Arrangements 
were made for the mother's care 
and also for a home for the girl in 
the country where sho wonld receive 
r e a l ^ o m e training and love. Ttra 
mother grew worae.and died soon af­
terwards. The seventeen-yoap-old 
boy enlisted. The'bo'y in camp had 
not known that his mother needed his 
help, but was glad to contribute from 
his pay when the true circumstances 
were made known. The girl is now 
in the cou'ntry, going to school, and is 
receiving allotments from both of her 
brothers and Is well cared for. She 
Is under the watchful care of tho 
Home Service workera and comes to 
them often for counseL
