Tu tho Editor: 
The voters of th. towns which your 

I>ai)«r serves are uiieiisuly intorcjrtcd 
in securlnjf' for theii children In the 
schools the equal educational oppor­
tunities which h a v been denied them 
in many cases through circumstances 
beyond their immediate control. .May 
I state their case through your col­
umns and hope that the publicity 
thereby given will aid them in secur­
ing their rights? 

Many of the towns in this immedi­
ate vicinity are now tiTxiiig themselves 
heavily In their effort to support good 
schools. According to the latest avail-
able figures of the State Hoard of 
Kducatlbn, Ayer had J4.S52 In prop­
erly for every child in its schools, 
I'eppereil had $6,712 in property for 
every child in its schools; Townsend. 
H.S90; Harvard, $17,896; Groton. 
$7,599. This means simply that if you 
own property worth $5000 and live in 
Ayer. Pepperell, Tow'nsend or Groton. 
you must pay sufflcient taxes on it. 
speaking roughly, to pay fhe co.-;t of 
educating one child in the schools of 
the town. 

Suppose, however, you lived In Gay 
Head, Your $B00O property there 
would have to educate thr^e children 
in the schools. Or again. If you livod 
In Gosnold your $6000 would have to 
pay only one-twentieth part of tho 
cost of educating one child In the 
schools of tha^ town. It stands to 
reason that tho. three children In Gay 
Head, who are educated on the taxes 
from each $SOflO"of property, are not 
getting an equal ;6pportunIty with the 
children of Ayer^, Pepperell, Towns-
end Gro.ton. each of whom' has the 
taxes from $5000^of property to edu­
cate him alone.' lilkewise. It is cer­
tain that the children of Aycr, Pep­
perell. Townsend and Groton are not 
getting equal opportunities with the 
pupils of Gosnold, thb education of 
of each of whom.' is guaranteed by 
property worth twenty times "as much 
as that which backs our local children. 

It Is this inequality of means which 
has destroyed equality of educational 
opportunity in Massachusetts. There­
fore. It" Is of the greatest Interest to 
the people of the tow-ns ser^'od by your 
paper that they know just where 
their representatives and. senators in 
the general court will stand on the 
General School Fund BUI (Senate 
351) which Is undoubtedly to be dis­
posed ot before the adjournment of 
the general court next month. 

This bill provides thnt of the $11,-
000.000 raised annually by- the state 
income tax. approximately $4,000,000 
be distributed to the cities and towns 
in the following, rhanner: For each 
teacher to - whom the town pays a 
salary of $850 or more, provided she 
h.ave proper training and experience, 
the state will refund the town $200; 
for each teacher paid not less than 
$"60~the state will refund the' town 
$160. and tor each teacher paid not 
less than S050 the state will refund 
the town $100, 

Since the wealthy town pays more 
money into the Income tax than tho 
poorer,, yet .each draws out on the 
basis of the number of teachers em­
ployed, it Is evident that the richer 
towns will—In effect—aid the poorer 
towns to secure better teachers 
through being able to pay equally at­
tractive salaries. Better teachers 
moan better schools. 

I have yet to find a voter w-ho did 
not feel stronsrly that this measure 
was a big step' toward equal educa-
tiosal opportunity through equalizing 
the burden of school'support, once the 
purpose and method of the bill had 
been made clear to him. ^ 

This piece of legislation is not novel. 
The State of Massachusetts annually 
aids her public schools'in the sum of 
a trllle over $200.fl5O._ The State of 
New York has beehj.ai'ding her public 
schools to the amo;uht of $6,000,000 
annually and only*.: two weeks ago 
unanimously increased this aid by 
$5,000,000 per year, making a total of 
$11,000,000. She has found that to 
have a group of poor towns"struggling 
feebly to buy good schools from an 
almost empty purse while another 
group of rich towns is able :o lavish 
money on education is not. democratic 
or consistent with the American ideal 
that educational opportunities shall 
be open equally to all—the boy In the 
country as well as the boy in the city. 

We expect Massachusetts to do as 
well. May I nnt therefore .-isk how 
our senators an.i representati\os In 
the General court stand on this bill 
and how they propose to vote? Noth­
ing I ould put more" heart Into the 
tow-ns of this section of the state than 
the knowledse that they were to re­
ceive the helping hand the passage of 
this bill wouM extend them.

Peo­
ple there still go attemoons to see 
the "toreador!' give the deadly thrust 
to his victim, but a greater number at­
tend the morning baseball game and 
their'entbuslasm at t h e " J u e s o d e pe-
lota" Is mpre Intense .and continuous, 
says New York- Sun. I h e y howl at 
the players and at each other, convinc­
ing proof that the f a n j i a s appeared 
In the South Amerlcan'republic. As 
players the natives have not reached 
Porto RIcan standards. "They are 
rather weak fielders and batters. But 
throw 1 Carambal How they can 
throw! According to jiuUs, Walter 
Johnson and Trls Speaker would sit 
up and take notice It they saw the 
"Venezolanas" "tlrando la pelota." So 
great Is the desire ot the people ot 
Caracas to learn the American game 
that Mutls andone or two. of his com­
panions were persuaded to reiiiatn af­
ter the series to teach enthusiasts how 
to play It. Perhaps the pitchers ot 

' the futtire may come from Caracas or 
Maracalbo Instead of the Texas league, 

Relevant to, and In a way ex­
planatory of the persistence ot 
German plotting In this country 
was the dispatch trom Harold Wil­
liams, a particularly competent observ­
er of European aCtalrs and one whose 
Russian experiences have given him 
the best of rights to speak of the meth­
ods by -which German diplomacy at­
tains Its purposes. He said that so 
far as ho could see the new Germany 
did -not differ In anj"» essential way 
trom the. old Germany. With the many 
sources ot information available to 
him in Geneva, he has not been able 
to discover that the Germans have any 
regrets for the part they played In the 
war—none, that is, except for failure 
to "n'ln. He can discover no general 
or real animosity against their fugitive 
ruler or tho class ot which he was the 
head, and he sees "no recognition ot 
the wrong done by Germany to the 
world—not the faintest sign of nation­
al repentance." 

The Columbia university discovery 
that all moisture may be dried from 
beet and that It can then be kept iii-
definltely nnd retain its qualities Is 
Interesting but not wholly new. Grains 
of wheat from tombs ot Egyptian 
mummies thousands of years old have 
been known to germinate and bear 
wheat. It is very difficult to flnd any­
thing really new under the sun. 

Experts In human nature doubt If 
war will ever be abolished while the 
world lasts. But when the mass ot 
the people In nations have it In their 
power to decide whether or not they 
will become cannon fodder, war Is not 
going to be so easy to make as to need 
only a pretext.
