J ames L- Flynn, of this village, with 

Vdlentlne & Co,, ot Brooklyn, N', Y., 
was ordered by Brig.-Gen. Maltland of 
the British a rmy to clean and varnish 
the four propellers of the British 
Blimp R-34 with Valspar. After com­
pleting the work Mr. F lynn had the 
privilege of taking his men through 
thc ship, accompanied by the com­
mander . Major Scott, R, X". Mr. 
Flynn says It certainly was a most in­
terest ing experience tor them. 

The ship is driven by five engines: 
one fore, two in the middle on port 
and starboard^ and a. double engine In 
the stern. The men live In the en­
velope which contains a dining-room, 
lounglng-room and hammocks to 
sleep in. There is a narrow gang­
way through the ceiiter and everyone 
must wear rubber shoes, as all the 
streets are a luminum and nails might 
s t r ike a spark. I t has nineteen bags 
holding the g.as Inside the envelope 
and carries water ballast—TOCi water, 
ZOVc alcohol: 
. Mr, Flynn and his crew obtained 
several souvenirs ot the ship, such as 
chocoLate, g raham breatl, called 
"Veda," Oxo, a sort of beef tea, a 
piece of fabric of the envelope and 
gas bags, some t rul t cake, a spark 
plug and fuse., etc. 

The 'Blimp was coiitii'iually inoving 
and was held down by about 500 sol­
diers in four-hour shifts. Mr. Flynn 
had ten soldiers detailed w-ith a mov­
able scaffold rigged upon tw-o small 
hose reels to chase the Blimp while 
doing the work, and he and his crew 
were the only'civilians allow-ed ^ylthin 
an eighth of a mile of the balloon. 

Mr. Flynn scnt to Miss Seaver tor 
the reading-rriom a souvenir from the 
balloon, a label taken froni one of the 
0 x 0 bottles, which he has mounted 
on glass and -framed, and It will be 
on exhibition a t the reading-room as 
a souvenir t rom the first airship to 
land In America from across the big 
pond.

There are women over here; howev­
er, writes, a "fashion ; correspondent, 
recently retnmed from Paris, who are 
wearing the most curions veil America 
has seen. It Is .attached to a turban; 
It Is as thick as the heaviest coarse 
net can be woven, and It Is drawn 
tight around the eyes and the top of 
the nose, leaving the neck and lower 
part of the face bare. It is the best 
Imitation of a mosque that we .have 
had so far, and tt is Intimated that It 
was. taken from tho influenza mask 
which was worn'over the lower part, 
of the face. One of our own design­
ers of eccentricities has produced a 
genuine Influenza mask of .dyed, iace 
which is drawn upward over the chin 
and nose to the back of the head. The 
French one Is more seductive and co­
quettish. 

In America we are addicted to. veils. 
We wear them at all seasons, whether 
or not we know howto adjust them. 
The reason for their diminished fash-
Ion during the last year Is due.to the 
war activities of the. great mass of 
wpmen. First, a veil takes a . long 
time to atijust; It should be.^one well,, 
or not at all; and, secondly. It Is not a 
good addition to uniform caps. So the 
veil dropped out, except aihong a cer­
tain, segment of fashionables, who 
'would fed ashamed of their naked­
ness, as they say. If they went with­
out It The hurry and flurry ,of .life 
has not allowed much time for leisure­
ly dressing, and although the veil was 
Insisted' upon by the shops during the 
Influenza epidemic, the doctors thought 
It was extremely harmful and Injuri­
ous. They knew what the shops evi­
dently did not kno'sv, that om Inflnenza 
mask must be 'washed every three 
hours In a disinfectant. The . ex­
treme danger In the veil rested In the 
fact that It was not washed for days 
at a time. If ever... * ' 

For those who wear the veil, the mil­
liners and Jewelers have united In In­
troducing a trifle which has gained 
much prestige. It Is an arrow, an 
aviator's 'Wings, a dagger or the fleur-
de-lis done In jewels. This catches 
the 'veil at the extreme upper tilt of 
the hat In front. 

It has been the jewel of the war. 
Women have turned their brooches Into 
these veil pins; they have had other 
jewelry reset to possess the luxury .bt 
the .moment and tbey have bought 
t̂hem In real or Imitation stones. In 
order to be In the procession of fash­
ionables.
